This will help you to read and understand modem Greek, as well as to communicate and
express yourself in the language.

USING THE DICTIONARY

Headwords

The headword is the word you look up in a dictionary. Headwords are listed in alphabetical
order, and printed in bold type so that they stand out on the page. Each headword may
contain other material such as phrases and examples. Phrases, which show essential
constructions and usage, are each given on a new line and are in smaller bold type and
preceded by a white triangle (>>). Examples, taken from the unique Bank of English, show you
how to use the translation in context and are in bold italic and preceded by a box (3). Phrasal
verb constructions are in the same bold as the headwords and are indicated by a black triangle
(»). The two headwords appearing at the top of each page indicate the first and last word
dealt with on that page.

Translations

The translations of the headword are printed in ordinary type. As a rule, translations separated
by a comma can be regarded as interchangeable for the meaning indicated. Different meaning
splits are generally marked by an indicator (see below).

It is not always possible to give an exact translation equivalent, as for instance when the
English word denotes an object or institution which does not exist, or exists in a different form,
in ‘Greece. If an approximate equivalent exists, it is given preceded by = . If there is no cultural
equivalent, a gloss is given to explain the source item. These glosses are in italics.

Indicators

An indicator is a piece of information in English about the usage of the headword to guide
you to the most appropriate translation.

Indicators give some idea of the contexts in which the headword might appear, or provide
synonyms for the headword. They are printed in italic type and shown in brackets.

Colloquial and informal language in the dictionary is marked at the headword. You should
assume that the translations will match the source language in register; rude or offensive
translations are also marked with (!).

Pronunciation
You will find the phonetic spelling of the word in square brackets after the headword. Where
the entry is composed of two or more unhyphenated words each of which is given elsewhere

in this dictionary, you will find the pronunciation of each word in its alphabetical position.
A list of the symbols used is given on pages xvi and xvii.

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Keywords

A number of very frequent function words, such as “of” and “by”, as well as basic verbs like
“get” and “go”, have so many uses and meanings that they require more detailed treatment.
These words are boxed off from the rest of the text.

Abbreviations and proper names

Abbreviations, acronyms and proper names have been included in the word list in alphabetical
order.

“You” in phrases

In translations of English phrases containing “you/your” or the imperative, “eoeic/oov” and
the formal form are given, unless the phrase is very colloquial, e.g. “get lost!”, where it would
be more natural to give the familiar form of the imperative.

Use of “or”, oblique and brackets

The word “or” is used between interchangeable parts of a translation or English phrase;
the oblique (/) is used between non-interchangeable alternatives in the translation or English
phrase. Round brackets are used to show optional parts of the translation or Englis\h phrase.

American variants

American spelling variants are generally shown at the British headword, e.g. colour/color and
also as a separate entry if they are not alphabetically adjacent to the British form. Variant
forms are generally shown as headwords in their own right, e.g. trousers/pants, unless the
British and American forms are alphabetically adjacent, in which case the American form is
only shown separately if phonetics are required, e.g. jump leads/jumper cables.

Gender

The gender of all Greek nouns given as translations is shown:
— masculine nouns are labelled m
- feminine nouns are labelled r
— neuter nouns are labelled nt

Nouns which have a common gender e.g. Siknyopog are labelled me.

Invariable nouns are labelled with gender followed by the abbreviation v e.g. otobvtio
NT INV.

Where the feminine form of a masculine noun is also given as a translation, the gender of the
feminine is shown as follows: Kavadog (éCa) m/F.

Plural noun translations are always labelled with gender followed by the abbreviation rL
€.g. kapapEALeg FrL.

Noun translations are only marked with sc where a plural noun headword has a singular
translation.

Feminine forms

The following conventions are used in this dictionary to show feminine forms of masculine
nouns:

- If the feminine form differs substantially from the masculine form, then it is given in full.
It is separated from the masculine form by a comma e.g. kavévag M, kapia F.

— Usually, the feminine form substitutes part of the masculine form with a feminine ending.
If this is the case, the feminine ending is shown in brackets after the masculine form.
Feminine endings fall into two main groups:

— those which have a letter in common with the masculine form e.g. xoppwtig (tpra) M/,
In cases like this, the feminine ending replaces everything from the common letter
onwards. In this example, the feminine form therefore is xoppdrpia.

— those which do not have a letter in common with the masculine form e.g. Aovdpéog
(a) m/r. Here, the regular masculine ending is replaced with the feminine ending. In this
example, the feminine form therefore is Aovdpéla.

Adjectives

Greek translations of adjectives are always given in the masculine, unless the adjective relates
only to a feminine noun e.g. £ykvog.
