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INTRODUCTION

The first Spurrell Welsh-English dictionary appeared in 1848 pub-
hshed by William Spurrell (1813-89) the Carmarthen printer and
publisher. One of his sons, Walter Spurrell (1858-1934), joined his
father in the business and the family firm published a series of
distinguished Welsh-English, English-Welsh dictionaries and in-
fluential Welsh grammars during the latter part of last century and
the first half of the present century. William Spurrell was advised by
and well-acquainted with Daniel Silvan Evans (1818-1903), one of
the father figures of Welsh lexicography, sometime lecturer in
Welsh at St David’s University College, Lampeter and the first
professor of Welsh to be appointed by the University of Wales.

The Collins-Spurrell Welsh Dictionary was first published in 1960
and quickly became an essential tool of general reference for Welsh
learners as well as those anxious to interpret literature. It was edited
by Henry Lewis, Professor of Welsh Language and Literature at
University College, Swansea. The staff of the Department of Welsh
Language and Literature at St David’s University College, Lampe-
ter are happy to cooperate with the editorial staff at Collins to
produce this latest edition of a famous dictionary.

D A THORNE
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THE WELSH LANGUAGE

MosrT of the languages of Europe, and some of the languages of Asia,
can be traced back to a common ancestor to which the name Indo-European
is commonly given. From this ancestor were derived a dozen or so branches,
one of which is called Celtic. This branch probably had its beginning in the
upper Danube valley, and from there spread in many directions over
Europe, and even to Galatia in Asia Minor. As the Celtic-speaking people
became scattered, changes naturally occurred in the language, resulting in
the growth of dialects. Of these the best known on the continent is that which
was spoken in Gaul, to which the name Gaulish is given. Gaulish became
extinct in the early Christian period, and was displaced by Latin.

In the meantime people speaking different forms of Celtic had crossed
over from the Continent to the British Isles. One group established itself in
Ireland. This is known as the Goidelic or Gaelic group, and from it
descended the Irish language, which spread from Ireland to the Isle of Man,
developing later to Manx, and also to Scotland, eventually becoming
Scottish Gaelic. The other group prevailed in Britain and the language is
called British or Brythonic or Brittonic. Prior to the Roman Conquest this
language was spoken throughout what later became England, Wales and
southern Scotland. It was from this descendant of the original Common
Celtic language that ultimately sprang the Welsh, Cornish and Breton
languages.

The language of the Goidelic group is referred to also as Q Celtic, and
that of the British group as P Celtic. The reason for this is that the
Indo-European consonant written ‘qu’ has given ‘c’ in the former and ‘p’ in
the latter. An example is found in the forms corresponding to the English
interrogative pronoun ‘who’, which in Irish is ‘cia’ or ‘cé’, in Welsh ‘pwy’,
and in Latin ‘quis’. It may be mentioned that Gaulish shows the same
development as the British languages. Thus whereas the word for ‘head,
end’ is in Irish ‘ceann’ (earlier ‘cenn’), it is in Welsh ‘pen’, while the
corresponding form is found in Gaulish ‘penne’ in a compound name.

One of the oldest poems in Welsh literature is a eulogy to Cynan
Garwyn, son of Brochwel Ysgithrog. Cynan’s son Selyf is known to have
been Kkilled as he led the Welsh in the battle of Chester about the year 615.
The eulogy is attributed to Taliesin, whom persistent tradition acclaims as
author of eulogies and elegies to princes in southern Scotland and northern
England who struggled against the Saxon invader in the late sixth century.
Another name that has been handed down from these early times is Aneirin,
whose long poem Y Gododdin refers to a great tragic exploit at Catraeth,
somewhere in the neighbourhood of Catterick. These early traditions have
tenaciously persisted throughout the long story of Welsh poetic literature.

Recorded Welsh prose goes back to the early ninth century. The earliest
remains are scanty, but it can hardly be contested that prose writing must
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have long preceded what little has had the good fortune to escape oblivion. It
is free from the crudeness that would be expected from initial efforts, and the
way in which difficult and somewhat abstruse material is expressed with
clarity, economy and directness goes a long way to prove that the writers
were inheritors rather than initiators. The splendour and exactness of
medieval Welsh prose, quite apart from its literary content, is striking
evidence of the mastery of the writers of the prose medium. These qualities
appear not least in the unlikely realm of legal writing.

During its long history the Welsh language has naturally undergone
changes, but far from the extent to which English, for example, has changed
since the days of Chaucer. He was a contemporary of Dafydd ap Gwilym, but
whereas Chaucer has to be practically translated into Modern English,
Dafydd is using to all intents the same language as any present-day poet
expressing himself in the same type of poem. Similarly, if most of the earlier
prose literature were printed in accordance with modern orthographical
usage, the reader would not experience excessive difficulty in comprehend-
ing it. There have been changes in syntax, and still more in vocabulary.
Idiomatic expressions have become obsolete from age to age, and new ones
have grown. But substantially the literary language has been strikingly
uniform.

The vocabulary has naturally been greatly affected from time to time by
contact with peoples speaking a different language. Like many other
languages Welsh has rarely been afraid of borrowing words from foreign
languages. In the period of Roman occupation, and later under the influence
of the Church, hundreds of Latin words were borrowed and submitted to the
same treatment as native words. The same is to a less extent true of the period
of contact with Anglo-Saxons. Then came the influence of the Normans,
followed ultimately by the great pressure of English. All these accretions
have been from non-Celtic sources, but the Welsh vocabulary is not without
borrowings taken from time to time from Irish.

The written, and especially the printed, literary language always tends
to be more static and conservative than the spoken. This results in the
retention in the literary language of forms which have long since vanished
completely from everyday colloquial speech, thus giving the printed literary
language a somewhat artificial appearance. But the spoken language also
differs from area to area. Indeed a brook seems a sufficient barrier to create
divergence in expression between the inhabitants on either side. It is well
known that speakers of dialect in one locality can hardly understand
compatriots speaking another dialect of the same language. To secure,
therefore, that all speakers, of whatever dialects, should have access to all
that is of value in enlightened minds, the standard literary language must
retain a high level of permanence, but should also avoid pedantic rigidity and
scholastic snobbery.

ACCENT
Welsh words are generally accented on the last syllable but one. There are
certain exceptions:
(1) The reduplicated personal pronouns myfi, tydi, efe, efé, hyhi, nyni,
chwychwi, hwynt-hwy, accented on the final syllable.
(2) Verbs in -(h)au, -(h)oi, -eu, accented on the final syllable.

(3) A few dissyllabic words beginning y + consonant, accented on the final
syllable.

(4) Certain polysyllabic words with a diphthong resulting in contraction in
the final syllable, such as Cymraeg.

(5) Some late borrowings accented as in the language of origin, generally
English.

INITIAL MUTATIONS

Certain initial consonants are mutated under certain conditions, as shown in
the following table. Only the radical form is given in the dictionary.
