Prologus - A Dream World Fa OFF 2

With the release of popular UFO movies, many people who
previously were skeptics have begun to jump on this bandwagon
from outer space. 1 wish them bon voyage. However, if you take
the analysis of the modern UFO myth,
you will see human beings under the control of & strange force
that is bending them in absurd ways, forcing them to play a role
in a bizarte game of deception. This role may be very important if
cha

ing social conditions make it desirable to focus the attention
of the public on the distant stars while obsolece human institutions
are wiped out and rebuilt in new ways. Are the manipulators, in
the final analysis, noching more than a group of humans who have
mastered a very advanced form of power?

Let me summarize my conclusions thus far. UFOs are real. They.
are physical devices used to affect human consciousness. They may
ot be from outer space. Their purpose may be (o achieve social
changes on this planet, through a beliefsystem that uses systematic:
manipulation of witnesses and contactees; covert use of various
sccts and eults; contral of the channels through which the alleged
“space messages” can make an impact on the public.

Part One of this book will assemble the argaments against the
idea tha UFOs come from outer space. I will describe what the
contactees are actually experiencing,: confusion, helplessness, and

often despair. Part Two will expand the discussion to a subject
that is shunned by all UFO researchers ~ poliics. For if UFOs
make an impact on our social ralit, they are bound to change
our political realties as well. This discussion will lead 10 a new
“model” of what is happening, a model in which UFOs appear
against the background of a worldwide manipulation operation.
Pare Three will show the brutal consequences of this model: it
may add apprehension to disappoincment as we suggest. thic
the murilations of animals that are taking place throughout the
Western states are part of the same manipulation.

A friend who read this book in manuscript advised me not
to publish it: “That’ not what America wants to hear” he said
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represent an even greater reality It s our choice o treat it as &
threat or as an opportunity for human knowledge.
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our scientific institutions have treated sincere witnesses of UFO
phenomen. Lack of serious, open-minded reseaech in this field
has encouraged these wicnesses to think that science is incapable
of dealing with the phenomena. This attitude has led many people
0 seck answers outside the rational pursuit of knowledge to which
science is dedicated. Only an open exchange of information on the
subject could now correct this dangerous trend.

3. In the absence of serious, unbiased research on the subject,
the belief in the imminence of UFO “contact” undermines the
image of Man as a master of his own destiny. In recent years we
have seen many books arguing that the Earch had ben visited by
space travelers i prehistoric times. Although this theory deserves
serious study it is leading many people to suggest that the great
achicvements of mankind would have been impossible without
celestal incervention: the development of agriculture, the mastery
of fire, and che bases of civilzation arc credited to so-called “higher
beings.” Not only does this idea contradict many archeol
facts,it encourages passive expectation of anather visic by
space creatures to solve curtent human problems,

4. The expectation of contact with space visitors promotes
the concept of political unification of our planet. Through the
beliefin space entites, a strong and beautiful yearning for global
peace is expressing itself. The UFO phenomenon is providing an
ourside focus for human emotions. Whether this becomes a factor
for positve or negarive social change will depend on the way in
which chese emotions are treated and on the seriousness with which
the underlying physical phenomenon is investigated. Such is the
challenge before this Committee.

Mr. Chairman, it is not my role to suggest a specifc approach
0 this complex problem. The scientiss with whom I am in contact
would welcome an opporcunity o share their data and cheir ideas
within any structure chat could be made available for this purpose.

All the great nations of the world arc represented on this
committee. Let us keep in mind that the UFO phenomenon may

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Jacques Valleearcends aclosed U.N. conference with Kure Waldheim and
incemmational UFO experts.

1 have spent more than ffteen years conducting studies of the
reports made through official and unofficial channls in France

and in the United States. These analyses have been supported by

extensive computer statstics. In addition, 1 have been in frequent
communication with scientsts in other parts of the world. The
conclusions | have reached about the social effccts of the UFO
‘phenomenon in the cultures 1 have studied are che following.

1. The belief in space visitors is independent of the physical
cealty of the UFO phenomenon. In terms of social science, we
might say that something is “real” if enough people believe in it
The UFO phenomenon has now reached chis point. The question
of knowing whether or not UFOs are physically “real” is becoming
secondary in the mind of the public

2. The beliefin the imminence of UFO “contace” s an indication
of awidening gap between the public and scence. Weare beginning
o pay the price for the negative and prejudiced atcirude with which
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sense of reality. Television can control our awarencss so that we
sometimes cannot ell whether a scene s real or faked, whether it is
acrually happening o is being staged. Fusthermore, advertisers use
subliminal conditioning to make us want their products, without
our being aware that we have been exposed to cheir mesages

Ifwe have such devices now, wht might e done bya moreadvanced
technology? We can gt some idea by looking a our own progress. A
century ago it would have scemed impossible that people could walk
on the Maon while we sat ac home watching and lstening t them.
Today's impossibiliies may soon become accomplished facts.

Vallee's hypothesis attempts t account for an aspect of the UFQ.
that has been neglected by UFO researchers: the social influence
of the contactees. They act “as if” they were being manipulated
according to certain principles listed in this book. This method of
saying something works “as if” is used in physics and in sociology;
although porentiall helpful, it must be used with caution. We must
o confise resulc with purpose. The firs could be accidental; the
second s incentional. This distinction is pacticalacly urgentin topics
like UFOs, and Vallee s aware of . He explores the consequences
of contactce beliefs, and then purposely steps across the border into
the realm of intent. This enables him to discern possible reasons
behind the contactee phenomenon.

Vallee has made a commendable effrt o explain a phenomenon
that could have gir consequences. We don't know whether he i right
or wrong, and we may never know. At the very leass, however, he has
advanced our understanding by amassing a large amount of irsthand
observations about contactee cults on two continents. I is ironic that
this comperent study of a potentillysignificant social movement was
done by a physical scientist rather than by  sociologist. Now that he
has shown the way, I hope other rescarchers will fllow.

Profesor David Suife
Department of Sciology

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simply adds the trappings of modern science to thase ancient beliefs.
Because of twenticth-century technology, even we humans can fly
into the heavens, and the advocsres of radio astronomy encourage us
0 belive that there are civilzations far out in space.

answers o our inescapable problems.
Would such movements be a threat? Quite possibly. They could
‘undermine the rational foundations of scicty. They would not have
0 overthrow the present system all by themselves; they could simply.
einforce irrational currents that aleady exist

Revlation racherthan reasonisthe source of contactee beliefs. This
snoea newoceurrence, There have been previous periods during which
people followed voices rather than logic,supersttious belefrather than
obscrvation and experiment, and the consequences were disastrous.

“This s one of Vallee's most telling points. He thinks thac UFO
sects will be influential because of todzy’s spreading belcf in the
irtational. It is to this belief that our institutions are vulnerable.
“Thus, a he observes,the genuine counter-culiure of today i not that
of hippics or drugs, but raher the counter-culture of UFO contact. It
is more durable, subtl, and dangerous because it has a broader social
bases it s ot tied to any specific group or age bracket.

“The irony is that scentists themselves have contributed to this
situation by refusing to consider problems beyond the borders of safe,
established science. Valle remarks tha the acitude he irt observed.
among his colleagues at Paris Observatory — science’s reuctance to
investigate paranormal phenomena — is slowly driving many people
o react by aceepring any claim of superior or mystical contact

We now come to Vallee's conjecture that contactees are being
deliberatcly manipulated, perhaps by some group here on Earth.
Could he be right? Your guess s as good as mine. T suggest that
we keep our minds open, weighing the evidence he presents. He
does offer some intriguing ideas. For instance, he nores chat we.
alrcady have echnologics capable of distorting the observer’s
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problem taiscd by the idea of contact. The real consequences will be
‘much more complex, and will go much decper.

Ipropose: that she UFOswesee is,among other things, adevice which
creates a ditortion of the witmes's realitys that it does o for  purpose,
which is to project images or fubricated scenes designed 1o change our
elefystems; and that he techmology we oberoe s only he incidental
supportfora worlduwide ensrprie of “sbliminal seducion.”

Have we allowed our need for rationalism to become so much
like  dogma that ic cannot afford the open discussion of such
possibiliies? Evidently. The idea of contact with “alen” intelligences
has acquired an explosive qualiy chat goes ar beyond che ludicrous
appearance of a few fanatical statements by isolated belicvers. But it
must be faced — precisely because it s so porensially dangerous

Why UFOs Are Important

'UFOsarc extremely important to contemporary civilization because
irrational forces are an integral part of the nature of man. These
forces can be recognized; once they are recognized they can be
nurtured and used. The subile power of groups like the contactees
lies in the uaillingness of cxisting structures to recognize the
sealiy of new phenomena and the need for change. This falure
makes it necessary for cach individual to deal with the challenge
‘on his own spiricual level

1 believe shere is a machinery of mass manipulation bebind the
UFO phenomenan. I aims a social and policical goals by diverting
attention from some human problems and by providing a potential
releasc for tensions caused by others. The contactees are a pare of
that machinery. They are helping to create a new form of belicf: an
expectation of actual contact among large parts of the public. In urn.
this expectation makes millions of people hope for the imminenc
realization of that age-old dream: salvtion from sbove, surrender
10 the greater power of some wisc navigators of the cosmos.

Mr. Chairman,

In the process of science it is common for old human ideas t© be
challenged by new facts. New knowledge is born of chis challenge.

In the process of social development it is common for new
knowledge to trigger emotional reactions with far-reaching cultural
and politcal effect. New beliefs are born of this confrontation.

“The frequent reporting of unexplained phenomena in the sky of
many countries during the last thircy years preseats an opporcunity
o obscrve both of these processes

In the documents circulated prior to this meeting, and in our
preliminary discussions with His Excellency Mr. Kure Waldheim
and representatives of the Outer Space Affairs Group, the essenial
facts of the phenomenon have been stated by Dr.J. Allen Hynck,
by Dr. Claude Poher, and by myself. Accordingly, 1 will limit my
remarks to one aspect of the phenomenon which touches dirccely
on the role of your Commitce.

To be specific, I would like o call your attention 1 a new
social movement based on the expectation of contact with beings
from outer space. ‘This belief, in many ways, is an emotional
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‘The sicuation was aptly described by a UFO cultisc we met in
this book:

All these revelacions have brough me such well-being and
such an inner peace, in this world where one docsnt know
what (o believe any more, where ics impossible to believe
in a “Good God" with a long white beard or a devil with
cloven hoofs, a world where professional scientists cannot
provide precise enough explanation of our origin and our
goals. In thelight of these revelacions,everything s cleared
up and appears simple.

“This stacement not only summarizes the responses of UFO culists,
but also indicates that some of chem are cducated, thoughtful
people, quite different from che sterearypes of ilierate farmers and
dreaming old ladies This leads us to the next poine: che fucure of
these cults ~ and our own furure

At presen, contactee groups are small, and have no obvious
effect on society, excep for discrediting serious rescarch into the
UFO phenomenon. Bue ation remain the same? What
are the circumstances under which these cults could become broad
social movemens, posing @ real challenge to society?

Such movements arise when many people fecl frustrated by
existing condidons, and when the movement gives hope tor
tched 10 an outsider,
but chere i practically o limit to the irrationalities which may be
associated with asuccessful movement. The factors that affect social
movements in general have been summarized in The Handbook of

Social Poychology:

logists know, something does not have to be true in
order to influcnce us. A geeat deal of human behavior is based
on questionable information. We plant crops, choose spouses,
worship gods, and wage wars because of our perceprions of 3
scuation racher than because of the reality of ir. There may be a
vast difference becween the two.

“This difference is crucial for understanding UFO cultises.
They are influcnced not by the objective facts of a situation but
by their interpretation of those facts. They act according to what
they believe, not according to what might actually be truc. The
face chat cheir interprecations may be grossly inaccurate docs not
prevent them from behaving as if they were correct. This is what
Vallee means when he says that “contact with space may become
a social it a long time before it is a scientific reality.”

T emphasize this point because UFO cultists believe some
scrange things; things so bizarre chat we are tempted to dismiss
chem as absurd but harmless. This may be a mistake on our part.
Jesus, Marx, and Hitler scemed ridiculous to respectable cirizens
of their times, but they changed the course of history.

UFO culs are like 2 relgion, offeing comfort and hope o
people who are struggling with basic problems of modern life. On
the one hand, science and education have undermined our fach in
a benevolent God who cares about us. On the other hand, science
and education have not provided sarisfactory answers (o questions
about our origins and goals

Inco chis void have stepped the saucer sccts, offering us the
reassuring belef that benevolent beings from outer space will take
cate of us, solve our problems, and offer us unimaginable joys.
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For thirty years the flying saucer has made our leaders look
ludicrous. They can't explain it, they can't ignore i, they can'c
catch i, and they can't make ic go away. It hovers on the edge of
public awarcness, occasionally darting into the sporlight, creating a
moment of consternation, and then withdrawing into the shadows,
usuallyleavingts observers unharmed bue shaken by the experience.
Physical scientists say chat it is a problem for social scientists, and
social scentists just as quickly throw it back to the physicists and
astronomers. The Air Force, after grappling with the problem
for twenty years, tied t0 wash its hands of the matter in the latc
1960s. Although the government denies that UFOs exist, a 1973
Gallup poll found that almost all Americans (93 per cem) were
aware of UFOs, and 15 million adults thoughe they had actually
seen one. When the question “Are UFOs real or imaginary?” was
asked of the group that was aware of the prablemn, the percentage
of those responding “real” increased from 46 per cent in 1966 0
54 per centin 1973, and to 57 per cent i 1978, when only 27 per
cent responded “imaginary.” No other symbol has so silendly but
effectively undermined che credibiliey of ur leading insciutions.

Secondly, the UFO is a universal symbol, appealing to men and
‘women of many lands, ages, and races. It s not even restricted to
a specific period in history. To simple observers, it is 2 wondrous
bauble littering in the sky. To the more sophisticated, it seems to
bea product of  superior technology. In ither case, che underlying
message s o clar that it hardly needs to be verbalized: the creators
of this awesome object have fantastic knowledge and power, and
this knowledge and power might help you.

This is an alluring message, and ic will become more attractive.

with cach filure of conventional attempts to solve our complex
problems. The thought of salvation from the sky is likely to grow
in appeal.

“This belif i, afer all, not so different from traditional religious
doctrine. The idea that benevolent beings lve in che sky gocs back to
our childhood, and to the carly stages of human society. The UFO
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felings, resentments, worrie, fears, concerns, and hopes
of large numbers of people, and the degree to which these
movements can be viewed as vehicles for the solution of
widespread problems.

UFO cults appeal to  vast audience. The problems they address are
an undeniable fact of our times. Profound changes have affccted
everyone, particularly in the Western world. Science, technology,
and cducation have undermined traditional beliefs, but have not
provided sacisfactory substitutes. “God is dead yer nothing has
taken his place to guide us, reassure us, and protect us. Families
have shrunk nearly to the vanishing point. Itis the rare person who
il lives in the same house or community as his grandparents did.
Few of the hundreds of people we pass on che streets know who we
are, or care. OId occupations, practiced. by gencrations, suddenly
become extincs; skills developed by a lifesime of practice become
worthless. And over all these social and psychological concerns
loom the threats of environmental pollution and energy criscs, and
the very real possibility chac nuclear war will bring an apocalyptic
end to lfe on this planet.

There is widespread unasiness about these_problems, and
various remedies are being offered, including mediation, politcal
action, drugs, and religion. UFO cults are compering with all of
these for the support of dissatished, disillusioned people. What are
the chances that UFOs will outdraw the others? What can saucer
sects offe that the rest cannot? A light in the sky, and the message
that someone up there can help you.

Ac frsc glance this may not seem impressive, bu if we think
about it we will realize that the UFO has some features which make
formidable contender

st, the UFO, more than any of its compecicors, highlighs the.
inadequacics of science, the armed forces, and government. These
are among the most powerful insitucions in our societys yet they
are unable to deal with UFOs.
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one. Although the UFO phenomenon is real, and appears to be
caused by an unknown physical scimulus, [ have so far failed to
discover any evidence chat it represented the arrival of visitors
from outer space.

Instcad itis my conclusion, Mr. Chairman, thatthis phenomenon
has three aspecrs.

The firit aspect i  physical manifestation that can and should
be investigated by means of alrcady available scientific cquipment.
Dr. Claude Poher, in his recently concluded study sponsored by an
agency of the French Government, has now shown the way in this
dircction. This year the Spanish armed forces havealso relased their
files on cases that had resisted analysis by their experts. There i no
fack of physical data, and there is no lack of competent scientits
who are willing (o examine them with an open mind.

The second aspect of che UFO. phenomenon is psycho-
physiological. Witnesses at the scenc cxhi
symptoms, a loss of the sense of time, partial paralysis or loss of
voluntary muscle control, audicory and visual hallucinations, eye
complaints ranging from conjunctivics to temporary blindness,
massive psychic reactions, and longer-term cffects, such as
disturbance of slecp and dream parterns and radical behavior
changes. I do not believe i is within the province or the budget of
the United Nacions to address such effects dircctly, except where
the United Nations Organization can serve its traditional role in

disorientation

disseminaing scientific information and faciliating exchanges
among scholars.

I i the third aspec of the UFO phenomenon which descrves
your full atcention here, Mr. Chairman. This third aspect is the
social belief system which has been gencrated in all the nations
represented on this committce by the expectation of space visiors.
“This belicf has been nurtured by the lack of serious atiention
given 1o genuine reports of UFOs, and it i creating new eligious,
cultural, and political concepts of which social science has taken
licle notice.
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universe. Morcover,as Vallee observes,there are t00 many reports of
landings in which UFO occupants have supposedly been surprised
by Earthlings blundering onto them. Therefore we should consider
the possibiliy that such sghtings were deliberatcly staged.

Although Vallee's hypothesis also has shortcomings ~ it
does not cell us who is causing the UFO sightings ot how chey
are doing it ~ it is just as satisfactory as the other approaches,
and has some advantages: it does nor challenge the reports
of thousands of reliable witnesses, nor does it contradict our
present laws of physics. Moreover, it suggests a plan behind
the phenomen, and indicates thar UFO sightings could
have serious social consequences. Before we cxamine these
consequenccs, however, it may be helpful to glance at Vallee's
own scientific qualifications.

Valleeisan unusual sientist. He irmly believes in the sciencific
mechod, but he applies i to nontraditional fields. He has a Master's
degree in astrophysics and a Ph.D. in computer science. He has
served as Manager of Information Systems at Stanford Universicy,
and has written five other books on UFOs. His carly work proposed
categorics for classfying UFO reports, and placed them in a broad
geographical and historical context. More recently his analysis has
shifted away from the UFO tself o the effccts ofsightings on the
witness and on society. His findings are disqicting: fying-saucer
cultists may become an important factor in our culture. Belief in
contace with extraterrestrals exposes the beliver to manipulation,

and could lead to revolutionary movements capable of undermining
or destroying established instiutions

Valleeisnot talking about the many people who think that life
might exist clsewhere in che universc. Nor is he directly concerned
with the many persons who have seen strange aerial phenomena
they could not denify. Instead, Vallee focuses on a smaller group,
the contactes, who believe they have reccived important messages
from flying saucers. These revelations typically offer simplistic
soluions to our complex problems. The danger, warns Vallee,
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T 15 WRITING OF this book has not been an easy cask. In fact,
it was outright diffcule and painful. Few of the facts | have
had to stace in these pages were to my liking, They shocked carier
theories of mine, destroyed my accepted and familiar thoughs.

‘Consider science from the outside: i is 2 machine for curning
out knowledge. It has worked extremely well for a while. It has
given us aircraft, welevision, and trips to the Moon. On the other
hand, there are situations in which it is useless, because it assumes
that the phenomena thatare fed ino itare natural and spontancous.
1F someching bigger or smarter than the ordinary human mind is
around, if some clever deccivers use it to feed us phenomena that
have been designed to fool us by Machiavelian spis or benevolent

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group or scct, but | understand one thing: the idea of contact wih
so-called “higher” forms of consciousness has social and policical
implications that go far beyond its appearance of being a simple
scientific speculation.

The public is already cynical about the roles and values of
government, science, and the milicary establishment. The mere
statement that unknown objects are penetrating our atmosphere
and mancuveringatwill would further crode the people’s confidence
in all political strucrures. Tt would generate fear in many sectors.
Consequently, governments in every country are trying 10 avoid
such potential effcts by censoring information about unexplained
phenomens, a the discussion in the Paris restaurant quored carlier
indicates. But | doubt that censorship can long be effective in the
face of continued sightings by the public.

1 chink thar UFOs represent an objective reality that we can
study only by revolutionizing existing disciplines. Confronting

the irational means promoting pioneer rescarch in physics and
biology. We also need to begin a kind of rescarch that wil take
UFO data as empirical bservations and try o use them to initiate
an interaction with the phenomenon itelf. And we should do this
now, before the new mysh s created, before he myth of extraterresrial
revelation replaces belif in the rational acquisition of knowledge.
‘Soonerorlter,the emortions sored in the UFO phenomenon will
be released. What kind ofsocal reaction will appear chen? There may
be new churches, new political movements. Each sector ofsocity will
reactinits own way: The temptation will b great for our echnocrats
0 respond by building giant faciltes to eavesdrop on the universe,
like the multi-billon-dollar projects already proposed by some radio
astronomers. Although these projects would do nothing o explain the
observations of unusual objects on Earth,chey might deflct some of
the public pressure the obscrvations are creating. Such projects might
be an asute poliical mov to prepare the public for other things
0 come, a wise form of life insurance for rationalists actempring to
preserve their own pover. But they could never solve the spircual
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masters, then a “sciencific” investigation will be uscless. How can
we find out whecher o not anomalous phenomens can be dealc
widh in sciendfic terms?

At the end of aniquity, people were fed up with science. The
Greeks knew the Earth was a globe. They knew how big it was,
and how far ic was from the Sun, and chey knew the diameter of
the Moon. They could compute the dates of future eclipscs. They
even understood the atomic structure of matter. But they couldn't
el people what the human race was
would go next. So their science was swepe away and forgorten.
Will the same thing happen to our science? Is this what UFOs
mean? Scientists miay be in the same position with UFOs as they are
with crime: every police department has a criminology lab, but i is
the detecsive who finds the criminal, not the technician. WHERE
ARE THE UFO DETECTIVES?

The public has two usual positions on UFOs, cither *I¢s all
nonsense,” or “We are visited by creatures from another planct.”

Uncil today, the first position has been the stronger one. A majoriy
of the public and practically every scientist has long thought
that UFOs were nonsense ~ and that is why there are no UFO
detectives. Now things are changing. So many people have scen
strange phenomena that a new belicf has been born. Scienific
opinion cannot stop this shifting of power. Unfortunately, once
disturbed from its comfortable position of rest, the public will
shift to the other extreme and start believing in space visitations.
“This is unavoidable. It is 50 reassuring to have other forms of life
ome here! They may be horrible to behold, but at least “chey”
know about us, “they” care about us, and “hey” have gone to
the trouble of coming here t0 sec what we look like! In the naive
words of a New York Times science editor, “We are not Alone!”
“There s another system. It s sending us messengers of deception.
‘They are not necessarily coming from neatby stars. i terms of he
effecs on s, it docsn's matter where they come from. 1 even suspect
that “where” and “when” have no meaning here. How could we be
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system for human evolution, like the nuclear process inside the Sun
and che long-term changes in the Earch's weather. But cheir effects,
instead of being just physical are also fet in our belief systems.
They influence what we call our spiritual life. They affect our
politicalinseicutions, our history, our culture.

The Six Social Consequences

Tt remains for us to summarize the social efects that the belef in
UFOs is likely to create ~ whether such physical objects exist or
not. We have scen six major effecs throughout this investigation
They were reflected in personal interviews and in quotations from
the books and pamphlets of contactee organizations.

1. The belef in UFOs widens the gap between the public and
scientific instcutions. Some day our society willpay the price for the
lack of scientific actention given the UFO phenomenon. As more
sories, only
t be summarily rejected by the academic or miliary insticutions
they thought they could trust, an increasing gap is created. Not
only may the public turn away from science in any form (and
become skeptical of the value ofits investment in energy research
and space technology), but it may seck a substitute in new high-
demand philosophics and pscudosciences. This movement toward
superstition in curn antagonizes thescientists who cte it as evidence
that the UFO phenomenon should not be studied sriously, and the
vicious circle continues.

2. The contactee propaganda undermines the image of human
beings as maseers of their oun destiny. Beginning with the idea
of Atanis and of “Chariors of the Gods,” and continuing
wich Biblical interpretations of Yahwch as an extraterrestrial,
contactee licrature is replete with suggestions that all the great
achievements of mankind would have been impossible without
celestial intervention. Should we thank extraterrestrial

and more sincere witnesses come forward with th

stors for
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ignore space and time referents, and use instead an expanded view
of the process in terms of retrieval systems. The SRI cxperiments
wich Swann and Price, for example, suggest that remote viewing is
based on an addressing scheme. Is indirect and virtual addressing
possible, and if 50, 1o what level? Would this be a parh towards
sealtiesthatare notsicuated o far-away planets, butarerightaround
us, outside our normal consciousness? Is it possible to promote
coincidences and peculiar effects (of apparently “paranormal”
nature) by systematically creating physical structures serving as
information singularities? Uncilthese questions are explored, it may
be impossible o address what Costa de Beautegard calls “the truly
fundamental problem,” that of the rlationship between psyche and
matter. For even if we consider only the operational aspects of an
information, if someone learns someching from it, physical theory
dictates tha che entropy of the universe must have changed.

I the world around us is 2 world of informational cvents,
the symbolic manifestations that surround UFO reports should
be viewed as 2 fact of the greatest magnitude. If we consider the
physical world to be an associative universe of such informational
events, consciousness is no longer simply & function which s local
o the human brain. Instead, consciousness should be defined
as che process by which informacional associations are recrieved
and traversed. The illusion of time and space would be merely a
side effet of consciousness as it traverses associations. In such a
theory, apparenly “paranormal” phenomena like remote viewing
and precognition would be expected, even common, and UFOs
would lose much of thir alien qualty. These phenomena would be
natural aspects of the reality of human consciousness, and would
be subject o manipulacion by the human wil, both consciously
and unconsciously.

In any case, these phenomena serve as a support for human
ambition, a framework for human tragedy, a fibric of human
dreams. We react o them in our movies, our poetry, our music, our
science fiction. And they react to us. They are parc of the control
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research on its nature will be honestly atiempied, a continually
growing fraction of the public is becoming convinced that many
phenomena are beyond the scope of sience and are “unknowable”
by rational pracess. I his fraction becomes the majority, they may
end society’s unquestioned support for rational scence. Instead we
may soon find an intcrmediate system of belefs, in which an almost
mystical faith in higher “contact” blends rogether with advanced
technology in strange hybrid ways. Among the contactees, the idea
thatall autempts at scientific control must b given up and replaced
by blind faich i already prevalent.

6. Contactce philosophies ofien include belif in higher races and
in totalicarian systems that would eliminate demoeracy. From the
statement that UFOs have visied us in the past, it is only a small
step to saying that their occupants have “known” the Daughers of
Man, “and found them fir” Then some of us may have celestial
blood in our veins, which would make chem “superior” t0 others
“The idea of a “chosen people” is an old one; it had lost its appeal in
recent decades. Strong belief in extraterresurial intervention could
this primitive concept, with particular groups climing
leges pecaliar to those who descend from the stellar explorers.
We have also seen that the alleged communication with
UFO occupants, when it touched on policical subjects, tended
to emphasize toualiarian images. Vorilhon, for instance, reports
he was told that democracy was obsolete. Raymond Bernard was
instructed to expect a “reversal of che old values.”

“These six effects of the belief in extraterrestrial intervention
indicate that an increase in the social conditioning correlated
with the UFO phenomenon may lead to complex changes. If the
Manipulstors do exist T cercainly saluce their tenacity, but I am
curious about their goals. Anybody clever enough to exploit the
publicsexpectation of UFO landings, oreven tosimulatean invasion
from outer space, would presumably realize that human instiutions
are highly vulnerable to changes in our images of ourselves. Iis ot
only the individual contactee who is manipulated, bur the global
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teaching us agriculture, the mastery of fire, the wheel, and most
of our religious tradicions? To anyone who has studied the history
of science, such ideas (romantically attractive as chey are) appear
ill-founded. “The best and the worst in human beings have been
displayed in all e cultures we know: Early culeures were as gifced
for fashioning pyramids and building canals as chey were skilled
at exterminating their enemies, at raping, and at pillaging. Theee
thousand yearslater, weare engaging n the same behavior,although
we build canals and extermi

3. Increased attension given to UFO activity promotes the eoncept
of political unification of this planes. “This is perhaps the most
commonly recurring theme in my cnrie study of these groups.
Theough the belicf in UFOs, a tremendous ycarning for global
peace is expressing itself. In a way that was captured very eady by
novelistslike Koesler and Newman, the UFO is focusing human
attention away from che Earth. Whether this becomes a factor for
positive or negative social change depends on the way in which this
focused attention is channeled.

4. Contactee rganiations may become the bass of a new "bigh-
demand” religion. ‘The currenc conservative backlash  against
“decadent” morality and socialliberalism has led many to reconsider
thei spititual orientation. The Catholic Church is at a crcical poin
in its history, and many other religions arc in trouble. The new
churches cmphasize high scandards and seict disciplin. The creeds
of UFO organizations often emphasize themes of sexual repre
racal segregation, and conservative values that place chem in
position to capitalize on the growth of this movement, Especially
noticeable in this respect isthe attention received by “che Two and
the widespread success of the Melchizedck groups. Inherenc in such
sectarian activity s the seed of revol
with almost unlimited potential

5. Irrational motivations based on fuith are spreading hand in
hand with the belief in extraterresrial intervenion. As the UFO
phenomenon develops unchecked, with no cxpectation that

e cnemies “scientifically.”

Grace was walking on the sidewalk on a hot summer day, and
suddenly it was there at her feet: a vision of palaces and parks,
an ancient city alive and excited. “God. give me 2 witness!” she
prayed. Then she saw her friend Emma Fox in a doorway.
“What are you doing there, Grace? What are you looking at?”
“T'm investigating Atlantis, can'e you see?”

She might
e sevenry, ut her cnergy was that of an adolescent girl, and her poise
was perfect a she sized up her audience, nodded to her enraprured
lisciples i the front row, and gave us a few more minutes € enjoy
the music. Suddenly she began her leccure wich passing reference to
e notes that we had received from her asistants, quickly st them

sside, and took off into spontancous revelations.

“This would be,she assured us, out first esson in mysticism: you
st with your Soul, she added, but not necessarily of your Soul. Are
you livingas a Soul, or as a Spiric Ifyou have lived before only asa

iric, then perhaps you have no remembrance as a Soul. Perhaps,
on the other hand, you wied part of e univere as a Soul? In the
Order of Melchizedek, before Abraham, there was no question of
psychic powers such as clairveyance. (How does she know?) There
was cosmo-voyance, the vision and hearing of God. This was what
the lecture meant, about “being your own psychiatrist” You had to
become a user of God's mind, which in fact is the ondy mind.

She was using absurdity and confusion in the skilled way of
a brainwashing expert, with what appeared to be a native abiliy
1 pull lightning Aashes from the entanglement of her mystical
jargon:

You must operate 1 aspiritual being. Who are you? Who
caused you to be? Who ate your Soul parens? Perfection
s contagious, and you have been given perfection in your
Spirit and mind unlimited.

She switched frameworks on her audicnce again, from the mystical
o & pseudophysical description:

There are seven times seven aechers that form the garments
of your soul, radiating in etheric wavelengths that rotate
clockwise around you.
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our feelings. Live a steaight way of lfe, because the power
from above must go dow staight, o lose i effectivencss

Dr. Pettipher recalled her first visic © San Francisco, at the time
of the hippie movement. She couldn't believe that so many souls
from the ancient world had reincarnated at the same time, but that
only confirmed her theories,she fec. The hippics came from Greek
times, and she finds proof of this n their latr disappearance from
America: hundreds of them now live in caves in Greece; she has
scen them. They have recurned to the normal environment. “They
were darlings,”she said, “but they did' understand bodies. People
come from allkinds of places. Even here,in his room. . she stared
very hard at Janine and me, then said matter-of-facly, “we even
have some who've come from outside this planet tonight. There are
beings who come in UFOs, and people go away with them.”

Finally she spoke of sex, and she made ic clear that no
emotional involvement was permitied to chose who followed
her philosophys if a new disciple has a lover, lec that person
say, “Look, I've discovered a new way of life ~ lec’s finish chis
eelacionship.” She was hitting hard. In extreme cases, marriage
was O.K. if the ateraction was t0o great, but that was the extent
of her willingness to tolerate the passions of the flesh.

She had
some hauning phrases:

Most people are ships that pass i the night. Those that pass
i the day you remember.

Don't cover up your mistakes; use the light. You shouldn'c
decide what is good or bad, but what you, personally, wish
to know.

main theories about UFOs. The skeptical view denies that
UFOs exist: they are merely hoaxes, delusions, or misperceptions
of ordinary objects or natwral phenomena. ‘The other approach
mainains that UFOs are real, and are spacecraft from another
planec. Although Jacques Vallee concludes that UFOs are real, he
docs ot think they are spaceships; instead, he suggests that they.
are physical devices for manipulating human belicfs, and that the
manipulators may be peopl here on Earth.

Wha are we to think of such an explanation? Inadequate?
Farferched?

Yes, but so ate the other theories. There is no satisfaciory
explanation for UFOs. It s difficul o deny tha they exist: 0o
many ascronomers, pilots, sir-traffic controllrs, and other trained
obscrvers have sec them, photographed chem, o tracked chem
through optical instruments; and simulaneous radar and visual
sightings are particularly hard to dismiss.

But if UFOs are real, what are they? The extrarrestria
hypothesis has serious aws. It is extremely unlikely that beings
capable of building spaccships live clsewhere in the niverse. But
vsits from beyond the solar system would require time or speeds
that seem impossible according to our current ideas about the
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phenomenon. If UFOs did not have an extraterrestral cause, if chey
were notspace vistors,then what? | suggested that the phenomenon,
or aclease s social effects, might be closely monitored by a human
group — not necessarly a government. No analysis of the problem
would be complee i it did not address the possibility that a group
of unknown persons cither influences the phenomenon itself or is
using public reaction for its own purposes. Preposterous? My host
did not seem to think so.

Standing by the window my friend looked at the darkening
streets, then turned around to say, “That possibility does exist. Buc
we know what human beings would do with such power. | have
scen the effcts of power, believe me, in my years in governmen.

‘The Secret Contact With Space

“The members of the Order of Melchizedek throughout the world
regard Pettipher’s statements as fact, and they accepe the presence
of Space Beings among us. Why i i, chen, thar their publications
abour this exciting development? Are they hiding
something? Isthere an “iner circle” behind the trivial meraphysical
verbiage offered to the uninitiated? The lecturcs by “Dr. Grace”
contain idbits of fascinating time-space theory hidden by layers of
pseudomysical jargon, but what is it that individual members of
the group really believe?

‘Abou the time this question began t© bother me, onc of my
friends, whom 1 will call Steve, had developed an interest in the
‘philosophy of the saucer groups. When I told him of the cxistence
of the Order of Melchizedek, he joined it enthusiastcally and began
t0 read Dr. Grace's pamphilers. He was disappointed,

“Iespretcy bleak,tosay theleast” he told me. “Iespeaks of negative:
vibrations' interfering with the aura and of ‘unfoldment of spri
consciousness” Nothing you can verify, no scientific content.™

“Is there anything in all his lierature that givs information on
che history of the group, it radicions?” Lasked. ke o understand
where things come from, an old-fshioned habit I got from my
Erench education.

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being “secret weapons,” or they could come from another galaxy
without necessarily being “spacecraft.”

What consequences could a model of such processes have for
our understanding of physics? The frequent occurrence of UFO
cases points to undiscovered relationships berween physical reality
and human consciousness; it can be used to clarify some exciting
theoretical and practical opportunities to understand both energy
and information becter.

According to modern physics, and in particular t Brillouin,
Gabor, and Rothstein, information and entropy are closely elated.
The relationship has been expressed clearly by Brillouin:

Entropy is generally regarded as expressing the sate of
disorder of 2 physial system. More precscly, one can say
that entropy measures the lack of information about the
ue strucrure of the system.®

No information can be obtained in the course of a physical
measurement, then, without changing the amounc of entropy in
che universe,the sate of disorder of the cosmos.

Now the physicit is faced with a new challenge: how t©
define disorder. And the task, as R. Schafroth has pointed out,
s not casy:

Some scientists pile up papers and books on their shelvs in
apparent disorder, et they know perfectly how to find the
‘document they want. If someone rstores the appearance of
order, the unfortunate owner of these documents may be
unable 1 locate anything, In this case it is obvious that the
apparent disorder was in fact order, and vice versa.”

Speculating on the relacionship between these physical quantites,
Costa de Beauregard wrote, “It must b in the nature of probabili
0 secve as the aperational link becween objective and subjective,
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Figure 111, Receipefor a taxicab ride
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of Hellenism, in which the long-drawn ffort of Greece
o educate a corrupt and barbaric world scemed only t©
lead t0 the corruption and barbarization of the very ideals
which it sought to spread.

Under these conditions — so similar to those of the Western world
today, in which human government is regarded with suspicion and
in which education of the “cmerging nations” by the affluent ones
is nonexistent — what did the Greeks do?

“This sense of falure, this progressive loss of hope in the
world, in sober calculation, and in organized human effore,
threw the Greek back upon his own soul, upon the pursuit of
personal holiness, upon emotions, mysteries, and revelaions,
wupon the comparative neglectof this transicory and imperfece
world for the sake of some dream world fr off.

A dream world far off: thatis exactly what the UFO contactees are
offering us when they invite us to sep into a pleasant mirage, to
“reprogram our consciousness.”

Tn che cigheenth and ninercenth centurics, 2 group leader
astempring (o start a new cult based on revelation was likely t©
b opposed by the combined powers of church and state. Modern
contact cults find fewer obstacles. The intolerance that destroyed
early heresies has gone out of fushion in our socicty. A more
humane atticude prevails toward groups with extreme belicfs. The
media seck colorful theorics to feed the publics expecations of
miraculous “breakthroughs”

While doing rescarch into the theories of occult groups in
California (some of which I joined as a “participant-obscrver” to
Iearn their views about UFOs), I did not find a single group that
had a consistenc belief system, but neither did 1 find one that did
o claim 10 have had some form of “contacc” with an alien form

of inelligence. 1 am not at the moment a member of any such
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becween matterand psychism.”*He points out that,in precybernetic
physics, observation was regarded as “a process without myscery,
tequiring o explanation,” whereas fee action, on the contrary, was
“regarded as a physical impossbiliy and a psychological illusion.”
Tn moden physicsthese ideas have been revolutionized.

The key o chese notions might be sought in cybernerics, but
10 serious attemp has been made to fit it o the lock. Information
theory deals exclusivly with the transmission of “messages”
regarded as physical quantities (impulses sent along a witc or bits
stored in a magnetic device). What sbou the “meaning” of that
information o che sender and che receiver? If you play  tape of
Becthoven's Ninch forward and then backward," you are releasing
preciscly the same quanticy of semantic information, but is the
estheric informaion identical?

Researchers into_psychic phenomena have the opporcunity
0 extend the observations and the theory of informacion.
Unfortunately, most of their speculation remains imprisoncd
in obsolete models of communication. The Sovier liccrature of
poychic phenomena has stressed the concepe of the subject as
“receiver,” and the experimenter as “transmitter” or vice versa,
assuming chat classical information theory should be applicable to
psychic functioning, Recent research s more sophisticated, and is
beginning t use the specializacion of both sides of the brain to
explain aspects ofthe experiments where “estheric information” (1o

use Mol terminology) seems to be received, but where *semantic
information” translatable into precise words is missing. This righ-
brain model of psychic functioning, however, runs into scrious
crouble almost immediately, and so does the concept of psychic
communication in a classica information framework, whether one
assumes chat the physical support of the information is found in
photons or thaticis found in more exoric denizens of the physiciscs
200: neutrinos, tachyons, and the like.*

The data from psychic experiments suggest a diffcrent approach.
The subjects in “remote viewing” work may have been able to
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“The only way to fght the confusion thit surrounds the UFO
problem i to ealize that much of this confusion i deliberate, and
to make rencwed individual cffors to document the phenomenon
in the field and outside the framework of any UFO group. At the
same time, a systematic attempr should be made 1o expose the
contradictions of the contactee claims and to educate the public
about them. Archur Koestler has remarked, in a letter to me, that
contactee storis lefthim with the same fecling a listening to a bad
dircy joke.Icis an apt remark. Many contactees are sincere, but they

are trapped by their own narrow beliefin discorted interpretations
of a much larger realiy.

Isthere a group which understands and practices deception, and
which s trying to mold our collctive fucure? T have tried to show
that several historical precedents exist for such an hypathesis, and
that the data do not exclude this interprecation. 1 hope that my
remarks can serve as a warning to any futare research effort. Sources
of informasion should be severely scrutinized, not only for human
error, insirumental inaccuracy, and. observasional bias, but also for
deliberate deception.

The scandards of evidence acceprable in the scientific kboratory
are not sufficent to deal with UFO dara. They must be upgraded
before any rescarch can proceed, and the public should not accept
asvalid the results published by any “scientific committee” that has
not faced chis fact.

Control-System Hypothesis

We have now introduced owo new elements into the scudy of the
'UFO phenomenon. The first clement concerns politcal exploittion:
we suspect strongly that one or several groups, of unknown political
belieh,are no

uencing the *contactees” and the civlian rescarch
organizations for their own ends. The second clement deals with
‘manipulation of the phenomenon itself by fabrication of UFO

“No, I do not mean chat,” said Bordas, to my considerable
surprise. “Those are simply forces of a different type, which we are
notable o comprehend. When we have evolved sufficiently, we will
realize that the contradiction was only an apparent one.”

“This had been a fruitful discussion as far as | was concerned.
Bordas had demonstrated a crivical abilicy that contactees usually
lack. Their commitment to particular source - the source of what
they claim to be their “wisdom” ~ is generally so high that i borders
us fanaticism, and indeed often eriggers such fanati
in cheir belivers. Yet Bordas was open-minded.

In Jacques Bordas, then, I found somcthing new: a man
whose life had been bent out of shape at an carly age by the
apparent intervention of another lfe form. He said tha he had
been adopred by che alien force, touched by another cnergy!
‘Then came che rationalizations, the attempts at explanation: the
carly incident could have been a dream. It is not unusual for
obesity to give way to normal developmen at puberty. Some
hormonal deficiency could have been corrected when Bordas
reached that age. The case was an intriguing one, nonetheless,
because of the laer events. Not only was the “being” of Canigou
alleged to have impressed others in the village, including the
Mayor, Mr. Nou, but he had demonstrated before them some
unusual abilicies: when the son of Bordas attempred to take his
picture, the exposures came out blank, although family scenes
on the rest of the flm were normal. When the good Mayor

When [ writ this scory, it seems incredible; yet it happened to
me, the fellow who could least afford it! There T was on Sunsec
Boulevard in Los Angeles, on Sacurday, February 21, 1976, abouc
5:30 pm, and [ had o get to KABC on La Cienega Boulevard for
aradio interview. I looked at the traffc coming toward me, and saw
several taxicabs 2 block away. I aised my hand. A car swerved out
of the mainstream and came to the curb. We drove to the s
without once discussing my current research, and 1 got a receipt
from the driver. The shock came two days later when I ook the
receiptfrom my wallee. 1 was signed Melchizedel!

T cannor afford to write this story, because I cannot expect
anyone to believe it. At the same time I cannot sweep it under the
rug. There is only one Melchizedek listed in the L. A. phone book,
and I have the receipe signed by the driver right in front of me (sec
Figare 11.1). Tt was this incidene chat convinced me (o put more
energy into understanding the nature ofsuch coincidences. Perhaps
T am becoming superstitious. This incident happened the week
when 1 scarted writing this book, collecting all my notes abou the
Melchizedek groups. Most coincidences you can rationalize away: T
ied to rationalize this one away. T couldr

In attempting to find an explanation for i, 1 began o speculare
sbout a variant of current physis, a variant in which apparenc
“miracles” could occur without violating physical laws, and in which
psychic phenomena should be the rule rather than the exception. In
such 2 physics, UFOs could come from Earth without necessarily
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NASA deals exclusively wih space technology. Has the Science
Adviser's office already established that the UFO phenomenon is
echnological in nature, and originates in space? O i this choice
merely a response to the perceprions of the public and the media?

Several serious rescarchers in this field question the idea that
UFOs are extraterrestrial viscors. So why pick NASA rather than
the Department of Encrgy, which could deal better with the
physical effecs, or the National Institutes of Health, which arc
capable of investigating the physiological responses 5o prevalent
among witnesses?

Dr. Schneider is 4 long-time professional civil servant. His
urbane, sofe-spoken response brushes the question aside. In
the mind of the public, the UFO problem has to do with space
and cherefore it is appropriate for NASA to deal with it. Are
we talking primarily about public relations, then, rather than
science? Before our circumspect “Invisible College” (2 network of
scientiss who e privarely investigating the mystery) invests ime
and efforc in presenting our daa — probably the most derailed
and best-investigated set of UFO cases ever sclected — we have
0 know these answers. Is the governmen thinking of starti
new Project Bluc Book? A new Condon Report? If s0, we would
certainly not participate.

That would not leave the Science Adviser without assistance,
however. A fle of papers on the desk contains lcters from UFO
groups, offers from contaciees who want 1o tell the President

about cheir “Space Brothers,” recommendations to sct up saucer
observatories equipped with radar and lsers. They have spent lonely
nights on hillcops waiting for visiors from the sky. And some have
returned claiming to have met them. Good luck, NASA.

Should we be surprised (o find these resules? | don'c think so.
Human beings and cheir organizations use whatever they find in
their environment to furcher their own designs, and we can see
from historical analogies chat such deliberate <ffores have often
been hidden behind irrational trappings. Discontinuicy is the rule
times of seresful change. The UFO phenomenon is  precursor
ofa major disconeinuity.

Discussing the two hypotheses I presented above, 1 have shown
that neither of them fully accounted for all the facts. I stll feel
that the UFO phenomenon represents a manifestation of a
that sanscends our current understanding of physics. 2 s not the
Phenomenon iself, bus she belif is has created, which is manipulated
by baman groups wish thir own objectives. 1 coninue o be impressed
by one face [ mentioned in my calier book Pasiport io Magonia:
such sightings have been made in carlier times; similar ffects have
been described; even the UFO “occupants” appear identical o the
denizens of medicval Magoniz. This suggests a realty of mind,
beyond whatever tcchnology is activating UFO energy. I continue
© regard this phenomenon as 2 manifestation of a reality tha
s larger and more complex than a simple visc by interplanetary
cravelers: che realey of Magonia.

1 believe thete is a syscem around us that transcends time as
it wanscends space. | remain confident that human knowledge is
capable of understanding chis larger reality. 1 suspect that some
humans have already understood ir, and are showing their hand in
several aspects of the UFO encounters.

‘The system I am speaking of may well be able to locate esclf
in outer space, as some of my readers will be quick in pointing
out. Indeed it may, but its manifestations are not spaceeraf in
the ordinary “nuts and bolis” sense. The UFOs ate physical
manifestations that cannot be understood apart from their
psychic and symbolic reality. What we see in effect here is not
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or deny Bordas’ story, alchough Mr. Nou's statement that he
doesn't remember the being casts some doubrs on the validity of
the claims. The believers in contact stories will be quick to point
out that such sclective forgetfulness is another trademark lefe
behind by our visitors!

‘Those who follow the claims of Jacques Bordas are convinced
thatthere are aliens on che Earch. IfJacques Bordas has seen them,
they say, why shouldn't we believe all the other contactees? Why
shouldn't we go up in a flying saucer,like the Tivo? Jacques Bordas
doesn't play the “human game.” Like the Tovo, he fecls that he
is living for someching elsc, a level of reality which transcends
this plance. Like the Two, he claims to have been biologically
transformed by his encounter. This idea has universal appeal: ic s
tempring to assume we can all be transformed, metamorphosed.
Why shouldn't we survive beyond death itself and atain that
higher cosmic levcl, as Timothy Leary and other scientifically
wrained minds are inviting us to do? If the sccret contact with
space could change a single man, why coulda't ic have the same
effect on a whole group, perhaps even on the whole human race? A
tempting lure inded. Itis easy o see how such a belief can spread,
and what new organizacions can spring up to propagate it But |
was going to find out very quickly that the charming and mystical
ales of the contactees also had more sinister connotations
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7, 2 and 4. Yec L believe this preoccupation with “dimensions”
comes from a very simple cultural artifact: graph paper. Some
genius around the time of Descartes (perhaps it was Descartes
himsclf) popularized the idea of representing and measuring
motions in terms of distance from two axes intersccting at
tight angles: “Cartesian” coordinaces were born, and they have
remained imprinted in our minds ever since. When we can draw
someching on graph paper, we think we understand ic.

1 submit that it s proper to shake from our theoretical ankles
the chains of spacetime. Space and time coordinates derive their
convenicnce from graphic considerations. The theory of pace and sime
s culural arifucs e posibe by e imencion ofgraph paper 1 we
had invented the digital computer before inventing graph paper, we
might have a vry different theory of informaion today:

e and space may be convenieat notions for plotting the

progeess ofalocomorive, but they are completely usclss for locating
information. The apparent exception i the library, but anyone who
has tried to find someching in 2 modern lbrary with its flc shelves
along vertical walls will recognize Schafroth's predicament in
elling order from disorder.

‘What modern computer scientists have now recognized is that
ordering by time and space is the worst possible way to store data.
Tn a large computer-based information system, no attempt is made
0 place related records in sequential physical locations. It fs much
‘more convenient to sprinkle the records throughour storage a they
arrive, and to construct an algorithm for recreval based on some
type of keyword or on “hashing” a procedure where the record
index is randomized. (Here again, probability scrves as the link
between something objective, the record location, and something
subjectiv, the request for rerieval)

The Melchizedek incident that I experienced on February 21,
1976, suggested to me that the world might be organized more like
arandomized data base than likea sequential ibrary. S thes
only onc person named Melchizedek n the L.A. phane book, I have
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describe targets in drawings better than in words (suggesting a
righbrain function), but they performed cqually well when they
knew someone at the site or when they were simply given a set
of coordinates, cxhibiting what would seem to be Iefi-hemisphere

i the latter case. Similarly, in remote-viewing experiments
1 organized, using a computer network as the support for the
communication, there was no difference between the results of tests
with open targets (telepathy) and those of tess with double-blind
targets (remote viewing).*

‘A problem may li in the basic concepts of communication. As
sophisticated as its modern applications are, che theory is still pegged
o the days when rilroad signalmen had to send impulses down
a wie to igger a switch ahead of some rain. e begins with the
notions of time and space a its basic building blocks: how fast docs
the signal from A have o travel along the wire t0 prevent derailment
at Bif the train lefe an hour ago and travels at 90 miles an hour?
“This s relected in the very terms in which the theory is expressed,
ninetecnth-century terms like “transmission,” “recciver,” “sender”
“channel," and s0 on. In psychic experiments, which come coser
1 displaying the nature of information than any other physical
situation, 1 defy anybody to label the “sender” and che “receiver.”
‘When Abbé Mermet was directing the digging ofa well o find water
ata particular spot,or describing the location of the body of a person
who had been murdered, was he “sending” or “receiving”?

1 have always ben skeptical of parapsychologists, because their
experimentsand their theories borrow the sandard concepes of space.
and time dimensions from physics. These concepts sem obsolte to
me. They are not appropriate for understanding telepathy, or the
moving of objcets at a distance, or ghosts, or Melchizedek. I have
always been struck also by the fac that energy and information are
one and the same thing under owo different aspects. Our physics
professors teach us this; yet they never draw the consequences.

In the physics we learn in school, time and space dimensions
are all-important, and cquations are cluttered with lecters
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o conclude that mere coincidence canot explain this incident.
Alternative explanations are equally inadequate, unfortunacely. |
did not discuss my research wich the driver; 50 2 hoar is out of
the question. There could be a well-organized conspiracy aginst
me, of course, to put lady taxi drivers on my path with names
relaced to my current reading interests, but the morivations of such
conspirators would be raher obscure! Fortunately, another avenue
of explanation exists.

IF there is no time dimension a5 we usually assume there is,
we may be traversing events by asociation. Modern computers
reerieve information associatively:. You “evoke” the desired records
by using keywords, words of power: you request the inersection
of “mictowave” and *headache,” and you find twenty artcles
you never suspected existed. Perhaps 1 had unconsciously
posted such a request on some psychic bulletin board wih the
keyword “Melchizedek.” If we live in the associative universe
of the software scientist racher than the sequential universe of
the spacetime physicist, then miracles are no longer irrational
events. The philosophy we could derive would be closer to Islamic
“Occasionalism” than to the Cartesian or Newronian universe.
And a new theory of information would have to be built. Such a
theory might have interesting things o say about communication

with the denizens of other physical realicies.

Ifenergy and information are related, why do we only hae one
physics,the physics of energy? Where i the physics of information?
Is the old theory of Magic relevant here? Are the writings of
Paracelsus, with his concep of “signacures” an important source
of inspiration? These are highly speculative questions. Butat a ime.
when we are beginning o suspect that computer-based necwork
communication may create altered states conducive to enhanced
psychic functioning, a new type of physical experiment is becoming
possible and creative speculation s necessary. These experiments
would zim at probing the reality of information-handling by the
brain from the point of view of associatve conscructs. They would

Dr. Grace Hooper Pettipher came into the room suddenly, moving
like a safling ship maneuvering into a chanl.

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They were from the Point Loma Naval Electronics Laboratory near
San Dicgo, and from 2 “similac setup” in Pasadena.

The activity of the more vocal skeptics would be explained
by such an hypothesis.

What if they
discovered that some of the phenomena were simulated by
human trickery? To prevent such a scientific study from being
organized, all tha is needed is to maincain a certain threshold
of idicule around the phenomenon. This can be done casily
enough by a few influential science writers, under the guise of
“humanism” or “rationalism.” UFO research would be equated
with “false science;” thus creating an aumosphere of guilt by

n which would be deadly to any independen scienist.
I the believers' groups are manipulated, the skeprics can also be
manipulaced in the same way. [ propose that the more dedicated
westigators take time away from their endless UFO chases and
ook into the backgrounds, connections, and motivations of the
more vocal “skeptics” for chues to such influence.

“There are various magazines in he United Sates which ulfl
2 debunking role. They are systematically equating unidentified
flying objects and cattle mutilations o media hoaxes like the
Bermuda Triangle. The editorial commitices of these magazines
and of the groups that publish them include people who may have
links to intelligence agencies and to various occult and political
organizations. These links can be discovered, however, only by
somean who has spent time looking behind the scenc. Most casual

Bluce Baok, it scems, when there were no Sputniks to worry about.
Talways wondered if the offcer who conducted the highly eficient,
top-security dragnet for satclie debris and the jovial man who kept
joking casually about UFOs were the same person. Jf Bl Book
was a cover for some deception scheme, this apparent consradicsion
would be explainable. e s interesting 0 me that in 1964 Major
Quineanilla wrote a thoughtful article on UFOs for the CIA's
internal magazine.

‘This hypothesis would also explain the infiltration of civilian
UFO groups by persons linked o the Intelligence world
Organizacions like NICAP would be as necessary 10 a successful
deception as Project Blue Book or the Condon Committee, because
they would defuse the Isue, provide an escape valve for the steam
of the enthusiasts, and enable the manipulators to check on the
extent of their own progress. Admiral Hillenkocter, the former CIA
chicf who stated, “It is imperative that we learn what UFOs are
and where they come from,” and joined the Board of Directors
of NICAP, could have been lending credibiliy to the stracagem
by deliberately promoring the “excraccrestral” theory: Also among
the leaders of NICAP were at last three well-known Incelligence
operatives: Bernard Corvalho, Nicholas de Rochefort, and Colonel
Joseph Ryan.

‘What about the high frequency of UFO landings? If we assume
that the close encounters are engineered only when witnesses are
present 10 obscrve and report them, we do not have such a large
number of occurrences to explain. Producing an average case is 3

problem in the generation of special effecs, and well within the
capabilites of Hollywood.

o Spain in December 1975 to investigate another aspect of the
UFO mystery. The important thing was this: an increasing number
of humans claim contact with space beings. They believe that the
spacemen ate, in fact, here with us. This belief s of enormous
importance to individuals and to society. Although I consider the
Iclifs of“the Two” to be childish fabrication, che fact remains that
they have touched a sensitive nerve. They found many people to
listen to chem. At the Stanford meeting, they made half a dozen
new converts. Later, however, they began losing members. The
people who lefe their group would just go home and, for several
weeks, simply stae at che walls.

This *counter-culture” of modern contactees comes at a
time when science hasalrcady shut isefofffrom che common man.

A the same time, science has the power to determine the future
of humanity. It can destroy our planct. For all practical purposes,
there s no longer any meaningful communication becween the
man in the street and the frontiers of research where such power
is generated and conrolled. “Expert opinion” on any subject of
policy - from encrgy supply to cloning, from the ban of the SST
0 the censorship of TV violence ~ has become a game in which
the answers are constantly revised, no o reflect new knowledge,
but to follow the trends of academic fashion. The language of cach
discipline has become an esoteric jargon that cannot be penecrated.
even by someone with an advanced education in another field.
Scientists are oficn socially and geographically isolated.

“This solacion of knowledge is matched by che falure of other
social structures. Here, t0o, the parallel with ancient Greece is
inceresting. In Fie Stagesof Greek Religion, Gilbert Murray mentions
that in Greece there was gradual awareness of two failures:

.the fuilure of human government, even when backed by
the powier of Rome or the wealth of Egypt, to achicve a
good life for man; and the fuilure of the great propaganda
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He was kidnapped by three men hired by one of the officers
he had antagonized. In classic gangster seyl, they took him t0 an
isolated cabin, ordered him to take off his clothes, and shot him.
‘What happened then? How did he survive this exccution? We can
only speculate about this point. The factis that the would-be killers
became convinced that they must be facing some supernatural
power, because they ran away in abject terror. Our man picked up
his clothes and went au.

Antonio Ribera met this extraordinary man at a time when he
had enemics on both political sdes: the Reds had chrown Bordas

jail because he had resisted the terrorist movement; and the
nalists had cried to kill him because he disapproved of cheir
trials and cruel exccutions. Ribera's facher, who was
Rumanian Consul in Barcelona, helped Bordas escape to France.
He became che manager of a small horel in Casteil, a village
on Vernet Mountain, at the foot of the Canigou. He was there
in 1951, dividing his time between his activities as an offcial
‘mountain guide and the management of the horcl, when he came
for the third time into contact with the force dhat had twice
already influenced his life: the irrational, inexplicable projection
of another ineelligence.

Second Hypothesis: The Esoteric Intervention

A few investigators — notably Ray Palmer, John Keel, and Salvaore
Freixcdo ~ have suggested both in public satements and in
private conversations with me that chere may be a link berween
UFO events and “occulc” phenomena. At fise view, the very
suggestion of such a lik is disturbing to a scientist. However, the
incidents described in this book have already revealed overlapping
interconnections between occult groups and sects, on che one
hand, and organizations involved in UFO rescarch. Many of the
phenomena reporced by witnesses involve the polcergeist effect,
eviation, psychic control, healing, and out-of-body experien
things quice familiar 0 chose who know the accult lcrature. They
are described in detail in che ninceenth-century works of Dr.
Encausse, Baron Reichenbach, Eliphas Levi, Camille Flammarion,
and many European writers. More recently they could be found.
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Ihe strange messenger gave him a dark, square candy and
Instructed him to eat it compltely, warning him chat, as he did
o, he was beginning a new life. He went back to his triangular
sirplane and took off, ollowed by the other two, They flew toward.
ibidaro Mountain. When the boy woke up, he had a aste of ar
in his mouth.

During the next four years he underwent an extraordinary
transformation, and became physically very strong. At the same
time he developed a fascination for mountains and for science. At
cighteen he ran away from home with two friends and joined
circus. Bordas also became an expert mountain climber. He was
the firse Spaniard to climb Green Needle, in 1934. In 1937 he
crossed the Grand Jura and ascended Grand Chervoz.

A shore time before the Spanish Civil War he passed the
examinacion to become the metcorologist in charge of Turo
Weather Observatory, on top of Moniseny. He came out first of
many applicants, and went to work on the mountain. Duting this
period he recalls only one curious incident. There was a knock at
the door of his isolated cabin one night. He got up and opened it:
thearea was deserted. He took his gun and searched every corner of
the rocks — still no one. He went back inside. A few minues later,
he heard something that scratched the window. He go up and this
ime he sawa human form: it was standing on & narrow ledge above
a sheer drop of a thousand fect. The shape walked away toward the
abyss, buc instead of falling it kepe going horizontally. The second.
messenger vanished in the distance.

“The Civil War forced him o go back to Spain as an Air Force
officer. As the political structure of the country collapsed, he took
the side of the Nationalists and became the leader of a group that
sought refuge in the mountains. He vas tracked down, arrested,
tortured, thrown on a prison ship, and managed o escape. He
rejined the ranks of the Nationalists, but soon came into con
with his superiors because he disapproved of the summary way in
which “Red” prisoners were tried and massacred.
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One of the men decided to answer this, after some hushed

consultation with the others:

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friendly groups"* During the war, the actvites of the LCS were
known only to Charchill, Roosevel, Eisenhower, and a handful of
high offcals. They bypassed everything else, including Congress
and Parliament. Even leaders of friendly forces, like General de
Gaulle, and the Resistance groups, were routincly manipulated as
parcof the deception and were not informed. 1f UFOs are part o an
international deception stratagern,it i likely chat most nrelligence
unicsof the United States government and those of llied countries
have been kepe in the dark or frmly cold to “stay away.”

Tt would also explain the public-elacions operations o create
frons and covers like Project Blue Book and the University of
Colorado panel, whose incptitude cannot be adequately explained
even by the standards of milicary bureaucracy. I remember visiting,
the Foreign Technology Division at Wiight-Patterson Air Force
Base. In the building lobby a MIG intercepror was hanging from the
ceiling, hammer and sickle on its tail. The general impression was
ot one of sloppy work and casual distraction. Yet the procedures
of Blue Book, where fles were lost and cases mislabeled, were so
grossly bungled chat disciplinary action would have been warranted
in any other context. Even classified fils got “lost.”

Reports of UFO landings by reliable observers, sometimes Air
Force personnel, went uninvestigated for weeks at  time. Yet when
a shower of bright objects was reported in the Midvwes, the same
man who headed up Blue Book, Major Quintanila, jumped out
of bed at 4:00 a.m., ordered the area sealed by Air Force police,
and supervised a square-inch by square-inch search of an entire
fores for possble debris. The object sighted was a Soviet spacecrafe
which had been expected to reenter the atmosphere over the US.
Picking up foreign satelies was Quintanillas primary assignment
at the Foreign Technology Division. He only attended to Project

Not 1o the scientists, who would instead be blamed for not
forecasting the disaster. Not o the government, which would be held
in contempt. Tt might become very, very temping to go out into the
desert and wait for salvation from heaven. Contact with space may
become asignificanssacial fcea ong time befre it s a sientif reliy.

The same Gerald Light writes that President Eisenhower was

‘These claims, naturally, are made by small groups who reach
only a miniscule audience. Yet what they express and dramatize
has been chought by many people who simply have not verbalized
the idea. The immense success of the books by von Daniken
shows that people todzy are eager to believe that we are recciving

help from above. If divine intervention is obsolee for our rational
minds, why not have extraterrestrial intervention! From  the
seality of UFO phenomena, it is casy to jump to the conclusion
that our space brothers are coming back to help us, and that they
are already influencing our leaders. The danger in this process
<cannot be underestimated. Can the vision formulated by a few
“contactees” mean changes in the lives of many? Can their
message make a lasting impact in this racional, computcrized
worlds The answer is found in the activiies and the dreams of the
UFO subculrure, and it will shock you into the realization that as
human technology expands, our range of awareness, rationality,
and irracionality grow rogether t© il the new voids revealed by
science, and heal the new anguish it eaves behind.

The funding thac is required in this area is so
small chat many private organizacions, and even indcpendently
wealthy persons, could sponsor very significant research whose
results may yield unpredicable breakthroughs. Have such
breakehroughs in fact already taken place? And are UFOs the
result of their application?

Such & group could operate internationally, independently
of local governments. I could enlist the resources of leading
corporations. It could try ©o manipulate public opinion for ics own
ends. It could not control science, but it could certainly influence
it. And it could produce many of the effects UFOs scem capable
of manifesting.

1 flew o Barcelona to meet Antonio Ribera and another Spanish
sescarcher, Ballester-Olmos. As the aitcraft circled over the harbor,
T reviewed in my mind the many ropics we had to discuss. None
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angle, and emerged with a greater appreciation for the psychic
aspects of the phenomenon. I could no longer regard the “fying
saucers” as simply some sort of spacecrafi or machine, no matter
how exoric ts propulsion.

Back to my computer: by then, I had become a computer
scientist and was leading a research group working under contrace
with the Advanced Research Projects Agency, a project that
brought me to Washington several times a year. In my spare time,
1 pursued my UFO studies, trying t© find some pattern in the
global distribution of sightings. The most clear result was that
the phenomenon behaved like a condicioning process. The logic
of conditioning uses absurdicy and confusion 10 achieve its goal
while hiding its mechanism. There is 2 similar structure in the
UFO stories.

I am beginning to perceive a coherent picture of the “fying
saucer” phenomenon for the firsc dme, now that | am pursuing
the idea that UFOs may be a control system, and now that I am
aware of their link to human consciousness. I sill think there is
genuine technology at work here, c
describing. But 1 am not ready to jump to the conclusion that it is
the technology of some kind of “spacemen.”

“There are three aspects o the UFO problem.

“The first aspec is physical. The UFO behaves like a region of
space, of small dimensions (sbout 10 meters)
very large amount of energy is stored.

The basis of all “esoreric” reachings s that ordinary reality s an
illusion. A good source for the analyss of this philosophy is Lynn
Thorndike's mascerful work, Hitory of Magic and Esperimental
Stience. Claiming that realicy s an illusion was 2 revolutionary

statement in terms of nincteenth-century science, but one which
nuclear physics and quantum mechanics have now demonstrated and
even superseded. However, the esoreric schools add that realiey can
be manipulated consciously by those who understand its “higher”
nature,  possbilty that modern science has not as yet addressed.
Icis also ofien said, unfortunatcly, chat the accual techniques for

Other groups
will blame world problems on che CIA, the Jews, the Mafia, the
KGB. Such paranoa i often nourished by a few clemensof realty*
‘The scope and character of the catdle mutilacions do indicate that
some sort of secret organization is responsible. There is no question
that the public mind is linking the activity of this organizacion
wich that of the UFOs. It effects are physical enough. Similacly,
most of tose who have scudied the UMMO affair have concluded
that it was the work of a sectet group on Earth.

Although the hypothesis, as presented above, has serious
shortcomings, there is an interesting variant which descrves
furcher exploration. Some influential group could well be using
various culs as a front for its own purposes, a5 Major Murphy
suggested to me. Some occult specialists go beyond chis view,
and suggest that the UFO phenomenon could even be the device
tha such a group is using to make its existence fel, © project an
image of the future destiny of Man that transcends war, poverty,
disease, and national government.

Several human groups could be manipulacing the public's
incerest in UFOs to furcher their own political goals. They could
ty 10 achieve this by deliberate use of confusion techniques, by
planting fake UFO evidence, by amplifying contactee mythology,
and by systemaically discouraging scientific inquiry into the
nature of UFOs. The obsession with secrecy whichis the rademark
of our miliary institutions would greatly failitate the task of any
private group that is trying o confuse the public, because any
efforc by independent analysts to sort out the meaningful facts
from the hoaxes and trivia would be encangled in layer after layer
of classfied material.

he SCCF assumes no characteristic
of a human organizaion. Nor s it 2 sect. It is a messianic
movement guided by Beings who are very cvolved coming
from space. We have secretariats all over the world which
divulge the same activity on their own while offering
themselves to this cause.

The SCCF springs from a programmation that lends irsclf
‘mainly o traumatise positively and consciously the souls
paricularly predisposed (o receive the teachings of the
Superior Beings..

Here is another organization which attemprs to “program” us.
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“This hypothesis of “Esoteric Intervention” suffers from several
flaws, the major one being that it assumes the human manipulators
0 be much more clever than is typical of the human race. What
we often see in esoteric groups i either a picture of infighting and
impotent arrogance, or one of authoriarian practices maintained
at 2 high cost to individual freedom. Bitier competition becween
these sects i just s common as it s becween groups of professional
scientists fighting for contracts, grants, and Nobel Prizes. Many
wealthy individuals who could well afford to give away a mi
or two each year for such rescarch do exist, and have an interest
in such frontier subjects. However, they are usually motivated by
impracical visions or unconscious psychological needs. Elderly
industrialists searching for immortality, and wealthy old ladies
trying to keep ghosts away, are more common among sponsors of
psychic research than are pragmatic entreprencurs eady to fund and
manage realistic rescarch plans. The same applies to governments,
since the bulk of the psychic research conducted in the USSR

and in the US. is geared toward shorc-erm military or espionage

applications, and is managed by bureaucrats.

Furthermore, che “Esoteric Intervention” hypothesis is 2
conspiracy theory, and suffers from all the weaknesses of such
theorics. I i only superficially aeraceive. Historical conspiracies
do exist (gencrally in a multitude of forms rather than in a single
one at a given time), but they cither fail quickly or reach their
objective and therefore change in both style and purpose. When de
Gaulle came back to power in France in 1958, there were 2 dozen
different conspiracies fighting among themselves for control of the
government, but they were evolving very rapidly from one day to
the next untilthe historic climax.

Most UFO contactees propose a conspiratorial theory to
explain their own views. According to George Hunt Williamson
and John McCoy, for instance, all the evil i the world is due o
the International Bankers, a well-known beliefof the extreme right:
“The force behind the ‘International Bankers' who consetute the
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\was more intriguing than the fae of Jacques Bordas. As soon as
we were in Ribera's car, driving up the mountin, 1 told him that
1 was toying with the idea of going on to Andorr in oxder o meet
Bordas in person.

“Youwill ot have o go thatfar!” was hisanswer. “Heisspending
several wecks right in this city. You can talk to him tomorrow.”

“IF these faces came out, it would mean all the textbooks
would have 1o be rewriccen, all the universicies would have ©
change. There would be a big upheaval in the educational system.
Also, cconomically they would have to scrap billions of dollars"
worth of equipment, and they are not about to do that.

1 find some curious analogies berween the statements of these
contactee organizations and  those of Bob Barey, the ditector
of the “Twenieth Centary UFO Bureau,” headquartered. in
Collingswood, N.J. The Bureau is one of the groups thar compose
the fundamentalist eligious organization headed by the Reverend
Carl Melnire

Barey stated in June 1978 that he had three excellent sources,
one in goverment, the others recired from highly sensicive
positions, who asserted that the government was quite concerncd
with the UFO problem and had recovered a total of 18 bodics afcer
UFO crashes. An interesting belief of M. Barry is that the movic
Close Encounters of the Third Kind was part of a government plan
o condition the public. “The plan in this country is on schedule,”
Barry saidin an interview with Edgar Williams of the Knight News
Service. “Three years ago it was decided to do TV documentarics
and observe public reaction.”

Could the movie by Alan Sandler Productions, UFOs: Pasr,
Present, and Future, have been such a test?

We are preparing ourselves for what we feel is a unique
opportunity, and it is also the opporunity of everyone
in this room. Whether you accep it 1s an opporcunity;
whether you cannot accept it, we know that cach one of
you who hears it will be changed in the hearing of t; and
in the days chat are coming, because o the events that will
take place, you will probably find some significant changes
aking place within you.

He then shifted o an account of the history of the group and its
leaders, “the Two.”

The two people that we met months ago were born in the
United Scatcs st ike you and 1. They grew up and had
families and jobs and careers, and everything, cxactly as you
and 1. As they got into their late thirtics, individual man
and woman, without knowing why; suddenly they began
0 have the fecling that there was something that they were
here for. Circumstances eventually brought them together.
And it was a couple of years befor they began 10 realze that
they had come from a diffren levl, a leel above the human
level, an aceual, physicallevel out in space. [My iralics.]
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later launched Dr. Andrija Puharich on the tracks of the mythic
“Spectra,” s also thought o have associaed with this group.

John McCoy, who coauthored with Williamson the book UFO:
Confidential, operased. the Essene Press. He inteoduced into the
picture he dea that che Jewish Banker conspiracy was involved in the
'UFO problem. The Stanford brothers wer living in the same Texas
town 25 MeCoy (Corpus Chrisc), and in che mid-ffies produced a
series of contact books, one of which had McCoy as coauthor.

‘The Stanfords” book, Laok U, acknowledges “all those who
helped in preparation of this book, and the people of other plancts
who made the contacts described” Ray Stanford states that in
December 1954 he received “a very distine telepathic message from
the space people;” and he adds,

During 1955 1 also had a personal contact with two space
men...the contacts were nor very frequent duting 1955
and the first six monchs of 1956, but beginning in June

1956, chings really sarted popping.*

‘Their book includes many allusions to impending social change,
and it encourages the readers to prepare themsclves:

IFwe desie to prepare for fuure changes o occu on Earth,
noc merely for the sake of physical survival, but rather to
be able to further serve in more adequate ways than ever
before, there are definite things we must understand.

Among these lessons is the realiation that science is inadequate,
according to the Stanfords:

Man incessandly on Earch has tried by science and other
methods of investigation 1 go from effect to cause in
solving problems. The Brothers and Masters of our own
plane tell us chat we must ook within.’

“The organizers of the meecing arrived and sat on the cight
chairs before us. They were serious but not overly dignificd. They
appeared neither arrogant nor scared. A tall bearded man with
searching, cloquent eycs got up and started the meeting with some
racher amazing statements, which the audience sppeared willing
10 accept, perhaps giving him the benefic of the doub uncil he had
made his posicion known fully. His view of higher intelligence
was so different from that of the ordinary “contactees” that |
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‘The real counter-culure of today s not one of new lifestyles and
radical attitudes. The counter-culture of UFO contact is more
durable, more subile, because ic s not tied to a particular social

group or age bracke

IF the Science Adviser 1o the President ever decides to ponder
scriously the policy questions posed by the UFO phenomenon,
he might begin with the observation that the modern world faces
spiricual bankruptcy because of s Filure to deal with the ircational,
‘What the barbarians did to the works of Plato and Aristotle, some
new calts may very well do to modern science and philosophy.

Aimé Michel once wrote to me in 2 depressed mood:

Al of this has happened before, complete with
occupation of scientific citadels by “contactees” and with
gradual replacement of experimental doubr by faith and.
superstiion. What strikes me most is the contempt in
which the intellectuals of the ime held their cnenics. They
found themselves killed orat least thrown out no the street
before they could realize what was going on. The whole
idea [of blind faich] had scemed so ridiculous to them that
they had not even bothered to seek information sbout it

A young man who has spent monchs on the trail of contactee cult
leaders “Bo and Peep” recently sent me a pathetic tape. His appeal

was direct and profound:

T am confscd now. 1 go through periods of cmotional
agitation. | represent 2 person who is going through what
normal people call a depression, or a difficule period. Buc I
have gone through these difficult periods enough times so
that now ifs quite creative.

1 know T'm confused. T'm really asking you for help. Afeer
1w weeks with these girls on this Bo and Pecp thing, I got
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Their bodies have ot completely changed over physically
chemically biological. They look just ike you and I om the
sunfice. Within a few monchs there will be a demonsration.
‘When swe have changed our bodies over through this process,
we no longer have o endure discase or decay or death, 1fyou
find it cxtremely far out when you firse hear i, you may be
amazed at how quicky it seems to make sensc and scems
ogical. And you are capable of picking up shis informasion
without solving s on a rational, consciouslvel. My lics.)

‘The information, then, is to be regarded as an imational picce of
daa. Here is an important fact: to follow HL.LM. o any other
contactee group involves an act of fth, even if the language s that
of science. Gone are the standards of the scientific method and the
measures of the laboratory: our minds, these people argue, can now
soar above these petty, meticulous, worrisome details.

There are shose members of that next level who are very close
o the Earth at ohis sime. Increased activity in the heavens
which you and 1 probably call UFOs or falling sars [sicl
will esify 10 increased sightings. They are here solely o
help those humans who embrace this information and
want £ go through the procss.

Now comes the prophecy; the announcement that a proof of the
pover of higher intelligence will soon be forthcoming;

In 3 period of months these two people, through some
circumstance that they do not even know, wll come to be
illd, Three anda hlf dayslter afce having been offcially
declred dead by those who want to verfy the fact, rheir
odis will then come back 1o ife again 1o show you and 1
that when you have gone through this process you have
actually overcome death.
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Pentagon has become such a national pastime that lawsuics against
federal agencies under the Freedom of Information Act have begun
o accumulate. All that has been shown so fr s chat these agencies
were involved  often covertly — in aspects of the UFO problem. I
suspect that they are sillinvolved. But the UFO enhusiasts who are
50 anxious to “expose” the government have not reflected that they
may, once again, be playing into the hands of the manipulators.
And che UFOS may not be spacecraf acall.

What Else Could They Be?

IF they are not spacecraft, what else could UFOs be? What
explanation can account for the physical cffcts, for che impact on
sociery, and for che surprisingly “human” clement of much of their
behavior? How can we explain that the phenomenon makes irsclf
obvious 1o rural populations but avoids overt contact, choosing
instead w0 deliver its message in a serics of high-strangencss

s, such as the Cuban and lranian acrial chases quoted at
the beginning of Chapeer 107

‘The thcory proposed by some researchers of the forces behind
the UFO incidents, goes beyond the norion that these are simply
technological vehicles produced by advanced races on another
planet. Rather than a form of transportation invented by the
denizens of some far-away world, the UFOs could be a stratagem
devised by a uman group to promore its own goals.

In this chapter we will first examine two hypotheses along
this linc. Both are disturbing, mind-boggling, and downright
discouraging - yet I feclthey do not go far enough. They sill cannot
explin all the reports. However, stating these two hypotheses
even in their preliminary form can open up our minds, which are
conditioned t0o nartowly by common imagery, to some alternative
‘explanations. Someone investigating the UFO phenomenon should
be able to go beyond both Star Wars and Close Encountersin search

Are most of us condemned, then, to linger a our present low level

of ntelligence, while the higher intelligences incarnated in a few

lucky individuals go on to some other plane of existence? No!

According to the HLLM. doctrine, salvation is for everyone.

The most important crux of the information is that what
you acquire on this human level is your physical body, and
youcan takeand converethat physical vehicle intoa diferens
Jorms it will look the same on the outside, bu ies changed
chemically and biologically. This physical body will then

have the abilit to leave this atmosphere and go out into
wha you and I would all space, where the radiation is
extremely hor.

The information they have brought o us is going to be
demonstrated within 3 few months. They are now just
finishing complering their own physical metamorphosi.
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Another contactee, Daniel Fry, was an Acrojet employee when
he saw his first saucer in 1950. Ron Hubbard, on the other hand,
founded Dianetics and, laer, the Church of Scientology.**

According o some of my own informants, contactee George
Adameki had prewar connections with American fuscst leader
‘William Dudley Pelly, who was intecned during the war. Another
seminal contactee, George Hunt Williamson (whose real name is
Michel d'Obrenovic), was associated with Pelley’s organization,
“Souleraft in the early fifies. In fact, Pelley may have put
‘Williamson in touch with Adamski. Other associatesof Williamson
during the great era of che fying saucers were such contactees as
John McCoy and the two Stanford brothers, Ray and Rex.

‘The connections becweenall these men, whohave been influencial
in shaping the UFO myth in the United States, are quite intricate.
William Dudley Pelle, who died in 1965, was the leader of the
Siluer Shirts, an American Nazi group which began its activities
abour 1932, Its membership overlapped strongly with Guy Ballard's
“I Am” movement. Pelley declined to join the other fuscst groups
in their support for Congressman Lemke in 1936, standing on his
own in Indiana as a “Christian Parcy” candidate. His opposition
10 Roosevelt increased uniil his cight-year internment for sedition
in 1942. After the war, he started an occult group, Soulerafr, and
published  racist magazine called Vlor. He also wrote the book
Star Guest in 1950, compilation of automatic writing reminiscent
of the Seth Material.

Tewas about 1950 thac Williamson i said to have begun working
for Pelley ac the offices of Soulcraft Publications, in Noblesville,
Indiana, before moving to California, where he witnessed Adamski's
desert contact on November 20, 1952, with a Venusian with long
blond hair. Perhaps Adamski and Pelley knew one another 25 2
sesule of their common incerest in the 1 Am culi? Dr. Laughead,
who inspired the contacts of Mrs. Keech in the Midwest’ and

Why
it then, that amazed witnesses continue o report the mad
scrambling of jet fighters every time a light wanders through
the sky? None of the regulations that make it 2 duty for military
personnel to report UFOs and a crime t0 talk about them has been

withdrawn, even afier the closing of the Air Force's Project Blue
Book ten years ago.

“The intelligence community likes to give the impression chac it
knows all bout UFOs bu, of course, cannot reveal what i knows.
s jobis to pretend that ic knows everything, Yet I am beginning o
suspect that the real secret in Washington, the secret that must be:
keptatall costs,is that the intelligence community knows nothing,
although it cerainly has fles full of tantalizing decails nobody has
been able to pur together yet.

“The scientific community is far behind the times, fghting rear-
guard skirmishes in the name of Rationalism. Academic scholars
periodically rally behind some luminary who has just *discovered”
the final, rational explanation, and periodically the explanation
has to be withdrawn under public ridicule. Flying saucers have
been “explained scientificaly” as plasma discharges, swamp gas,

status inconsistency, cognitive dissonance, refraction effects, and
temporal lobe epilepsy. Bus they keep right on flying, under the
noses of the explainers.
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2 new group and left everything behind: they had quit their jobs
and lefe their families “o follow what they would previously have
considered as bizare studies or practices.” They were sceking real
sruth. The text was signed by Rying-saucer believers who called
themselves H.LM., or Human Individual Metamorphosis. The
announcement continued:

‘Some, who by most standards would have been considered.
stable...are attempring to compltely rise above their
human nacure (get his)* under the direction of individuals
who are members of a kingdom above human who have
come in at close range to the Earch to help. They comparc
this period of overcoming their human naure to the
metamorphic proces of a caterpilar becoming a butterfy.

They are looking 0 a nameless man and woman who
say that they have incamated from that next level o
assist Earchs “graduating class.” These two say they will
publicly demonstrate death overcome  the abiliy to heal a
diagnosed dead body and walk away some three days later
showing lifeeternal gained. (This s one of the characteristics
of a member of that next kingdom.) These two and theie
followers say they will physicaly leave the planet within
‘months. The new graduates then expect to take their place

as beginners in a realm of individuals whose privilege it is
0 oversee the Earths production of furure graduates.

There would be a meeting, the fiyer concluded, on Wednesday,
August 13, 2 8:00 pm., in the Bechiel International Center, on
the Stanford campus.

NEW SUBCULTURE is growing around the idea of “contact”
with other beings. Whati it policical and social significance?
‘The way the believers mix together philosophical belicfs, politcal
motivations, and pscudoscientific dreams reminds me of classical
cases in psychopathology. Yet these people are not crazy. They are
rying to keep their balance in a world where “official” science no.
longer provides good answers. Strange phenomena, designed and
manipulated by forces they do not understand, have shattered che
reality they were taking for granced. Once irrational beliefs abouc
space vistors are born, irrational beliefs about new social forms on
Eartharelikely o follow. One group has been of special interest to me:
because it represents an extreme form of that process: the members
of this group believe that fying saucers are sent here by some race:
of Space Brothers, and they are attempring to change the political
system accordingly in anticipation of massve saucer landings.
We went to see Mr. T in his mansion in the California hills. It
was surrounded with palm trecs, and had a great view of the city
below: But there was none of the luxury with which Western wealth
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an American physicist of Nobel Prize caliber, and a well-known
writer. The meeting takes place at the end of World War I, as they
contemplate the rubble and the despair around thems and they
decide that anocher global confict must be prevented ac all cost
They are inspired by a newspaper account which reads, “In his
specch Mr. Eden said that it seemed to be an unfortunate fact that
the nations of the world were only really united when they were
facing a common menace; what we really needed was an attack
by Mars?

replacements for the nonmilicary functions of war.” It is also
present in Arthur Koestler's unsuccessful but ingenious play The
Tiwilight Bar, in which two space beings, Alpha and Omega,
announce chat they have come from the stars to extinguish
human life and prepare the Earch for new inhabicancs, unless
mankind can find happiness and peace wichin a reasonable
tme: three days.

Could someone be fuking an extraterrestrial threat? The idea
ievable than the idea of
General George Patton commanding an imaginary Army Corps
armed with inflatable tanks and eardboard barracks? Yer Patton,
much to his displeasure, once commanded such a phantom army,
0 fool the Germans nto reinforcing their defenses in che norh of

scems preposterous indeed. s it less

France while the real invasion in Normandy was being prepared.
IF Britain, the United States, and the Soviet Union could joinly

Steve didn't give up: “Can you ell us something about
your research?”

Marvin shified uncasily on his seat and reluctantly told us,
“Well, T havea degree in physics, butafier | had dones el graduate
work, I began o sce that i was really all along the conventional
laws of science. | wanted to completely reexamine these laws... |
made improvements...” He stopped again.

I said, racher at random, “Can you tell us what you think
of antimatter?”

“Oh, that just some pipe dream,” answered Marvin with
disgust. “T could give reasons why antimatter couldn'tpossibly cxist
Yes, I'm in a group that docsn consider antimarter: chese particles
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similar challenge; the sortof thing that ooks odd a che time, and
cminendy sensible later”

The Chicf of the LCS was Colonel John Bevan, who bore
the remarkable ticle of “Controller of Deception.” His special
assistant was Lady Jane Pleydell-Bouverie. Other members were
Msjor Derick Morley, Major Noel Gordon Clark, Major Harold
Peteval, Wing Commander Dennis Wheatley (RAF), Colonel Sir
Ronald Wingate, Colonel James Arbuthnor, and Commander
Alan Finter. Tt was an extraordinary group. Bevan was a grandson
of the founder of Barclay’s Bank, and  son-in-law of the Earl of
Lucan. Wingate was the son of Wingate Pasha of the Sudan, and
2 cousin of Lawrence of Arabia. Wheatley was a student of crime,
an experc on black magic and Sacanism, and the author of more
than fifty books (among them the classic 7he Devil and All His
Works). Peteval was a millionaire industrialist, Morley a financier
and_shipping magnate, Arbuthnot 3 leading businessman.
Professor Neville da Costa Andrade, another LCS member, was

luserious scientist whose passion was collecting “old scientific
books and useless knowledge.” His spe
was “using che tricks of science to deceive the enemy.

Other components of the deception apparatus were the XX
Committee (where XX means “double-cross,” not the numeral
20), who specialized in manufacturing and delivering flse
intelligence chrough the cnemy’s own espionage necwork, and the
group of computer geniuses around one of the founders of modern
aformation-processing heory, Alan Turing. The lattr group had
built 2 machine called Ulkra which could and did emulate the
ceyptographic engincs of any nation; the incelligence it delivered
was only declassified in 1974.

The work of the “Martians” and their colleagues during the
war included the manipulation of friend and foe alike to Furcher
the goals of global strategy. They were nor concerned with the
day-to-day operation of che war. Their only purpose was strategic
deceprion. Thei tasks extended 1o a seceer alliance in which the
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survival of death and the belicf in UFOs. In this sense, the doctrine
of H.LM. is a genuine prototype for some future religion. Ac the
same time, itis updating psychedelic themes of the previous decade,
restating them for the UFO culture of the ‘70s and ‘80s.

‘The Scientists Have Kept It From Us

“Thechemes that H.LM. uses o esablish s doctrine and manipulace
its believers are the old standards of escapism:

Fear of changing times and social conditions, symbolized
by viole

and volcanoes;

human behavior, weather patterns, carthquakes,

Desire to transcend the fear of death, embodied in the
promise of travel to another physical level;

Boredom and. feclings of
condition, desire to escape everyday responsibilities to a
joband a family:

dequacy in the human

Joining the H.LM. group means that none of these responsibilcies
ned be considered significant any more. tisa step that anyone can
take overnigh, a form of intellectual and emotional bankrupecy
less painful than suicide, and infintely more glamorous.

The HLM. group is also out to capitalize on the growing
misunderstanding between scientists and the public:

Now, the physical fact that the doors are open means thac
there is actally an increased amount of radiation in this
amosphere. That increased radiation is what had been
eiggering the feeling of scarch in you and me. This s the
reason we've all been looking, and you can also think of
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during the 1954 wave in Europe, the offcal posicion was simply to
deny the observaions. At the time [ was a studen, had no access
0 good information, and could only wonder about government
auccudes. T became seriously interested in 1961, when I saw French
astronomers erase & magnetic tape on which our satelie-tracking
team had recorded eleven data points on an unknown fiing object
which was not an airplane, a balloon, or 2 known orbiting craft.
“People would laugh at us if we reported this!” was the answer |
was given at the ime. Better forget the whole thing, Lecs not bring
sidicule to the observatory: Let’s not confess o the public that there
is something we don't know.

The main_ argament against UFOs at the time was that
“astronomers don't sce anything unexplained.’ Well, there we
were,a team of professional astronomers, secing things v couldn't
explain. No only were we denying it, we had destroyed the data!
[ wanted to know how many of our colleagucs were doing the
same ching, how many sightings were swept aside, how many lay
dormant in scientfic or milicary files. 1 went through the French
Aie Force data, and later Major Quintanilla authorized me to scudy
the cases gathered by the U.S. Air Force. I wrote a couple of books
on the subject to summarize what 1 had found. There was a real
phenomenon there, I concluded. And it might very well oiginate
from outer space. The Washington policy at that time was not o
ridicule the witnesses, bu simply to claim that 98 per cent of all
sighings had been explained by the Air Force.

In 1967, as the University of Colorado began spending the
$512,000 given to Professor Condon by the Pentagon to study
'UFOs, my interest had begun to shift. Why is i, I wondered, that
the “occupanis” of UFOs behave so much like the denizens of
fairy tales and the elves of ancient folklore? Why is the picture we
can form of their world so much closer to the medieval concept of
Magonia, the magical land above the clouds, than to a description
of an extraterrestral planctary environment? And why are UFOs
becoming a new religious form? I spent a year researching this
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of metaphors, because there is no simple incremenal path from
today’s experience to tomorrows explanation.

Only free speculation can open the door to an adequate
understanding of what is happening around us. Accordingly, 1
will present two hypotheses: the “Martian Conspiracy”s and the
“Esoteric Inervention.” Both assume that a group of men has
understood the UFO phenomenon (and especially it social effects)
well enough to use i for their own purposes. The hypotheses will
show where the roots of such a manipulation could be found,
and how it could mislead the public, che civilian organizations,
and even the government. In the lasc part of the chaper, I will
present another hypothesis as my own interpretation of what the
phenomenon may mean

First Hypothesis: The Martian Conspiracy

The code name “Martians” was firs used by Britsh Intelligence
during World War 11, and it had nothing 1 do with the Red
Planee, It referred to the spy industry that had been created to keep
the Allied Command informed on the moves and intentions of
the Wehrmacht. The Martians were part of a giant apparatus of
espionage and deception chat was documented for the firs time in
Anthony Brown'’s book, A Bodyguard of Lies. The tile of the book
comes from a remark made by Churchillat the Teheran Conference
10 Roosevelc and Scalin: “In wartime, truth is so precious that she
should always be attended by a bodyguard of lies”

A German long-range rocket had fallen in Sweden
accidentally, and the Germans were artempting to recover
itsremains; one party had entered thearea, which was sealed
off, behind a funcral care, posing as mourners. Mengies
wanted permission to “buy” the rocket remains from the
Swedes in exchange for two squadrons of tanks.

‘The fragments in question provided the fist proof of the existence
of a new German secret weapon, the V-2. What other weapons
were at the prototype stage in the German arsenal? Could
some of these have been used later, in Sweden and elsewhere,
0 support an even more ambitious stratagem: the simulation
of an outer-space invasion, the goal of which might have been 10
prevent a third World War by turning the thoughis of mankind
toward an extratervesrial goal, lending credibiliy to the notion of
an impending invasion from space?

‘The very idea might seem 10 be outlandish, to be quite outside
the realm of possibility in a normal world ruled by normal brains,
But che world of 1945 could hardly be called “normal.” And the
brains of the LCS ~ brains like those of Sacanist expert Dennis
Wheadly, and computer genius Alan Turing - were as far above
normal as Skylab is above a Piper Cub. They were the brains tha
had efe Hitler deccived, beaten, and broken. Many of cheir devices
(notably cheir super-computers) continued to operate when the war
ended as if nothing had happened. Such an organization was quite
capable of designing a follow-up that would insure a continuation
of the fragile peace they had just won. And there were others around
with similac ablitics.

One of he chaptersin the book is encirled “Calling a Chosen One.™
Ierefers o the Order of Melchizedck:
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bue from repeaed assistance by higher beings. Archacologists and
anchropologists are constantly aware of the marvelous skill with
which the “Ancient Engincers” (t use L. Spraguc de Camp's phrase)
developed the tools of civlization on all continents. No sppeal to
supecior powers s necessary to explain the achievements of early
culture. The belief cxpressed by the contactees reveals a tragic lack
of tus o their part in human abilicy

Social utopia. Fantastic cconomic theorics, Including  the

belief that a “world cconomy” can be created overnight, and that
democracy should be sbolished in favor of Utopian systems, usually
dictaorial in cheir outlook.

Such ideas a present, in one form or another, in the statements
of the organized UFO cults and sects that are described here, and
they descrve to be examined in some detail
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1 deliberately went out of my way o find out, armed with the
Knowledge that they understood this rule: the way to a man's belicf
s through confusion and absurdicy.

‘The absurdity of many UFO stories and of many religious
visionsis ot a superficial logical mistake. It may be the key to cheir
flnction. According to Major Murphy, che confusion in the UFO
mystery may have been put there deliberately to achieve cercain
esults. One of these results has been (o keep scientiss away. The
other is o create the conditions for  new form of social control,
a change in Man's perception of his place in the universe. Are his
theories fantastic? Before we decide, e us review a few other facts.
‘We need to examine more closely the political connections.

Paris Flammonde, in his well-documented Age of Flying Saucers,
remarked that “a great many of the contactees purvey philosophics
which are tinged, if not ainted, with totaliarian overtones”"

A catalogue of contactee themes, compiled from intcrviews I
have conducted, includes the following.

Intellecrual abdicasion. The widespread beliefthat human beings
areincapable ofsolving their own problems, and that extraterestrial
intervention is imperative (0 save us “in spite of ourselves.” The
danger in such a philosophy is that it makes its believers dependent
on outside forces and discourages personal responsibility: why
should we worry abou the problems around us, i the Gods from
Outer Space are abou 1 solve them?

Racis philsophy. The penicious suggestion that some of us on
the Earch are of extraterrestrial descent and therefore constitute a
“higher race.” The dangers inherent in this belief should be obvious
0 anybody who hasn'c forgotten the genocides of World War II,
exccuted on the premise that some races were somchow “purer” or
betterthan others. (Let s notein passing that Adamski’s Venusian,
the Stranger of the Canigou seen by Bordas, and many otheralleged
extraterrestrials were all all Aryan types with long blond hair)

Technical imposence. The statement chat the bicth of civilization
on this planet resulted not from the genius and abiliy of mankind,
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The 1slond of Pusrto Rico

with communication and with reproduction. The culprits deserve
eredit not only as good surgeons, but aso as good psychologists.

Uhave had several conversations with a law enforcement oficer
who investigated cases in the norchern plains. He gave me some
frsthand decals.

“Is there any indication of the level of sophistication of the
people doing the mutilations?” I asked.

“There s this case I cxamined. An animal, a cow, whose sex
organs had been removed.

Besides, your teevision set influences
you in other ways. It determines what toothpaste you use, how
you shave, who you go to bed with, and how you will vote in the
next election.

In some respects 1 chink UFOS are similar to television sets
‘They are physical objects, che products of  technology, but they are:
also something cls: the tools of 2 major cultural change. I think
UFOs are perpetrating a deception by prescnting cheir so-called
“occupants” as being messengers from outer space, and I suspect
there are groups of people on Farch exploiting this deception.

1 have written this book because I am concerned with the
changes which would be triggered by the belif in an outerspace
invasion, real or simulated. In the words of a Brookings Institute
seport on the cultural impact of extraterrestrial lfe:

The consequences of such a discovery are presendly
unpredictable because of our limited knowledge of
behavior under even an approximation of such dramatic
circumstances. The fundamentalist (and anti-science) sects
are growing apace.. For them, the discovery of other life
would be clectrifying.

Genuine contaccees” like Helen are already busy preparing these
changes. They mean business. ‘They arc sincere. They obey what
they believe to be orders coming from a_higher cosmic level.
Most scientists think this is a delusion of no imporcance. I differ
from them in belicving chat these contactees are being used in a
dangerous way, and chac the symbolism they propagate will make a
decp impact on our lives.

“The new belief is completely lacking in logic. That is the key
0 its power, It serves to keep scientists away. The more absurd the
statement, che sronger is effect. When the Eablishmens s rational,
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In Viewnam, some Special Forces troops exploited the myth of the
“vil e” by gouging out the eyes of enemy soldicrs and leaving
them on the backs of the corpses.

According (0 a witness before Senator Frank Church’s Select
Commitee on Intelligence, there was even a harcbrained plan to
simulate the Second Coming of Christ, using flares lunched from
@ submarine off che coast of Cuba, in the hope of contrbuting
© the overchrow of the Castro government. In other words.
mutilation, che simulation of paraphysical phenomena, and
exploitation of local beliefs are indeed familiar tools in che arsenal
of some government agencies

“The helicoptes theory cannot be completly disproved, because
here are now various ypes o sknt arcraf that can go through
maneuvers thatare very similar o UFO behavior. Ifequipped with
approprist lights,asthe Vietnam-type helcopters are,they would
closely duplicate what UFO witnesses have reported. Whatever
the facts sbout arcraft may be, the murilations are closcly allied
with the UFO belicf. Animal disappearances and deaths, as well as
mutilations of various kinds, both animal and human, have been
partof the foldore of ufology since he report of cow burchering in
1897 (lter denied by the descendants of the individuals involved),
the case of Snippy the Horse, the stealing of domestic animals
and poultry by ufonauts in France in 1954, the human dissections
Jinked to che UMMO affaicin Spain, and inally che recent serics of
gory incidents in halfof the American states and in Puerto Rico.

“The symbols attached to e UFO phenomenon ar the primacy
images of lf: blood, deach,sex, tim, space, and sky.* Carl Jung
ould expand vastly on his archetypal hypochesis about UFOs if he
came back coday o study the documents chat have accumulated on
chis subject. What are the organs aken by the mutilators? Thecyes,
the cars, the ongue, and the genicals: hat s, the organs concerned

» Similar symbols arc found in fringe relgion and occultism. See, for
instance, Charles Lefebvre, The Blood Culrs,
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Ifweare not dealing with space visitors atal, ut wich powerful
imagery projected in order to aker individual belicf systems, then
the dream-like, hallucinatory narure of the experience begins o

ke more sense. We could even imagine that the object i a form.
of natural energys that close cxposure to i triggered the visions and
that the most imporcant question to ask s, what effect do such
visions have on the sociecy around the witnesscs? Let us not forget
that the society in question is badly in need of “space brothers,” and
has lost much of it fieh in the scientific genius of mankind.

Such is the social matrix within which we must consider an
experience like Helen's abduction. Certain factors combine t©
suggest we should belicve that she was interviewed by space
creatures, but al the facts taken ogecher suggest a diffecent, more
suble interpretation: what she thought was a “contact” may have

been a symbolic manifestation or  trap. Her “spacemen” may have
been messengers of deception.

Witnesses to close encounters with UFOs give reports simil
to this onc in case afer case.

Psychic Technologies

We already have human technologies that are both physical and

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Hiram Erastus Butler, a Pennsylvanian by birth, who died in
1916, was a simple, selF-educated man who worked in a sawmill.
Following an accident in which he los several fingers, he became
i recluse, and for 14 years he lived as 2 hermic. During these years
Butler was favored with many revelations from God, and developed
the pecaliar philosophy of the sect which s scill known today asthe
American branch of the Order of Melchizedck.

In che late 18805, Butler came out of seclusion and described
his revelacions in a series of ectures in Bostons in 1889 he moved
o California with a dozen disciples, homesteaded a 260-acre area
overlooking the American River near Applegate,in Placer County,
and built a mystical center. When a journalist visiced his Esoteric
Fraternity in 1971, he found an old four-story house a the end of a
dirt r0ad, and only two surviving members, William Corecco, 89,
the fourch president of the organization, and his brother, Steven,
who had recently buried the last female member of the sect. They
met in the library:

As he talked, Corecco swayed back and forth in a creaky
old rocker beside 2 pot-bellied stove chat warmed the
‘musty library: “The Bible says chat when 144,000 persons
establish the Order of Melchizedek, the Kingdom of God
will be established on Earth. That was our hope.... We've
alllived on Earth hundreds of times before. The population
of the world remains constant. Souls chat leave at deach
reappeat in the newborn.”*

Corecco retraced the history of the group that came (o California
with Butler. They had buil the 18-room house from timber on the
property; and they made their own furniture, t0o. They planed
and harvested their own crops, and had 2 small herd. The rest of
their time was taken up with meditacion and wicing, They operated
their own publishing house, and they still sell about 20 books
and pamphlets. One of these, by Enoch Penn,? frst copyrighied
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One of these powers operaces through what s called “Mob
Psychology. * The vast majority of the people ae controlled
wholly by their feelings, and he who can play on the fclings
of the masses can control them.

‘These lines were first published in 1926, at a time when control
of “the Mob” through psychology was already becoming a well-
understood tool.

‘The Melchizedekians had no doubt sbou their ulimate ise to
power: did noc Revelasions state that afer the Body of the 144,000
sons of God are gathered and sealed and have overcome death, chey
“shall take the dominion under the whole heaven and shall reign
for ever and ever”?

Such was the grandiose plan of the followers of Hiram Buder.

ultimate goal was even more ambitious: in the highest stages
eation, the adeps begin to merge with the Supreme Power of
God, and they actually join the Elohim:

“The

Ifa man can believe into the Body of the Elohim, chen they
ance were men who have atained to such mastery thac
they are able to be that which they wil o be... He who
secks t0 atain to the fullness of the Order of Melchizedek
must leam to “take” that name (of Yahveh) so that he may
have the needed srengrh to “overcome the world,” and be
master of everything in narue.

“The similacities of chis old esoteric fraternity to some of the
modern UFO contactee groups are quite obvious. The puzzle is
beginning co take shape. The H.LM. sect, for inscance, speaks of
segenecation, transformation, and contact with  higher level in
the same terms as Hiram Buler, who promises that “there will
‘open before him (che neophyte) a door in heaven” and mentions
contact with superior beings. Such is, in fact, the Creator’
purpose for Man, adds Butler: “he should devclop into a Godlike
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(Wisconsin). I¢ was believed that such organizations
should be watched because of their great influence on mass
thinking i widespread sightings should occur. The apparent
irresponsibilicy and the possble use of such groups for
subversive purposes should be kept in mind.!

Similar feelings have oftcn been expressed in socialist countries, In

1976, an artcle in the youth newspaper Komsomolskaya Pravde, by
writer Yeremei Parnov, implied chat those who spread UFO scories
are “fircing with superstitions and religious impulses indirccrly
manipulated by che Pentagon.” The goal of the manipulacion,
according to Parnov i o fighten American citzens ino approving
the growch of defense spending and to use “che specter of flying
saucers to fan the Cold War.”

In a press release dated March 29, 1976, cwo fucurologists
predicted that the presenc world policical order would be
transformed into an economically integrated, largely capiealist
society. Such phenomena as UFOs were messages from higher
inceligent beings signling the peaceful political cransformation
of Man, they said.?

“This history of the inceraction between flying-saucer contact
and politics goes way back, to the early California contactees.
In those days many occult groups linked to powerhungey
organizations were extremely active. Right afer World War 1I,
when a branch of Aleister Crowley's O.T.0" flourished in Loy
Angeles, two of the most ardent members were Jack W. Parsons, a
‘propulsion engineer, and L. Ron Hubbard, a science-fiction buff
Jack Parsons met a Venusian in the desert in 1946, and went on
10 be one of the founders of the Jet Propulsion Laboratory and of
the Acrojet Corporation.

* Ordo Templi Orientis, Aleiser Crowley, by the way, was himselfa minor
espionage figure (his ile 2 the Intelligence Service is said to have fead,
“Use only with the most extreme caution”), whos
was more imaginary than real.
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“This is 2 complicated way o stace wha the followers of Tantra
Yoga and other Eastern sex practices have always said, namely,
that controlor suppression of orgasm was the key to spiritual lis.
The Esoteric Fraternity of Hiram Butler s more extreme, however
Renouncing normal orgas is only the pledge of the First Degec.
In the Second Degree the initiate must avoid all sexual impulse,
cven in thought:

Inche Second Degree thereis notonly the ffort o overcome
the generative impulse and its resuls in the body, but to
learn of and avoid all those sensations, impulses, emorions,
thoughts, and relationships thatlead up to and cause these:
impulscs... The neaphyte must so shut his sympathics from
all who belong to generation as nor to share in their lfe-
currents and desires.

‘Taking this posicion, Hiram Butler and his followers differ from
the Eastern mystics, who teach their students to use their desires
instead of suppressing them, and to reabsorb the sexual energy into
the body instead of releasing i.

An Occult Plan to Control the World
Butlers version of the Order of Melchizedek is an esoteric group
complete with initiations, passwords, and secret handshakes. Its
purpose is occult work with political ambitions:
The power to overthrow nations cannot be had in its
fillness until the neophytes, as sons of God, have gathered

ogether o work together as 2 unit.

How would such a small group of iniciates control the world?
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the contrast (in both form and contem) to a report written in

spelling and incoherent syntax used by the average
s Farly obvious. In yet other groups, the link to such
an organization can only be suspected. But the conclusion is
inescapable: all the UFO groups are closely watched by several
agencies. Why? And why is the relationship between UFO groups
and occult organizations so evident?

‘The Major has a simple answer. He suggests that the “spooks”
use the UFO groups o get information that is marginally useful
o them, information that the group leaders themselves may not
recognize as being important or relevant. And they use oceult
organizations as they always have, since the days of Dr. John Dee
and Jacques Casanova: as a cover for their own designs. Some of
the activities of the UFOs, which make no sense to the civilian
groups, may be highly significant to an intelligence analyst who
can correlate them with other data, such as infrared satellce scans
of specific areas of the planet, or radioactivity measurements. A
link with a national UFO organization will save the analyst’s
employer the trouble of traning and deploying field agens, or it
wil provide information to supplement their reports. In France,
some UFO cases have been investigated by five government
agencies. The witness of the Valensole case even had t© answer
questions from customs agents, who thought the object he had
seen might have been a helicopter engaged in gold contraband.

“There s another, well-documented, reason for all the attention
that civilian movements receive from various agencie: the social
influence of such groups can be manipulated for political easons.

The irs opportunity
1o try this new approach presented itself with the appearance in the
Western United States of a new contactes movement that recruited.
UFO passengers. It taught me  serious lesson: such a group can
acquire very significant power over apparently “rational” people. |
had not suspected their work could be so fast, or so casy. It was in
observing this group, too, that T realized how complecely it could
control the believers'lves

In August 1975, a friend had called my atcention to a onc-page
announcement that was posted in the windows of scores in Palo
Alto, California, and on the campus of Stanford Universicy, UFOs?
was written in bold red letters across the page. The statement —
entitled simply What's Up? — began wich the observation that our
environment was changing and that a human catastrophe scemed
imminent: not only were people drinking more than usual and
committing suicide by the thousands, the iyer sid, but the weather
was changing, famines were widespread, and even volcanoes were
acting up!

The strange statement continued with the sensational claim
that, in preparation for 8 better world, some people had formed
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“What relationship do your teachings have to the UFO
phenomenon?”

“The UFO carme n aftr these o authors, Penn and Burer wenc
o dheir rest. The only thing we can sa i that an angel can sometimes
bea UFO as wellas 2 craf being a UFO. And so, unless you develop.
yourself cnough, you might be insulting some angel, calling him
 UFO. So it almost gets to be a no man’ land until you do your
own developing. .. It docsn'c mean there sn' anything in the secret
‘preparations, but openly chere is nothing going on a ths time””

Afier this conversation, T was ready to conclude that the Order
of Melchizedek in California was in bad shape, caughe between
its aspiration (o gacher 144,000 members and s predileccion for
avoiding orgasmic release. Someone, after all, would have to make
all those babies.

1 had reached this state of puzzlement when a psychologist
friend sent me a copy of the newsleceer of the California Institute
of Transpersonal Peychology, based in Menlo Park. The newsletcer
contained the following announcement:

Onthe luss weckend before he holidays, during our time with
Zalman Schachter and with his inspiration and supporc,
cleven second-year students were initiated into the Order
of Melchizedek. This s a pristly order of more than two
thousand years of tradition. Melchizedck is mentioned in
Genesis, Chaprer 14, as the “priest of God Most High®
who brough bread and winc and initiaced Abraham.

Apparently the author of the newslecter did nor know about the
Mormon tradition, which also gives & prominen place o the
pricsts of Melchizedek. He did offer his personal feclings about
being iniciated into the Order:
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eing having of His knowledge, powers, qualities, and aceributes,
and be accepted as a fellow among those Godlike beings” The
discipline of the Fratcrnity is nothing but a preparation for living
among the angels. The disciples mus:

form social order ke that in heaven; then the Holy Ones
in heaven will not only at cimes appear to men, but will
come and abide among them s a father with his children.

You Might Insult an Angel, Calling Him a UFO

“The esoteric fraernity is no longer active i the hills of Applegate.
‘The only operation seill carried out in the old building s the
printing and distebution of tslterature. As a epresentative of the
organization told me i 1976, “If the Order exists now, ics probably
in Heaven. Is not here; we just have the princed word. Wherever it
exists, were noc aware of it”

“How can I learn more about t, then?” 1 asked.

“There is someone back in New York who claims t belong 0
the Order. We have this on e, but so many people are making o
many claims! The only thing to do is to develop yourself enough,
where you don't have t get it secondhand. That's where the books
point out your obligations.”

“What about Dr. Grace Pectiphes,in San Francisco?”

“I don't know her, but women can be redeemed to.”

“Do you think she i a member of the same group?”

“No, we have had many false prophets who more or less made
these claims... There are many who are around and may have parc
of the truth, bu uniess you develop yourself enough you waste yous
time. This Order of Melchizedek we publish, I hope gets over the
idea thar there are no shortcuts.. ¢ a lot of hard work, especially
on yourself. You have to curb the desires that are not in harmony
the Higher Spirts”
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Thase of us who were iniciated on Sunday, March 12, were
it bapized by Zalman in the hot tub at Richana's and
received new names. The experience was profound, and
4 fiting culmination of the work with Zalman during
the week on the Ten Sephiroth and the Kabbalistc Tree
of Life. Jan Gaston was our congregation, representing
the community.

“This is taking place in the middle of Silicon Valley, California,
the worlds major clectronics manufacturing center, within a few
miles of the headquarcers of such high-technology companies
as Memorex, Lockheed, Amdahl, Hewlect-Packard. A group
of young people ~ perhaps the sons and daughters of scientists
and managers at these corporations ~ take off their clothes
and jump into somebody’s hot tub o renew the tradition of
the Melchizedek priesthood. The eccentric, harmless writing of
poor Hiram Butler and the innocuous teachings of Enoch Penn
have found a powerful resonance in the most unlikely place of
all: the first post-industrial generation in the most advanced
country on Earth.

Neicher can we be surechat the same groups thitare encouraging
the fanatic contactce organizations and that operate behind the morc
bizarte occult sects may also be active in discouraging professional
st from cxamining UFO evidence.

‘What we do know at this point seems shartering enough in its
awful simplicty: the unprediciable UFO phenomenon and its mare
disgusting extensions at ground level are sending some definite
messages, and a Lot of people have been listening.

As Lweite chis in 1978, the civilian UFO groups, the contactee
organizations, many occult sects, and various  government
branches arc engaged in a strange sorc of game. What | have called
“manipulation” may be simple exploiccion.

‘The truth about the manipulation of the belicf in UFOs may
turn out to be that ic has been a grotesque hoax, perpetrated on
thousands of unsuspecting witnesses, in order to use the minds and
emarions of the contactees as a means for influcncing social belicfs
and behavior. 50, who has decided in what direction this behavior
should be bene?

It may be premature (© try o answer these quescions, even
with the data we have gathered and presented here. But it is not
premature o ask them.
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his Venusians. Certainly not in Paris. Not in the subway, in full
view of hundreds of thousands of men and women who walked by
this yellow poster every day, carrying serious, rationalistic, cynical
newspapers like Le Monde under their arms!

In Paris it was, however, and the note in black feletip
matker was written not once but many times, on the walls of
several runnels. The work of some insane person? Perhaps. Buc
the signature suggested a group, an organization: The Order of
Melchizedek. 1 decided to investigare; the next day I met Cyna
and Ivan, two leaders of that sect, in their cluttered aparcment.

mankind. 1 have shown this process o be at work around the early
contactees, Williamson and Adamski and their associates. | have
shown it to be at work behind some of the Rosicrucian groups abroad
and the Order of Melchizedek in this country. The same links can
be traced around people lke Jack Parsons, who founded JPL, and
Ron Hubbard, who founded Scientology: The evidence contnues
o indicate that we arc not dealing with the preliminary stages of
a fiendly landing from outer space. It has become clear that we are
dealing with a very dangerous process righ here on Earth, whaever the
ultimate source of the UFO phenomenon happens o be.

How can we tell if this process is purposcly used and
manipulated? | confess I do not hase any proof that a single group
of men is responsible.

Is the Lord an Extraterrestrial?

The handwricing on the walls of the Paris subway ranges from
the slogans of Maoism to the profanity of scatology, and I do not
ordinarily spend much time studying . However, when I found
the scribbled announcement that “The Lord is an Extraterrestrial,”
allegedly emanating from a mysterious "Order of Melchizedel,”
1 had to stop and take notice. | had wrged scientiss to do scrious
research on the phenomenon of UFOs before it was swept away by
fanacicism. 1£1 had been asked to name the part of the world where
fanatical saucer sects might arise, | would have said California!
without a second though. In Los Angeles perhaps. Or in some
commune near Mendocino. In a small town on the edge of the
Mojave Desert, near the hills where Adamski claimed to have met
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direct contact with this group, he said, and had important news ©
share with me at the irst opportunicy.

And he explained that there were, on one side, what he called.
bencvolens programmers, who allow planetary societies a free
and then dhere are the poachers, who interfere with the programs
alveady under way. The Brotherbood of Melchizedek deals with the
consciousness reprogramming. s a very special order with very
special people, he claimed. One of his Keys deals with where the
Brotherhood has been in the previous centurics.

Jim stressed the need for me tojoin his group. We agreed to meet
the next day for lunch. The “keys” he had mentioned were parc of a
manuscript entitled: “The Biocomputer Keys to our Consciousness
Time Zone, Revealed t© Me by Master Control Messengers
Metatron and Opthanim.” The book (which was signed “Enoch”)
was wriccen in flaming letters and Kabbalistic syle. It was, for the
most part, just s impossible for me to understand as the “magnetic
aura” of Dr. Grace Pettipher. Was some hidden truth contzined in
the jargon? Was there a needle in the haystack? T decided o keep
‘my appoinement with Jim, and find our.

No Grounds for Fear

We met in a restaurant, and Jim came to the point immediately.
When he had the series of contact experiences with Enoch three
years earler, he was apparently told to set up a think tank which
would be known on some levels as the Sons of Light of the Order of
Melchizedek. 1 would work direccly with the Brotherhoods who
were “fieds of inteligence going between star systems and the

reprogramming of lower evolucionary systems.”

1 asked him if he was aware that the Book of Uransia also
said that the Melchizedeks were an order of beings who roamed
among planets. Not only was he aware of that, but he knew that
there are two Mormon priesthoods, the lower pricsthood and the
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beamiddle-aged man who is thesecretary of an amareur astronomy
group. The excuse for the meeting is an innocuous

‘The person in question is well-informed on the subject and
has an engaging personality. After ten minutes of conversation,
you are describing o him (or her) your most guarded intuicions,
your innermost feclings, your future plans. The “vacuum cleaner”
will take no nores, but nothing you say will be forgoteen. Within
a few hours, chere will be a complete and accurate repore on your
conversation in the fils of his (or her) cmployer.

A litle aune” serves a different function. It may be a colleague
of yours, a business associate, someane who has a good reason
for seaying in couch with you for a long time. The phone will
ring, and the person wil say, “How are you doing? We haven't
spoken for a while.” You may respond chat you've just come
back from vacation, that your cat has been sick, and that you'e
excited by the recent news from Latin America. “What news from
Latin America?” Soon your litle aunt will know everything you
are currently doing, will note if you're happy or depressed, and
gencrally will probe any arca that may be useful for updating
your file: o check if your rescarch is moving into areas of interest,
cither c0 you ~ or to therm.

Most UFO organizationsare led by people whoare independent
and sincere. In the cynical and blunt terminology of Inceligence,
Ihave heard them referred to as “useful idiots.” They believe i
what they do in a blind and aucomaric fashion. Can they help it
if they need an escape from the routine of their daily existence?
Such sincere individuals are surrounded with people who have
links to the world of espionage or to miliary fntelligence. I found
that some of the links were open and obvious: for inscance, the
Board of Directors of NICAP lists among its members the former
head of the CIA. Sometimes the link s less obvious, but is kniown
10 members of che organization, who admit it when confronted
with the fact. When you read a report on a UFO case written by
someone who was trained as a field collector by the government,
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they are infilrated by che same offcal agencies they are trying
10 influence, and they propagate any rumor anyone wants to have
circulated. In Incelligence circles, people like thar are historical
necessiics. When you've worked long cnough for Uncle Sam, you
know he s involved in a loc of strange things. The dara these groups
gt are biased at the source, but they play a useful rol.

“Second, you should look for the irrationl, the bizarre, the
elements that do not fi: that's what I have come 1o observe at chis
meeting tonight. Have you ever fele that you were gecting close to
something that didn'c seem to fic any rational pateern, yet gave you
a strong impression that it was significant”

Trold him about the incident involving Melchizedek. He looked
at me in  strange way and said: I would follow that rack seciously

Prior to my discovery in the subway, I knew the name of
Melchizedek only from  few Biblical references, a mention during
the now-obsolete Tridentine Mass (when the priest blesses the
bread and wine, saying, “Look with favor on these offerings and
sceept them as once you accepred the gifts of your srvanc Abel, the
sacrifce of Abraham, our facher in faith, and the bread and wine
offered you by your prist Melchizedek”), and an inciguing itual
celebrated by a French sect of the nineteenth century, a sect that
mixed che highest ideals with magical practices.

Withina year L had filedashelfwith curious books and pamphlets
abou these hereticsof the past and their belifs. They providea model
for the modeen cults dedicated (o space visitors. 1 did research on two
fronts: day after day Uearned more from my dusty books about the
antis of the old magicians, and I also attended mectings and scances
of the modern contactees. I pondered their significance unil they
became suspicious of me and decided that I must be a Venusian — but
by then [ knew enough to describe their belicfs learly. 1 had heard
what they had to say, and a curious tale it was,  spacc-opera woven.
wih propheic inspiracion, a diatibe against modern ife chrough
which the wind of orgotten tradiions blows
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Then a man named Jim Hurtak called me and triggered a new
stream of information. He was a friend of Andrija Puharich, was
deeply involved in the Uri Geller affair, and claimed o be psychic
himself, Not only was he psychic, but he had had 2 number of UFO
encounters, and was sure that he had come into direct contact with

2 higher order of consciousness.

On April 1, 1976, Hurtak and Puharich were on a talkeshow
broadcast in San Francisco. Jim explained his involvement wich
the Center for Democratic Studies, a think tank locared in Santa
Barbara, California. He said he was there as a viiting sinologist
(Chinese speciali. The interviewer pointed out that “many people
think tht i a commie organization because of the proposed new
consticution. I a very controversial place because of that.”

Jim replied, “Ichas been arallying point to morivate people to do
decper problem-solving. If anything, is been a shor in the arm to
get becter government and put ou better philosophy of humanism
toward planctary unity”

Puharich gave detals of a contacescene near Tel Aviv, when he
was in the desert with Geller: “He saw this blue light lashing, and
Uri walked into chis UFO, It was night, and I couldn’ actually see
the final entrance into the UFO; and he came out carrying a glass
object chat had dissppeared three days carlir.”

Jim Hurcak described his own contact: “Well, belive i or not,
T was giving a seris of seminars three years ago, and coming bick
with two of my students we noticed a light following our car down
Highway 152, and we pulled off the road and roughly 100 0 200
yards from the road this vehicle came down. I fela strong magnetic
atcraction in the dircction of the vehicle. T experienced at that time
what most people would call the higher intelligence. 4 bears o light
went through my body, and I reccved sientific codes which I was told
t0 call she Keys of Enach” My iralics)

He didaft say how, or why, he had received these mysterious
“codes” Jim invited me 10 join a new psychic group designed to
change the destinies of the world by occult methods: he was in
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sTiLL Have a lot 1 learn from Major Murphy. Among che

lessons he taught me was the ar of recognizing some of the
shadowy figures who had infiliated the UFO groups. He told me
what a “vacuum cleaner” was, and a “lictle aunt’ he told me how
“cuouts” worked. I started looking all over. T went to the library
and read some old UFO books again. I went 10 used book storcs
and bought contactee pamphletsof the fiftis that I had never read,
because their pscudomystical verbiage seemed ridiculous to me
at the time. I checked the lsts of rustees, directors, and advisers
of the major UFO groups. Some aspects of the mystery became a
litle learer when their names were checked against the computer
data base of che New York Times or in such commonly available
references as Whot Whe. Others became more obscure and bizarre.
1 resigned from the supposedly “scientific” UFO organtzations with
which I had been afflated.

‘A*vacuum cleaner”isanagent who!strained to pick your brains.
Some day, someone will come and see you undes perfectly natural
cireumstances, and ask you some questions. It may be an ateractive:
cocd who has eredentials from che local campus newspaper; it may

1 replied with something to the effect that a problem was only
wicntific in the way it was approached, but he would have none of
that, nd he began lecturing me. First, he sad, science had certain
fules. For example, it has to assume that the phenomenon it is
abserving is natural in origin racher than arcificial and possibly
hiased. Now, the UFO phenomenon could be controlled by alien
heings. “Ifitis” added the Major,“then the study oft doesn'tbelong,

“Ate you saying that the UFO data we use to compile sttistics and
o find patterns with computers are uscless?” 1 asked. “Might we be
spinning our magnetic tapes endlessly discovering spurious aws?”

“Itall depends on how the team on the orberside thinks. 1f hey
Know what chey're doing, there will be so many cutouts berween
you and them thar you won't have the slightest chance of tracing
your way to the truth. Not by following up sightings and throwing
them into a computer. They will keep feeding you the information
they want you to process. Wht is the only source of data about the
UFO phenomenon? It i the UFOs themselves!”

Some things were beginning o make a lot of sense. “If you're
right, what can I do? It seems chat research on the phenomenon is
hopeles, then. | might as well dump my computcr into a river”

“Not necessarily, but you should try a different approach. Firsc
you should work entirely outside of the organized UFO groups;
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William Sadler, who thus studied the “channel” of Uranria, had
the unusual courage to confess thar, afier 18 years of study, 1
find myself at the present time just where | was when [ started.”
We might ask ourselves the same question abou UFOs and
alleged agents among us: a phenomenon that leaves physical
races must be caken seriously, but what can we say of the people

who claim t0 be in contact with superior intelligences emanating
from chese objects? What should we do about their claim that
the phenomenon of UFOs is directing the evolution of mankind?
“This idea, which once attracted only a handful of devores, now
has the poential to draw the attention of the media and to make
a major impact.

“The claim is even made hat if we failt lsten to the voice of the
“higher levels,”there will be a major catastrophe on Earch.

From the gentle belicf in higher forms of lic ben on helping
mankind, we have gone to explore increasingly disturbing systems
of philosophy and some new faiths that demand toul obedience
from their followers. The forces they released were nor forces of
love, buc of disorder and violence. Yet they were forces of change,
bending those who allowed themselves to be used.

Melchizedck, UFOs, and the Sex Function

‘The psychopachology of the contactees was the next arca to explore.
I began reading everything I could locate about Melchizedck, and
found references to him in the books of Leadbeater,’ bu it was
in the work of another contemporary of Madame Blavatsky that I

To scudy
lse questions, we must examine more closely the fantastic world of
e UFO contactees.

‘Who Are the Contactees?

s you read this book you are penetrating with me into a strange
world, into “an inteliecrual cwilight...in which it is hard 0
distinguish between the menacing and the merely ludicrous”
Peculiar events, furtive meetings, and messages suggestive of
anber worlds will come into the picture before we reach the end.
1 wish it were  simpler story, but it will o necessiy appear as a
wosaic,a puzale, a pattern of individuals and trends and traditions
oing back o very old records and leading to our own times by
some very strange paths. It involves many people with a common
characreristc: they have engaged in communicacion with what
they regard a5 another level of consciousness, above the human
level. They believe char they have met the “Higher Incelligence.”
They have acquired an almost fanatical faich in its importance for

the future of humanity. They have created a subeulture in which
psychic phenomena and contact with space are considered everyday
occurrences. Then why is their world one of fear and insccurity and
suspicion, nota word of love?

“The scories of the contactees touch upon one of the most exciing
areas of human existence in this century, because open contact
with other beings would be a curning point in our history. But the
ces should make us very cautious; st because &
esage comes from heaven docsn's mean it's nosstupid Many of the
contactees have fallen vietim to a peculiar effect on their minds:
they have lose their cricical faculties.

“There are two kinds of contactees. 1 call *direct contactees” the
people who (1) clsim to have witnessed an unexplained physical

contactees’ experi
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In December 1972, for exampl, a Spanish researcher received
a lewer postmarked South Kensington, England, and bearing the
insigaia of UMMO, a self styled extraterrestial government.* The
Ieter urged the researcher not o publicze their group and to keep to
himself cheir communications (which ranged widely from biology
and religion to astrophysics). Such lerters had been received since
1965 by several Spanish and forcign researchers. Theyallegedly came
from inhabitants of the planct UMMO who were living secretly
among the Spanish populacion. These communications included
thousands of pages of philosophical and scientific discus
of it wival, some profound or even illuminacing.

On two occasions prior to 1965, it is said that offcers of the
Ceneral Intellgence Agency stationed in Madrid received letcers
from these “visitors.” They stated that ewo of their “brothers” had
lived from 1952 to 1954 at 58 Mayor Street, in Albacente, where
they wete the gucsts of a society lady, Sefiora Margarita Ruiz de
Libory. In her house they had conducted “psychophysiological
experiments with animals,” the letter said. Following up on this
informacion, authoritis began checking into what they assumed
was some kind of  joke. They found that in February 1954, corpse
had been mitilted i the house in question. It was the body of Miss
Margor Shelly Ruiz de Lihory, a daughter of the lady mentioned in
the UMMO letcer. A hand and other limbs had been scctioned. A
sensational cral had resuled.

Rumor has it in Spain that the CIA is actively trying to locate
the so-called “biologists” of Albacente, and chat a mysterious “Mr.
W. Rumsey” has offered $1,000 to anyone providing information
about them.

Ificis ajoke, it has been carried a liede fr. But if ic s not a joke,
whatis ts purpose?Is there a symbolic message buried i the actions

* The name UMMO may be hiding an inside joke. In 1970 2 company
alled UMO Plant Hire, Led, was incotporated in Great Bricain. T urned.
ot 0 be a Sovict spy front. In September 1971, 105 Soviec offcals were
expelled from Brican for espionage, and UMO was closed down.
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Contactees of both kinds are occasionally capable of extreme
actions to propagate their beliefs. They may be violent and

predictable. For example, inthe sixties, according o conversations
¥ had in the Soviet Union, a leading plasma physicst was pushed
under  Moscow subway crain by an “indirect contactee” who
had been instructed by a “voice from space” o kill that particular
man. In 1975, a French contactee was arrested by the police as
e was entering the headquarters of the French television network,
careying a carbine and ffty shells: a similar voice from space had
instructed himto kill 3 newsman who had written several books on
UFOs. Although many contactees are nonviolent, ther belicfs are
nonetheless ainted with fanaticism.

To summarize, then, contactees are people who believe they
have a special destiny, linked o an unexplained phenomenon they
may or may not have observed, but in the existence of which they
strongly believe

What wonders they could reveal o me, they claimed, if only
1 agreed to blindly follow their ladership! What powers | would
share, if 1 joined their ranks and did as cheir messages said! T
refused. My refusal may decrease my worth as & witness. I have:
investigated, analyzed, and compared. T have not pareicipated.

1 have seen cnough, however, to warn others not to accept
lighily any claims chat our world s visited by kindly beings from
space who ate bent on helping us. Those cager believers who drifc
inco the reassurance of some blissful new creed should consider the
personaliies that are causing the drifting. Their world is a case of
Science gone wrong, and mysticism gone wrong. Consider also the
shadowy personaliies, the scct leaders and the high pricse, that are
using the contaceees for their own ends.

Consider their link ~ never seriously inves

igaced by the UFO
organizations. Consider

— implying that human beings would never have had the drive and

heir doctrines on the existence of “supe
chosen missions, their references to Al
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Church. Today we find it easy to laugh at the UFO contacrees like
Gregory because they are stillisolated. We dismiss the phenomenon
that fucls cheir beliefs as a mental aberration derived from 2
physcal mirage. Sciencissjoke sbout the stange lghs reporeed
by housewives, and refuse o study the genuincly uncxplained
phenomens that are contained, for example, in the files of he US.
Al Force. As for the claims of the contactees who belicve they have
been aboard the “vehicles” the scientises simply know this cannot
be truct By blatancly dismissing these claims, they arc ignoring
some of the hard lessons of man'’s siritual history. For, in the words
of sociologists Glock and Stark, “all relgious experiences, from the
dimmest o the mosc frenzied, constitute oceasions defined by those
experiencing them as an encounter between themselves and some
supernatural consciousness.

Faced wich the new wave of experiences of UFO contact, our
relgions do seem obsolete. Our idea of the church as a social
entity working within rational struccures is obviousy challenged

by the claim of a direct communication with visible beings who
are endowed with supernacural powers. Some modern preachers
have already recognized this challenge. Evangelise Billy Graham,
for example, has suggested that UFOs may, in fact, be “heavenly
angelss cheir occupants, he says, are “astonishingly angellike in
some of their reported appearances.” Fundamentalst Presbyterian
radio prescher Dr. Carl Melntire has even organized a “UFO
Bureau” in Collingswood, New Jersey,to investigate the connection
between UFOs and angels

Butwhy resticc out nterest o the traditional view of angels? An
equally impressive parallel could be made berween UFO occupants
and the popular conceprion of demons, and indecd sociologists
have poinced out chat “the same elements are involved in diabolic
contacts as in the divine encounters of increasing incimacy wich
what is defined as a supernatural consciousness™ There are ven
some religious thinkers who sce the sinister hand of Sacan in the
more bizarre UFO cases.

1 call “indicect contactees” people who (1) have convinced
themselves of the existence of an ntelligent cause chat can produce
unexplained phenomena, (2) have or obscrved such phenomena
themselves, bu (3) feel that they have some personal link o this
cause nonetheless, one that again gives them a special destiny
among mankind.

In this category arc all the people who receive messages from

outer space by automatic witing or other means, but have not seen
2 UFO, and those who simply consider themsclves as having been
given a “cosmic mission” by the superior intelligence in question.
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Testimate there are in Nebadon beoween fftcen and twenty
chousand Trinicy Teacher Sons exclusive of 9,642 creature-
“Trnitized assistancs of record. These Paradise Daynals are
neither magistrates nor administrators.

The author goes on like this for 2,097 pages. | hasten to add that
1do not intend to quote much from it, or cven to summarize
its philosophy. I am concerned only with the cosmic hierarchy
it describes.

Urantia has much 1o say abous UFOs and Melchizedek: “In
che universe of Nebadon the Father Melchizedek acts as the first
executiveassociate ofthe Bright and Morning Star.”* This impressive
figure who rules over an entire universe sends his sons to work
closely with the Angels, who find in them sympathetic frends. The
Melchizedeks are sid to be a slf-governing order, and they can be
absolucely trusted: “not once throughout all the super-universe of
‘Orvonton have chey ever betrayed their trust” There are few human
beings, indeed, about whom the same thing could be sad.

These Melchizedeks live on their own world close t0 universe
headquartersin Salvingon. They have a number of pheres forming
a University. You and T may meet chere some day:

All cvolutionary mortls who graduste from theic
constelation riningare destined o land on Melchizedek. .
And never will you forget your reactions to the firse day of
your lfe on this unique world, not even after you have
reached your Paradise destnation.

“This is no wonder, for you will have the choice of many educational
programs chac are lacking from the curriculum of Harvard or
UCLA, such as “Universe Administration” and “Comparative
Creature Exisience.” (The University also teaches more classical

* The Morning Star, i a traditional sense, i the lightbearer, Lucifer.
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Are these our UFOs? According to the Urania system, the
development of all the world religions is due to Melchizedek
messengers. For instance, che Salem missionaries penetraced Ity
during the sixth century B.C., it is claimed, paving the way for
the development of the Christian religion! The Book of Urantia
contains a surprisingly clear and readable section on religious
history, and many inspired passages on morality and erhics. These
scctions are in sriking contrast to the childish descriptions of the
‘Spheres of the Beyond, which the imagination of the author has
populated wih beings that would not survive in the pages of the
most grotesque piece of science fiction. Such is the dilemma of
human faith, and the challenge posed o us by the belief in the
curious powers of the Order of Melchizedck.

A Meeting of Urantians

In my search for a solucion o the continuing puzale, I autended a
Sunday afiernoon meeting of Urantians in San Francisco. There
wereten of us n the small classroom, facing 2 tal,strong woman in
her late fifties, dressed in purple and mauve. Next to the blackboard
was a complicated chart showing Nebadon, Urantia, and the Isle
of Paradise. Several participants were regular students, advanced
in the knowledge of Seraphic Planctary Government and other
abstruse concepts.

“The subject of that afternoon's lecture was the function of
the Thought Adjusters. In the extremely complex cosmology of
Urantia, they come from other worlds to live within our brains.
“They influence our actions by subile sabotage of our physical and
chemical functions!

When 1 was told of this “explanation” in 1976, T asked three
questions: exactly which cult had been identified (chere ace at
least three different organizations thar call themselves *Sacanic” in
norchern California alone); why no artests had been made; and
why the mutilations were concinuing* There were no answers o
these questions; so 1 pressed for the basic facts, and contacted the
special agent who had written the report.

When chis failed to materialize, they exccuted
their escape plan. By lare 1975, muilation investigators agreed
that any involvement by cult members was more the exception
than the rule, and that the real culprits were much more powerful,
‘The Occult Theory was inadequate.

The ranchers had come to the same conclusion. Since they
kept sccing Aying objects of various kinds in the mudlation
ateas ac nigh, and since some of these rescmbled helicopters,
they concluded that the military was responsible. There were cwo
schools of thought: some farmers believed that a sect or secret
group within the military was pesforming ricuals using the stolen

“The Baok of Urantia devores a section to the Special Work of
the Melchizedeks, which has to do with the supervision of the
“progressive morontia career of the ascending mortals,” meaning
you and me:

While the Melchizedek orders are chiefly devored o
the vast cducational system and experimental training
regime of the local universe, they also function in unique
assignments and in unusual circumstances...

In a planerary crisis these Melchizedek Sons serve in many
unique (sic] capacities. It s casily possible for such a son
0 make himself visible to mortal beings, and somecimes
one of this order has even incarnated in the likeness of
mortal flesh.

According to the unknown author of Urantia, the biblical
Melchizedek had volunteered to incarnate because he was afraid
that the light of consciousness would become extinguished if he did
not step in to inifiate Abraharn

All these intelligences use an advanced technology to travel
through the universe. They have developed seraphic ransporss which
deparcat regular intervals from a base on Jerusem:

Nomerous mechanical developments are used in providing
il encrgy for escaping the planctary graviey and
overcoming the ir resisance. A seraphic wansport departs
every three seconds of Urantia ime and, sometimes, far into
the recession. The tansporters ake off at about 25 sandard
s per second of Uranta time and do not auin standard
velocicy until they are over 2,000 miles away from Jerusem.
Transports arrive on the crystal field,the so-clled sca of glass.
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provide the investigators with 3 lisc of names, including a Bell
Helicopter employee who was already suspected of narcoric traffic,
burglary, and fencing, Authorities were interested in this angle
because of frequent reports of “unmarked helicopters” at the sices
of mutilacions.

Many of these “revelations” dovecailed with information already
in the fils of the investigators:

One of the Toas SW. Catdemens Association
investigators...and  Texas  Ranger  Captain...have:
interviewed a young man and woman in their area about
oceultists in Texas, and he has decailed the structure and
activities of the oceule [sic] almost identical with the
information given me by Bankston and Dugan.

Furthermore, police around the country have been increasingly
worried about ricual murders. For example, state investigaors in
Colorado reported they had discovered four murders with occult
clements in 1974 alone, two near Aspen and two near Vail. The use
of helicopters and tranquilizers in connection with the mutilaions
made a lor of sense. All the persons named by Dugan existed, and
had had some dealings with the police for one reason or another.
Most were known to be interested, o various degees, in witcheraft.
However, this information could casily have become known ©
Dugan and Bankston through their contacts in the underworld.
It did not necessarily mean that their muilacion involvement vas
rue as described. Dugan'sstory was 2 mixcure of fiction and reality,
but many people were ready to swallow it

“The story of Bankston and Dugan was very timely for the
ulologists who were stil expecting frendly visicors from outer
space. (Some of them were building landing pads for them and
erccting “Welcome!”signs.)

Whenever the mutilations are mentioned to ufologist, their
standard answer is, “Ifs all been solved 23 a simple cule activiey™
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<ommunions. An American businessman, Robert Monroc, has
set up learning centers complete with training tapes (o help
people leave their bodies.

“This fine principle ~ which we would do well to remember in chese
days ofpsychic rip-offs —led Dr. Sadler to consider the phenomenon
of spiic communication and automatic writing, which he generally
found to be false and misleading.

Dr. Sadler goes on 1o condemn charms, relics and shrines,
various forms of quackery, astrology, palmistry, crystal-gazing,

trances, and catalepsy: He writs:

It is not uncommon for persons in a catalepic mance 1o
imagine themselves taking iips o other worlds Ty ivalics).
In fact, the wonderful accounts of their experiences, which
they wite out afce these cataleptic attacks are over, are so
unique and marvelous as to serve as the basi for founding
new sects, cults, and religions.!

He explains these phenomena, as well as automatic writing and
speaking, by the projection of “marginal consciousness without
the awareness of the central consciousness.” One wondlers what Dr.
Sadler would have to say about current bescselling books based on
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Girk: T thought 1 heard that the channel was a axi drivr in
Chicago. Is that rue?

Instructor: That's one more story! We don' get told very
much about the origins, but I can tell you what I think.
Dr. William Sadler, who was a very fine surgeon, became
incerested in mediumship, and he has writien  book in
which you find that most mediums are only victims of
suggestion, but that he found two excepeions, a man and
awoman.

‘The Puzzlement of Doctor Sadler

1 came away from the mecting wich a precarious sense of
accomplishment. A number of real people truly believed in
Melchizedek and his cosmic role, and I had found a reference to a
man, apparently a serious scientist, who had known the founder of
the Urantia sect and, afier serious examination, had pronounced
its revelations genuine,

T looked up Sadler’s name in the index of the Stanford
Library and quickly found that he was a writer of talent and
considerable scholarship. His book, The Physiology of Faith and
Fear, published in Chicago in 1920, lists hs tiles as Professor
of Physiologic Therapy at the University of Chicago Medical
School and Director of the Chicago Institute of Physiologic

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cade organs. A lacger number believed that the government
was conducting massive experiments, testing new drugs on the
animals. The ranchers had nor forgoren the “nerve gas” deaths of
thousands of sheep in Usah, long denied by military authoricies,
and the research on epidemics, mind control, and the effect of
drugs thac had been conducted on unsuspecting victims by the
government. The ranchers began fring on helicopters leaving
or recurning to Fore Carson at low altitude, and several of the
machines came back to base with bullecs in their sides.

A Fore Carson pilot, an officer, was arrested for drug traffic.
He was also suspected of having flown helicopters at night to
supply animals to local witch covens, but these tancalizing
allegations were never proven. Neicher was it explained how a
single group could be responsible for hundreds of incidents in
several states.

At night, the ranchers kept up vigils, parking their pickups on
hilltops and staying in contact by cicizen's band radio. However,
the murilations continued, even on stormy nights when helicopter
ights were prevented by the weather.

“The theory of government intervention was not as farfetched
as it may seem at firt glance. Among the ranch families were
men who had returned from Vietnam and the Philippines, where
they had participaced in counter-insurgency operacions that used
mythology to achieve political change. In the fight against the
Huks in the Philippines, for instance, the troops were instructed
o fake vampirism to impress the cnemy:

The enemy dead were strung upside-down from the limbs
of trees, and their jugulars pierced with small incisions.

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automatic witing, such as Jane Roberts'Serh Maerial, which have
had a major effec on the public.

In his lter book, The Mind at Michicf (published in 1929 and
subtiled “Tricks and Deceptions of the Subeonscious and How to
Cope with Them”), he develops his theory of dissociation, double
personality, and automatic writing, He concludes:

We now have 2 thoroughly sciendfic hypothesis which
wil account for all phenomena of chis kind that deserve
o be classified a5 genuine. Nothing as yet has ever come
0 us through automaric witing which bears any evidence
of supernatural origin, or which contains authentic tuths,
faces,or principles herctofore unknown to the human race.

Having said this, however, Sadler refers che reader 10 an appendix
“for a bricf notice of a very unusal case of supposedly automatic
writing asociated with other psychic phenomena which came under
my observation many years ago”*

In this appendix, Sadler is evidendy dealing with the Book
of Urantia, although he never mentions the word. The appendix
deserves to be quoted extensively, for it sheds much light on the
scientific methods that can be applied to alleged communications
from cosmic entitics.

Dr. Sadler begins the appendix with a reversalof his previously
scated theoretical posicion

In the interests of scientifc accuracy on the one hand, and of
strict firmess on the othes, it becomes necessary o explain that
there arc one or two exceptions to the general satement that
all cass of peychic phenomena which have come under my
observation have turned out to be those of auropsychism.

Sadler gocs on to describe his contacts with the “channel” of the
Urantia Book, who may have been a former stockbroker:
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and their relaconship 0 UFOs. The reporc was based on the
“confessions” of two convicts who latr cscaped from il were
recaptured, and “confessed” that their carlier statements had been
hoan In the proces, dosens of aw enforcemen agencies i many
states, as well as such federal agencies as the FBI and che Bureay
of Aleohol, Tobacco, and Firearms of the Treasury Deparcmen,
had ben pulled into the investigation. The report is of incercst, ng
macter what dhe true nature of the “confessions” may be, because
it shows that the public i starting o place UFOs, mutilacions,
and fiinge sects of various kinds into the same mental caregory
Furchermore, it reveals both the degeee <o which informers why
Feport 10 law enforcement agencies have infilrated the varions
groups involved, and the extreme naiveté with which investgations
of this scope and importance are handied,

“The reporc began with a statcment summarizing the experience
that the special agent in charge had had with murilacion cases, Ic
confirmed all the patcerns we have alrady observed in Chapter
9- About che time he concluded chese investigations, he became
aware of lwters written to authoricies by a prison inmate named
Albert K. Bankston. This man statcd chat he knew who the
mutilacors were; e said that they were members of 2 Saranic
cult, and that he wanted to assist in their arrest. However, he was
affaid of eprisals and asked (0 be ransferre to a Minnesota jal
He added that some mororcycle clubs were heavily involved in
these operations, which included human sacrifice.

single generation behavioral changes that might otherwise take 2
hundred years to complete. IFthis is the contribution of the UFO
phenomenon, then we are in fact dealing with one of history’s
major transicions.

Dugan added that
animals were also killed by means of tranguilizer pellcs, and that
the culdists ook care to misguide investgators:

When “the Occule” began to plan an increase in its human
mutilations, Dugan said he decided to get out.

Out of these hills came a white
light, and it moved up and began to come in our direction. An
sirplane coulda't have turned the way it did; o we figured it vas
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The worlds geatess fauds, fukers, and impostors have operated
largey along prychic lins.. In every age the common peole have
been deceved no anly by sheie out-and-ous frauds and fukes, bus
o by varions asher piychic .

MONGTODAY's MoSTardentbelieversin flying saucers and their

occupants are thefollowers ofa religious philosophy expressed
in the Book of Urantia, a thick volume that was mysteriously
received in Chicago and printed for the frs time in 1955 by 2
subsequently formed “Urantia Foundation.” Uransia is the cosmic
name of the Earth. According to this system, it is “the six hundred
sixth inhabited world in the local system of Satania, situated in the
constellation of Norlaciadek, one of the 100 constelacions of the
Tocal universe of Nebadon.”

To an unbelicver, the amazing word structure of the Book
of Unansia appears to have all the carmarks of paranoia: the
consistency of its statements, the richness of its material, and the
fondness ic displays for neologism make it 2 monument to the
unchecked imagination of man. It defines, for example, three
orders of Paradise sonship, including one which is of Trinity origin
and “docs not regiser in a local universe.” If you are lost in chis
peculiar cosmology, take heart, for the unknown author adds (in
Paper 35),
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In his own statements Ivan implics that the SCC, his group, and
heir correspondents (ke myself) are going to play a great role in
the furure. He invitesall of us o become connected and share “our
information.” What information?

Beyond the common attitudes, the common belief in
transcendence, each group has its own particular set of scriptures,
its own method of “channeling,” and its own technical jargon. The
most complex 1 have encountered is the language of the Urantia
sect, which is widely developed in North Americe and the rest of
the world
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We enter 4 hospital room in Ansheim, California. A young
woman is speaking slowly in a hypnotic trance. She recalls an
amazing experience:

Tim lying on one of chose tables. Uh — that one that was
closest to me stll seems o be the one thar's in charge of
things. Uh — my heart is beating really fast because I'm
relly scared, even though he has communicated to me not
0 be afraid.

The hypnotist, a medical doctor witl
gendly urges her on.

long dlinical experience,

Gor...one of those machines for taking the blood. It like
ancedle on the long end of one of those tubes. So, i just
~ took it out real quick. Almost like a vacuum. And...his
fingers e kind of cold and clammy.

Another picce of data for the extraterrestrial file? Guess again.
“This young woman is a subject who has never seen a UFO. She
demonstrates chat the “abduction” expericnce i a constant that
hypnosis can trigger in almost anybody. This demonstration that
contactee expericnces can be induced comes from 2 professor of
Englishat California State University in Long Beach, Al Lawson.
Dr. Lawson and his colleagues selected “imaginary abductees”
from among unpaid volunteers recruited by campus newspaper
advercising, Those who seemed informed about UFOs and those
swho had had sightings were eliminated. The cight subjects finally
selected were hypnotized by a clinical hypnotist, Dr. William
C. McCall,

Seven of the cight subjects went into deep trance and were then
asked to describe what they saw as 2 UFO appearcd to them in
their ordinary environment, then as they went on board, met the
‘occupants, were examined by them, were given 3 message, returncd
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‘The law enforcement agencies in all arcas ried, understandably, to
prevent rumors from spreading and to issue reassuring reports. In
Utah, a vecerinarian on the staf of the Department of Agriculture
was told he would be fired if he announced his conclusion tha an
animal he had autopsied had dicd abrormally.

The murilation reports extended over Kansas, Nebraska, Towa,
South Dakota, Colorado, Oklahoma, and Minncsota during 1974,
The following year many cases occurred in Pucreo Rico at the same
time as UFO phenomena. According to engineer S. R. Lamarche,
who investigated many of these reports, the fist strange deaths
took place in February 1975. By April 9, the Assisan Secretary
of Agticulture, Mr. F. N. Rodriguer, statcd hat che problem was
occupyinghis department full-time, and the Federal Meat Inspector,
Mr. L. Fernandez, said the cause of death was unknown. Domestic
animals and poulcry were killed, as well as cows, sheep, and pigs,
apparently by stabbing wich a very sharp instrument. A biophysicist
at the University of Puerco Rico, Dr. Angel de h Sicrra, stared he
investigated a case where an incision had been made “similar to
wha is done in experimental surge

In one of the incidents in which UFOs were related to the
discovery of dead animals, a rooster was killed near the house of
Mr. Olando Franceschi, who works a the hospitalin Ponce. This
took place on the night of April 18, 1975, after he had observed a
dwarfish being that floated away from him. Fecling ic was going o
attack him, he tricd o hit the stange creature with a shovel, but
suffred temporary paralysis. When he came home in a distraugh
state, the police were called and an investigation was launched. A
group of independenc witnesses had scen the being (and had thrown
stones at ) the same night, and che next day two women observed
“a vivid orange light hanging stationary above their garage” near
Ponce. Afier about five minutes it rose silenly and moved away
behind the mountain, but around the whole arca where the object
had been, a glow remained visible. An interesting sequel (in the
light of the contact incidents related in the fist par of this book)
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and 1 oppose all actempts by defense counsel to seck the admission
of such examinarions.”

Among the reasons cited by the Department o Justice witnesses
against the admiss
observations: (1) there s no specific reaction that indicates
decepion; (2) apparent physiological indications of deceprion
may come from psychological factors; (3) the moral acitude of the
subject toward lying may affect the outcome; (4) the subject may
be able to fake responses by intensifying his reactions to control
questions; (5) aberration or inscability of che subject, (6) the taking
of depressant drugs, and (7) the physical circumstances, all affect
the subjecc’steaction. What s most important with UFO witnesses
is that 8) the complexicy and nature of the matrers discussed may
bias the recording, and (9) excessive interrogation on the subject
prior to the test and involvement in repeated UFO sightings affect
the accuracy of the results.

In 0o abduction case have the investigarors taken precautions
against these problems. The abduction experience and the contact
expericnce, which seem at first to suggest an extraterrestral source
for the UFOs, can resul, T chink, from decper, subtler, complex
processes of the human mind. These processes can be tiggered by
suggestion, hypnosis, drugs, and the physical tools of decepion.
Such deception could be the work of a higher form of intelligence
= or it could be the work of human beings.

‘The link becween the images of the UFO world and those
of human folklore resides in the psyche. The “rechnology” of
the UFOs is not designed to carry licde men from one physical
planct (o another. It designed, much more simply, o trigger the
already-existing imagery we are all carrying in our brains. It is
the imagery of Magonia, of intelligen beams of lighs, of dialogues
with strange ereatutes

Emerging fully armed into our lacal universe  like Athena
being born from Zeus's head — the UFOs do nothing more than
provide the physical support for our own dreams. We do che rest.
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regarded asa contactee. But how many religious movements started
in the same way?

For cvery individual who is openly identified as 2 contactee,
how many more have received what they regard as a “secrec
illumination”? It is apparent that the transformation they undergo
canstrikeatany place and atany age. Isit purely random, then, ordo
the UFOs select heir“vietims? Does it spread like an epidemic, or
does it develop like a psychosis? Although one group of contactees
was sudied in detail by sociologist Leon Festinger (in his book
When Prophecy Fail), we do not really know che answers t chese
questions, because t0o few of the contactees have been carefully
investigated. What we do know i thattheir ransformation releases
ideas that challenge established structures.

“The followers of modern UFO cults are often persons who, like
Gregory, have become disenchanted with science and technology.
Scientific reluctance t© consider valid claims of paranormal
phenomena is slowly driving many people to accept any claim of
superior or mysical contact. The voice of science has lied t00 ofcen.
Alarge fraction of the public has tuned it out completely.

The social sciences have not ye achieved an understanding of
the process by which new religious expericnces arise and new sects
become influential churches; also, revolutionary cultural changes
often appear at first (as the UFO sects do today) to be irational,
absurd, and contemtible. There is an historical paralll for chis
disenchantmene with rationalism. To the educated disciples of
Aristotle and Plato, many religious writings (such as the Apocalypse
of St. Jobn) must have looked like laughable tissues of delusions
unworthy ofscholarly cxamination. Aimé Michel,che noted French
auhor, has poinced out that none of these brilliant mindsspeculated
for a second that such “lunacy.” spreading among their
slaves, might eventually spell che end of the Classical World. In
the ninctcenth century, the religious establishment laughed when
a young man named Joseph Smith followed the orders given to
him by an angel of light named Moroni and founded the Mormon
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safely to the normal world, and thought about the way in which the
sighting had affected them.

The results of the experiments were shatering. Not only did
these “imaginary abductees” provide what Dr. Lawson clls ‘a
coherent, intriguing UFO abduction narrative,” but cheir stories

wete surprisingly similar to the most classic UFO abduction cases,
like those of Betty Hill or Charlic Hickson. When the hypnosis
transeripts were closely compared with those from “real” UFO
cases, the parallls became even more seiking:

Al of the imaginary subjects described many details which
are identical o ones found in the lieratue. These patterns
fange from the obvious (‘saucer-shaped) 10 rare and cven
obscure though wellesablished details of igh stangeness.

The study does not demonstrate that UFO. sbductions are
imaginary, or that hypnotic regression of witnesses is always
worthless. But it does show that many aspes of the experience
may originate in the witness's mind.

These remarkable experiments cast serious doubt on the
validity of the hypnotic regression to which many over-enthusiastic:
nvestigators have subjected UFO witnesses.

“But the lic-detector tests tell the whole story.” answer the
spacecraft believers. After all, what could be more scientific and
rlizble than a “psychological stress evaluator” or a polygraph
operated by trained personnel, cercifid by an aceredited
professional organization?

Before accepting such sutements a5 “evidence ufologists
should get better information on the relabiliy of le decccrors, for
‘cxample, by reading the report by the Committee on Government
Operations entitled “The Use of Polygraphs and Similar Devices
by Federal Agencies.” Testifying before Congress, experts from the
Deparcment o Justce explained why U.S. atcorneys were instructed
“notto seck the adission in evidence of polygraphic examinations
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the useful cells of a large body called Humanity. A cell in
the foo docsnt have to say whether or not the hand should
pick up an object. The brain decides, and if the objoct
is good, che cell in the fooe will profic by ir.. A world
goverment and a new monecary syscem must be created.
Asingle anguage will srve to unify the planet.

(It s curious 1o find such chemes under the pen of a conractee in
Clermont-Ferrand, since the same theories are advocated by Mr.
T. in his California mansion.) Finally, che military service must
be discontinued in all countris. Then the Elohim will come back
0 che Earch, and chey will give us the benefic of theie superior
science. If, on che other hand, Man remains aggressive, then they
will wipe out our scientific centers, as they did once with Sodom

and Gomorrah.

Having returned home afer the last mecting, Vorilhon surveyed
his notes and “realized the immensicy of the mission that he had
been given.” He decided to go shead anyway, and even to ignore
those who would make fun of him as an “illuminated one” He
reflected thac It i betrer o be an illuminated one who knows than
an enlightened man who doesnt”

To those who disbelicve his message, he would simply answer:
“Look at the sky, and you will see more and more apparitions that
neither your scientists nor your milicary will be able to explain.”

“The key to Vorilhon's appeal i that he brings a simpl, or rather
a simplistc, solution to our worrics. He confesses this himself in
the conclusion to his book:

All these revelations have brought me such well-being
and such an inner peace, in this world where one docsn'e
know what t0 believe any more, a world where professional
scendsts cannor provide a precise enough explanation of
our origin and our goals. In the light of these revelations,
everything is cleared up and appears simple
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“Very often ...chat’ the least you could say”

“Why did you come?”

“Today I come to speak o you.”

Vorilhon proceeds to tell us the sory of his encounter with the
glowing child, ollowed by severalsessions of note-taking under his
supervision. The story s naive, absurd; it reads like a space opera
weitien by a cwelve-year-old.

“Why did you pick me?”

“For many reasons. First we necded someone who lived in 3
country where new ideas are well-teceved. France is the country
where democracy was born, and her image on the entire Earch is
that of the land of freedom.”

“The pilot added that Vorilhon had also been selected because he
wasa free chinker without being anireligious. He was not ascientist,
and cherefore “would explain the thing simply without complic
ic” He wasnit a professional write,cither, and thus “wouldn't make
‘up convoluted sentences that most people wouldn'e be able to read”
Finally, chey picked him because he was born in 1946, afrer the firsc
atom bomb,

“The visicor t0ld Vorilhon to come back the next day and to bring
alonghis Bible. They had halfadozen meetingson successive mornings,
and the lccle man gave Vorilhon his new name, “Racl” During these
mectings, Vorilhon-Rael claims that he reccived commentaries on
the most significant parts of the Bible. He gathered his notes in a
book, privately published by “Message Editions” in 1974, encided
The Mesage Given by the Extraterrstrial. It rells  suange le of
Man's creation by scientists of an advanced space civilization who
later disagrecd on our developmen, chus splictng the gods into a
‘camp led by Jahwieh and one led by Satan. We are now living the Lasc
Days of an Age. In order to make further progress, we need to make
drasic politcal changes.First, we must wipe out democrcy:

You must eliminate elections and vores that are complerely
ill-adaped to the current evolusion of mankind. Men are

his delightful robots who, he says, “submitted to all my desires”
Vorilhon docsn' explain any of the contradictions in the story. Why
would the Elohim want us to destroy democtacy aftr selecting
as a prophet a man born in France, “the country of democracy
and freedom”? Why would they use for an insignia such a human,
erretrial symbol as a swastika inside a Star of David?

We should look for an answer in the direction the phenomenon

itselfindicates: it has human lemenes; yetsalien to s.Ieis physical in
appearance; yetialso behaves ke a projecion from the unconscios.
T suggest that ic epresens a technology, like the tlevision set, that
manipulates the perceptions of the human mind. One is tempred
1o say that Vorilhon might have had an initial experience, and that
he laer hallucina

ed the dialogue with the pilot and the subscquent
encounters. Hallucination is 2 big, word, however, and implics
chac noching in the experience was real This is not my inention
Whatever the technology, i the efect that is interesting. The new
man Vorilhon, ike other contactees, i out to change the world.
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What Vorilhon expresses here very well is the geave danger of
contactee belief: an unquestioned faith in external intervention
thatwillbring simple answers to mankind. Hiclers “final solution”
for humanity vas cqually simple. The themes are fam

(1) People don't know what o believe any more, because sience
and education have made it imposible to continue worshipping 2
“Good God with a long white beard.”

(2) O che other hand, science and education have brought no
real answers 1o the decper questions in our minds: where do we
come from? Where are we going?

Vorilhon's illumination has brought him an answer which is all
the more convincing because i restson feith alone. The ltle man has
instructed him to stare buikling a mansion or the reruning Elokirm
Vorithon hasappealed t pablic support on French radio and elevison,
and has atracted some followers. Now he waits for the Angels.

Vorilhon gave a public lecture in San Francisco in December
1976. A group of about 150 people paid $3 cach 1o attend. By the
time Vorilhon had described the detals of his trip to the planet of
che Elohim, a reporter bserved that “five persons had stomped out,
and three elderly ladies had lapsed into soothing snooses.” They
missed che bathtub episode.

Inhis new book, Beings From Outer Space Took Me to their
Planes, Vorilhon writes:

1 put on my belt and found myself carried in frone of
the apparatus used to make robots. When I was seated, a
splendid-looking dark-haired.girl appeared in the three-
dimensional luminous cube. My robor asked me if 1 liked
her and wished to have different shapes or a modified face.
Tcold him I found her perfect.

‘The machine produced five more girls, and they accompanied
Vorilhon to his place, where he had an unforgertable bath with
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‘When we invaded Germany, a lot of hardware fell into our hands,
but the Russians had gotcen most of the good stuff. Then people
started sceing the modern UFOs in Sweden in 1946.”

He leancd back and lit a cigarete, leaving me with a thousand
quesions. Why did he bring n the Germans and thei screc weapons?
Tewould be absurd to suggestsuch devices could explain UFO:s

“Nobody seems to have documented that period, Major," I told
him o stimulate his recollections. *General James Doolitdle was
sent to Sweden by the United Statesin 1946, apparently under cover
of che Shell Corporation. In fact, he wes to investigate the ‘ghost
rockes' with the Swedish authoricies. Whatever came of that?”

“His conclusions have never been revealed” answered Major
Murphy with a igh chat seemed to say, I only the Pentagon could
calk!

“One area
where you must realize a lot of research had already been donc
in great secrecy by 1946 concerned mind control and the cffects
of electromagnetic radiation (what we now call ELF, or Extemely
Low Frequency) on the human body."

“And what does that have o do with UFOs o with rockets, or
secrec weapons?” Lasked rather brusquely.

He took my outburst with patience. “On the surface, ifyou just
ook at a few isolated cases, like scienists arguing about UFOs,
well, | agree it doesn't mean anything. Bue suppose somebody had
obuained a device by the end of the war, which perhaps wasn'ta very
effective weapon.

The vagina had been cur,
Zoo director Dan Davis stated, “There is no doubt the animal was
matilated with some sort of sharp instrumen handied by man.”!
Addicional details were given by EI Paso County Coroner Dr.
Raoul W. Urich: “The cutting was done ncarly, cleanly, obviously
with a very sharp cutting instrument. The disscetion ws of the
ype that would eliminate any type of predator” Noting that the
hide had been removed without puncruring the dssue underneath,
be added, “Ic was better chan 1 could do f 1 were trying, It was
eally an expert job."*

Tewas an expert job, bu even more remarkable was an incident
that had occurred on July 6, 1975, next to the NORAD entrance
gt ncar the unmarked NORAD road (which is not shown on
most road maps). The entire area isa miliary resrvation, and every
few fece chece are signs warning that “VIOLATORS WILL BE
PROSECUTED TO THE FULL EXTENT OF THE LAW." The
muilacion was “standard.” It was a cow due to calve in two months,
Sge. Robert Stone of the Sheriff's Offee “culed out the possibiiry
that the scx organs were removed by  coyore.”*

There are other indications supporting Mr. Smich's chesis
that the mutilators’ purpose s to send a message to the milicary
and the intelligence communitis. Many of the carcasses appear
o have been dropped from che air. In onc reporr, a large bull
s found with all four legs broken. Other animals were found
outside an intace fence. Two cows murilaced in Park Couney
were found in a pasture with a padlocked gatc, not in the pasture
whete che owner had Iefc them. Sheriff Norman Howey said
they “couldn't possibly have been where chey were found unless
they had been dropped from che air™* The carcasses showed
evidence of internal pressure from the fall, Furchermore, some.

(0 me, of course as an individual seentist. | have often stated, and
Y saill believe today, that UFOs are real and technological. When I
ay that it doesn' matter whether they ar real or not, | am speaking
of theie social impact.

You can find scholars who will “prove” to you that the
supernatural powers of Jesus Christ never existed. You can alo find
scholars who will “prove” to you that they did exist. Does it matter?
Of course nor! It only macters o the experts, who have staked their
academic reputations on cither side of the argument. The effcts of
the belcfin Jesus, he impact of the doctrine based on the story of his
life and death, ar real enough. Socially, istorically,the consequences
are beyond question. | caim that the same now applics to fying
Saucers because enough people believe in them, enongh people believe
that contact with them s possible, and enough people cven believe that
they have secrely achieved such consact.

In 1967, Condon and his team could have done a serious
scientfic study of UFOs, but they didafc. Now it is to0 late for
science. The social, historical, and political conscquences of the
spreading belief in the contact with space are here, and they are
seal, no matter how ludicrous and bizarre they may appear. In fact,
the more ludicrous and bizarre they appear, the more effctive they
are as subliminal seduction and as other forms of psychological
control, and subliminal seduction is exactly what we are dealing
with here.

The belief in UFO contact, and the expeccation of visitation
by beings from spacc, is promoted by certain groups of people
who are responsible for advertising UFO contacts, for circulating
faked photographs (often in connection with genuine sightings),
for interfering with witnesses and researchers, and for generating
systematic “disinformation” about the phenomenon. We may find
that they belong, or have access, to military, media, and governmenc

circles. In these gamesitis not clear exactly which side is nfiltrating.
the orher.
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‘The Manipulacors... [ have given this name to the hypothetical
agents who might cause the UFO contacts and engineer their
effects. Everyhing now ceners on their rol, their identity, their
designs. Who could they be? Alien beings coming from the end
of the galaxy? Psychic entities from the “other side”? Automira
controlled by some nonhuman consciousness? Holographic
nightmarcs? But pethaps we are looking far away for something
which is right under our nose: could they simply be human?
Could they be masters of deception so skillful that they plan to
counterfeic an invasion from space?

Itisnoedifficult tosce that the same themesare running chrough
the whole puzle. Many contactees, for example, mention Adantis.
If our self-seyled “space brothers” need such a prehiscoric pedigree,
is it reasonable 10 expect chem to come from some far-away star?
‘The real answer is both more mundane and more frightening:

Beyond the atsention of academi sience, blow the dignity of
official history, shere are groups, culss, and secs that serve as
“leading indicators” of mass movements.

‘The myth of contact is such a leading indicator.

T ook all my papers one day and drove to the house of Major
Murphy, who had advised me 1o pursue my research of the contactee:
groups. We quickly agreed that the popular idea of fiying saucers
from outerspace lefe muuch to be explained. The Major, who was still
closely following government-funded rescarch on parapsychology
in the U.S. and seemed well aware of similar advancesin the Soviet
Union, suggested that the UFOs migh nor be spacecraf, but what
he called “psychotronic devices.

“In 1943, he said, as we sac in his study, “we already had
evidence that several countries were working on circular aircrafc
that they hoped (o develop into secret weapons. The Germans were
also doing advanced research on controlled clctrical discharges and
“controlled lightning and tried to combine these things together.

Some of the
carcasses showed evidence that 2 standard autopsy procedure, the
Rokitansky technique, had becn used; it consistsin the removal of
the viscera as an integral unit. Coyotes and delusionary spirals do
not use the Rokitansky technique

Tn Colorado, there was a concentration of murilation incidents
in Elbere County, very near some of the world's most sophisciated
milicary installations; these include Ent Air Force Base, Fort Carson
Army Base, Peterson Airfield, Lowry Air Force bombing range,
the US. A Force Academy, the Buckley Air National Guard and
Naval Air Station, the Rocky Mountain Arsenal (where nerve gas
s manufaccured and stored), and the Rocky Flats, where H-borb
riggers arc assembled.

Noring the impressive display of advanced technology in the
vicinity, Frederick Smith writcs:

The capstone of all chis, and uliimarely of all U.S. military

In 1967 Iwasvisitingthe Universityof Colorado physics department,
1 had lunch with Professor Condon and the staff of his recently
organized committce for the sudy of UFOs. They had just received
half a million dolars from the U.S. Air Force to find out whether
e were being visied by extraterrestrials.

1 told Condon that I believed the problem of UFOs could be
solved scientifically. He replied that he wasn't so sure: “It could be
something like the existence of God,” he said, “a problem about
which science has nothing o say.”  disagree with hat view: Science
could have analyzed the observarions and reached a conclusion
then. But it may be too lte now.

Professor Condon and his team, who had been picked because
they were presumably impartial and unprejudiced, went on to write
2 report stating that no evidence cxised for the realcy of UFOs,
‘The report was revicuwed and approved by the National Academy of
Sciences in 1969, leaving the field of UFO rescarch wide open for
charhtans and hoaxers of all kinds. In Man the Puppes: The Art of
Controlling Minds, published in 1925, Abram Lipsky reminds us of
a thought of Willian

IF he wanted to pick an outright duffer for a scientific
rescarch he would take a student who was impartial and
unprejudiced. An emotional urge, even if it be only pride
in a preformed opinion, is necessary to give the push to
incellectual actviey!

It has taken slmost ten years for serious researchers o begin
challenging the Condon Repor. The controversy s more lively than
everas increasing numbers of young scentiss of the “UFO generation”
wonder sbout the realicy of UFOs and cagerly look for an answer.

1 have long pondered chat same question. ‘The answer 1 have
formed is a disturbing one. It can be expressed very simply: i docsn's

“Alot of people go involved. Industrial concerns. Laborstories
engaged in psychotronic rescarch.

“Ifs hard o believe that these techniques would alrcady be
applied on this kind of scale” 1 said

“Dorit you read the newspapers? Don'tyou follow publications
‘on mind control? The miliary has been using this kind of echnique
for years™

He pulled out of a il a series of New York Times clippings
beginning in 1977. It described part ofa U.S. project which spanned
35 years and involved hypnosi, narcoanalysis, clectronic brain
stimulation, and the behavioral effects of every physical vibration
known 1o science, from ultrasound to microwaves. He showed me
a book enticled Operasion Mind Control, in which W.H. Boware
describes his meeting with 2 young man who had just recumned
from a tour of duty with che Air Force. He suffered from amnesia.
Like many UFO contactes, he remembered vaguely thar he had
had a good time, but couldn'cdescribe in detal where he had been.
Afier many cherapy sessions, he began to recall pareof is activiies
He had served, it scemed, on a military committce in Vietnam. He
had dreams in which he was standing at a long table on a beach,
with Communist offcers on one side and Americans on the other.
Although the discussion was heated, nothing was written down.
His assignmenc was o remember everything that was said. He
had been crained for total recall...chen hs entire memory of these
assignments was erased like a magneric cassetrc.
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mutilaced animals were discovered in ponds, seraddling ditches,
wedged beoween large rocks, o ying bloodlessly next to large
recs at places inaccessible even to helicopters. Sometimes the
mucilations are clearly “signed.” Sheriff George Yarnell of Elbere
County is quoted by F. Smich as saying that his “most memorable
case” was one in which an udder was “neatly cleaned out, leaving
only che skin, which s then tightly packed wih several gallons
of sand.” In other cases, organs were cut out and efc on top of the
carcass. Perfect squares or circles were taken from the hide. In one
incident a salpel had been lefi behind; it was an ordinary article
of military surplus

‘The stage was sct for new auempts to explain the facts
‘The *“delusionary spital” theory clearly did noc hold up, and
someching better had to be found. As cach new hypothesis
became more complex and more incredible, a specter began
o ise. It gave the whole idea of “contact” with friendly space
brothers another deadly blow. It froze the blood of the belicvers,
and ic gave the skeptics some interesting new items to think
about. But more than anything elsc, it challenged the law
enforcement commanity.

For a long time, UFO believers have wondered why so litcle
recognition has been given 1o the problem by high government
levels. They speculated that our leaders thought the public was
not teady o learn “the truth,” which, in their eyes, consisted in
the fact that an alicn space invasion was taking place. 1 find it
difficult to believe in tha kind of a cover-up. It seems to me that
the intelligence community has only two good reasons to hide
the truth about such & phenomenon: either it s secetly causing ic
forts own purposes and doesn't want the phenomenon cxamined
100 closely (as in the case of its own deception operations)s o it
simply docsn't know the answers. Since the fist rule of any secret
agentis 1o always appear (o know everything, the so-called UFO
censorship may be more of a bluff than a cover-up. This suggeses
a particular meaning for the message. Dropping a muti
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saw the phantasms of their own imagination. Did somcbody test
ehac kind of a device in Sweden in 1946, and in the States in 1947,
and fnd it to be incffective as a fying machine, but very useful as a
means of propaganda? Has such a group already understood what
UFOs were, and are they confusing the issue by simulating UFO
waves? Oris the entire phenomenon under their control2”

“You cannot mean that, Major.” I got up and took from a shelfof
bis well-organized libary the Book of the Damned by Charles Fors.
“Many of the typical ticks of what we now call UFOs have been
described in the journals of bygone days, collected by this man...”

“Wait,” said Murphy. “Things are rarely so simple, my fricnd.
Tam only trying to caution you, so you will nor spend your time:
chasing dreams. There is 2 UFO phenomenon, and there have
been contacrees claiming intimate knowledge of it since time
immemorial. But there is also a capabilicy to creace artificilly
both the UFO sightings and the effects reported by contactees
Furthermore, there is a possibilcy that some group has already
understood the whole puzzle...”

“Solved the UFO problem?”

“Yes. You need to face all the possibilites. You have to draw
the consequences. Someone may have solved the problem. Peshaps
there is an elegant solution  multidimensional ravel, and it is
being applicd. Tam nota physicst. You should ask your theoretician
friends what they think. T can only tll you that silent, disk-shaped
fying machines can be built. If they are cquipped with the right
devices, they can create astonishing effects and be reported as flying
saucers. 1 wish I sill had my fles on the German experiments.”

Supposicions, I thought. Assumptions. We're going to need more
than that 1o explain the UFO problem. “Major, 1 can'tbelieve that
some Nazi group had managed to survive secredly with this kind of
technology in its power”

“Who says anything about the Nazis? | am suggesting that other
groups have become involved. Germany was simply a licle shead of
other people. You have V2s in 1944, and you have the Ads rocket

the potential for exploitation and manipulation by deceprive groups

Thelieve that UFOsare physically real. They representa fantastic
technology controlled by an unknown form of consciousness. But

T also believe that it would be dangerous t jump to premature
conclusions about thei origin and nature, because the phenomenon
serves as the vehicle for images that can be manipulated to promote:
belief systems tending to the longterm transformation of human
society. I have tried to identify some of the manipulators and to
highlight their actvities, which range from apparently harmless
hoaxes such as the false professor George Adamski's mectings with
Venusian spacemen to bloody expedicions that have lictered the
American landscape with the carcasses of mutilated animals. | have

found disturbing cvidence of dangerous sectarian acrviries linked
to conaliarian philosophics. The case with which journalists and
even scientists can be seduced into indiscriminate promotion of
such deceptions s staggering, Inthe context of an academicattitude
that rejects any open investigation of paranormal phenomena, such
fanatical conversions must be expected. For me, that is only one
‘more reason for an independent thinker to remain vigilant against
false ideas and simplistic policical notions planted by those I have
called che “Messengers of Deception.”
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Giving me time o absorb this information, Major Murphy
gestured toward the nores I had compiled on the UFO contactees
and their sects

“You have assembled case histories on rather interesting
roups. Don's misunderstand me, hessd. 1 am not suggesing
that secret agents are going around the world giving these
thousands of people. individual suggestions to see UFOs.
As we found out when we began developing the science of
propaganda during the last war, you don't need to do all that.
A few well-placed stories, a well-planned program publicizing
sensaional incidents, will do marvels. The contactees arc being
manipulated. And I chink we should not look in outer space for
the Manipulators.”

“Where would you look?™

“Right here, on Earch,” said the Major, with the satsfed ir
of a mathematics professor who has succeeded in proving an
especially vexing cheorem. “The best place to start looking for
them is among some of the occult groups. Such organizations
are an ideal place for a clever individual to exercise his influcnce,
because they are ignored by the intellectuals, by those who call
themselves ‘scientific investigators. They are afraid of looking
silly if they join the Order of Melchizedek: what will the Dean
say when he finds out!”

We both laughed. 1 knew thac Murphy was righ on at least
that point. The professional scientists were so insecure tha they
would thunder against any one of their number who dared to read
occult books and admit it or who got initated into the Order of
Melchizedek...wichout clothes, in somebody’s hot tub.

“Look at what you have already found. You have here many
contactee stories that appear meaningless or foolish at firse,
continued Murphy. “Yer they contain explosive ideas: poliical
control from a so-called ‘higher level’s social unification;
resistance to nuclear energy; transcending traditional religions;

climination of the current financial system. Keep looking. You
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animals, slaughter sheep and cows, and remain undeccted, could
anything be done to stop this madness? Who was responsible? And
what purpose was served? As with many UFO encounters, the
mutilacions carried a message. In the United States,they seemed to
cell miliary auchorcis, with their radar and computers, “Sec how
helpless you are; see how obsolete your technology is!”

‘The Calling Cards

Aman named Frederick W, Smith, wholivesin Colorado, hasoffered
the only interpretation of the mystery that, among everything |
have read on the subject, makes sense to me. He wites, very simply,
“Somcone has been delivering 2 message to the American people,
0 the government,the intelligence community.” The information
amassed by Mr. Smich is coherent and quite impressive. Most of
it comes from the area where he lives, right in Colorado, It leaves
fac behind the “delusionary spirals” of the social scientists, and the
soothing “predacor theory” of the Public Relations boys.

Governor Richard D. Lamm flew to Pucblo on Monday
aftcmnoon, Sept. 4, 1975 (accompanied by John Maclvor,
director of the Colorado Bureau of Investigation), to confer
with the executive board of the Cartlemen's Association
about the muilations, which he called “onc of the greatest
outeages in the history of the western catle industry.” The
Governor of Colorado added, It s no longer possible
blame predacors for the mutilation:

Leary had recorded in jail. Actually, they weren't meant
10 be relased. The prison psychiatris had undertaken a study of
Leary, and the whol thing had gotten out of hand. Did the tapes
belong to the State, to the psychiarrist, or to Leary? There was a
complicated legal battles the tapes got out. We were going to hear
them as soon as evecyone was there.

People kepr arciving. They sat on pillows. You couldn't reach
the kitchen for a glass of water without stepping on the tocs of
longlegeed, anned California girls or knocking the pipe out of
bearded physicists mouth. When the tape started playing, there
must have been thitty people in the room. Many had driven from
San Francisco, Berkeley, Stanford.

Many people around us today are preparing to greet i with delight,
even if that means falling under the control of forces they do not
understand.

They can
pave the way for dramatic changes.

It is a common mistake t0 assume that contactees are always
iresponsible crackpots or elderly mystics. A case in point is 2
young man named Gregory, whom I used to know as a systems
programmer with one of our leading “think aanks” He quic his job

o form a psychic center. He is now publishing a newsleter devored
0 his experiences with higher enticis; he believes that, in so doing,
he follows the elepachic instructions of a superior force. Some fecl
that he has found a new moral framework based on revelation.
Others argue that he i the victim of a delusion that could spread
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involves the serics of messages this man heard “inside his head”
duting the following days. They were warning mankind of disaster
wnless people stated saying more prayers!

Other countries expericnced the phenomenon. In 1975 there
were incidents in Ontario, and in 1976 in Quebec, Canada. In the
spring of 1976, according o information received bya Texas research
group.’ two.horses were found in a snowbank near Wildwood,
Alberta. The uterus and lef cye had been removed from each one.
‘The only tracks or marks resembled bird prines. The carcases were
allegedly flown 10 Winnipeg for analysis. The same group reports
cases from Brazil, Bolivia, Sweden, Austraia, and Scotland.

In April 1977 simila cases were reported n France, i the Vosges
region. The cpisode began with the slaughtr of 34 shecp in a single
night at Vericres and eight shecp at Vomecoure. In one wek the
otal number of dead animals included 61 shecp and one deer.

Hunters and soldiers were deployed in the area, including troops
of the 43rd Regiment and forest rangers. In spie of their extensive
searches around the clock, the unknown agent saon killed another
five sheep in Rambervillers.

‘The local police attributed the deaths to a wolf - and a hungry
lile bastard it musc have been. In a single nigh, early in May
1977, killed another eight sheep in Jessarupt. Some of the deaths
ook place in felds and pastures surrounded with bacbed wire.

In lace Seprember, two sheep were killed near Epinal. They were
the only survi

s of the carlier slaughter on the same property;

In France, as in the United States, some of the cases actually
were the work of wolves (a wolf was killed in Lozere, but that area
is 500 km south of the Vosges episodes).

They would offr the space effort ~ and all it atcendant industrial
technology - a new purpose in lfe. They would rescuc Western
civilization from its acute spiricaal malaisc. They would help
ceanscend poliical emotions and pave the way to the unification
of that enormous cconomic markerplace: Planet Earth. Take these
possibilities into c

sideration, and you will begin to understand
why the idea of life in space is no longer a simple sciend
speculation but a social and political ssue as well. Sensing chis,
the milicary authorities have tried t0 stay away from it as long as
possibl.

‘The psychiatist remarked that Leary's ideas seemed o differ
from Eastern philosophics, which assume that the body, including
the cencral nervous system, is not the individual. How did he come
o develop a diffrent philosophy?

Leary said he wasn' sure it was so diffrent, buc as a scientisc
he had never wandered away from concepes that could be localized
and reproduced: 1 don'sbelieve in mushy Hindu heavens.” he sid,
adding that che psychiatrse was talking ke a human being.

“This is by no means the first ime that the supposed origin of
“fying saucers” has been revealed, either by the ufonauts themeelves
ot by deduction from che words of the witnesses. In cach case the
witness scems genuinely sincere and believes in the “revelaions.”
Butin cach case these “revelations” contradice whac all the other
contactes are saying!

‘The history of such identification goes back o the days of the
1897 airship, whose occupants invited witnesses to come with chem
10 "aplace where it doesntrain.” On onc occasion, asked where they
were from, the scrange pilots replied: “We're from ANYWHERE,
but we shall be in Cuba tomorrow!”

“urip” controlled and guided by a system of which we have no
clear idea as yet, @ system that acts on human consciousness (the
Soviets use the term “psychotronic” to designate such devices),
rather than one that is purely physical. The symbols it uses are
enginccred to have certain effects. Those who experience these
effects, like Betty Hill, snap our of she objective reality where
ordinary perceptions apply. They develop alernasive mental
fealiies to cope with these amazing new perceptions. Some
succeed, some fail. In the process they become believers in
strange powers beyond the rcalm of man. They become the tools
of the very system that has destroyed their former self. In turn,
they begin to change the social realicy around them.

Not only have these issues continued to simmer under the
surface while UFO believers basked in their benign expectation of
aliens from the stars, buta veritable mass conversion has taken place
‘among the public and the media clite. The belif in extraterrestral
vistation is practically taken for granted among wide scctions
of the population, and especially among the young. While the
hypothesis of alien contact is an exciting one, justfied on the basis

asked me, “from such people who are untrained in science? The
American public is naive and gullible, bombarded by Hollywood
with sensational publiciy for science-fction movics. Such crazy
movements and cults would never have a chance in France.”

“The French rescarchers place in the same bag the UFO cu
and the scientists who rescarch. parapsychology. Incervi
French space expert Claude Poherin 1978, for cxample, the popular
magazine Paris-Maich made this incredible statement:

An Ohio schoolteacher named Marjorie Fish has now added
another chapter o this great quest by constructinga model of known
sunlike stars and matching it to 2 map that Becty Hill saw inside
the flying saucer. I is his model chat indicates to many authorities
among the UFO believers ~ men like Scanton Friedman and Dave
Saunders - chat che saucer which abucted the Hills hailed from
Zeta Rescul

Marjoric Fish visited Betcy in 1969 t0 get more informaion about
the map. Betty told her that she drew the map under posc-hypnotic:
suggestion in 1964. She remembered it 1s 2 fat, chin display giving
an impression of depth. Since she didnt move while viewing it, she
couldnt tell wheeher or not i was truly three-dimensional or just
flat like 2 televison screen.

It would be a lot
more interesting o ask the computer to place tself in succession at
each of the millions of possible space viewpoints, and to calculate
how many would give a “good” it to che original map. To do chis
would require some definition of “goodness” and a ot of patience —
not o mention a ot of computer time.

Finally she exhibited a configuration of
16 wars that was very similar to the Hill map when seen from &
paticular viewing angle. An astronomy professor ar Ohio State,
Walier Mitchell, has recreated the model by using a computer and
has stated that he was “impressed.” David Saunders, a psychologist
formerly on the staf of the Condon Committee, now working for
Mathematica, Inc., in New Jersey, added: “I can find no major
point to quibble with in Marjorie Fish’s interprecation of the Betty
ill map.” In many lectures around the country, Stanton Fricdman
and others have shown slides of the model and che original map,
il ave impressed sudiences vith the resemblance, implying that
VKOs wete real spacecraft originating on Zeta Reticuli. People I
have spoken to after such lectures came away with the fecling that
e whole UFO mystey had a lat been solved. T believe they are
<ompleccly mistaken.

Before 1 present my side of the story, | want to state that |
hink Betty and Barney Hill eally saw a UFO and that something
unknown sopped their car and took control of their minds. They
were not lying, and they were not “nuts." 1 also think that Becey's
recollection of a star map is a fact, and not simply something she
invented. I base this opinion on similar sightings in which objects
have been described, often of very high symbolic value. These
objects generally refer to time (like a clock) or o space (like a map
ora compass). We ate no dealing here wich an isolated incident but
with a racher typical event.

The second poine T want to sress s the great value of Marjorie
‘s work. The similarity between her model and the computer
map is a tibute to her ingenvity and (o the accuracy of her work.
Recognizing that the witness s sincere and that the analyst
is accurace, we sill have two very important_problems before
us. Te is appalling to find that no one has raised them, and that
UFO “investigators” have been so eager to jump to & sensational
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secret doors on the Earth chat allow strange beings to cross over
the dimensions, bu I did not find any.

What I did find was the power of human imagination. Tn such
isolated, unfamiliar places, it doesn'e take much to create mystery,
and the slightest influence will amplify it. Bringing s
equipment (such as cameras, tape recorders, binoculars, and
radios) will only creae opporcunity for peculiar cffects. And the
more people in the group, th easicr it will b to give che seeengeh
of reality t0 a faine impression of mystery and danger. We drove
back 0 Los Angelesin a sober frame of mind. If UFO phenomena
continue 1o be observed in chat area, there will be no lack of
believers. Here again there is an opporunity for a new mythology

1 find another example of it in the remarkable story of Berty
Hill, who thinks she has located the origin of fying saucers, and
has convinced several scencists that they came from ouer spac.

A Star Map to Nowhere

Many UFO investigators have become very in recent
years because a witness of obvious sincerity, Mrs. Betty Hil,
had described what was believed to be the star map used by our
mysterious visiors. These investigators are convinced that the map
she saw inside the “Aying saucer” had guided the pilots to our solar
system.

N T LaST three years 2 new problem has been added to the lisc

of unresolved questions surrounding the UFO. phenomenon.
Much intense discussion has taken place among the believers and the
skeprics alike about this problem. 1 am referring t the many reports
of catle mutlations that are reported throughout the Western states,
often atthe same time and in the same area as UFO sighings. Are the
mutiations real, and are they caused by UFO occupants? | must admit
that I canno give a conclusive answer. | can summarize the fcts,
howeve, and show why they are reevant to the possible explocation
‘o UFO belies. Let me first remind the reader tha the three positons
people have taken about the mutilarions are asfolows:
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about the hundreds of reports of landings that have been made
around the entire world? We need to examine closely the so-called
“evidence,” to decide whether or not it contributes anything to the
“spacecraft theory.”

‘There Are Too Many Landings

“The first argument againse the idea of ying saucers as spacecrafi
lies, oddly cnough, in the large number of verificd, uncxplained
sightings. In my own fles I cureently have approximately 2,000
cases of close encounters from every country on Earch, many of
them involving occupants of various sizes and shapes. It may seem
that 2,000 cases in some 20 years s not a very large number, but
we are talking only about the cases that were actually reported. It
is possible to calculate how many landings this represents if,as the
contactees claim, UFOS are spacecrafi whose occupants happened
t0 be surprised by witnesses who wandered onto the scene as the
eraft was being repaired or as the crew was conducting some
exploration of our planec. To make this estimation we must take
into account chree factors: th rime of the sighting, che probability
that i will be reported, and the place of the event.

Most landings are reported 10 take place after 6:00 pan. The
frequency distribucions that my computer studies have disclosed
for cvery continent show this activity peaking ar about 10:30 pam.,
dectcasingsharply afierthattime, and ncreasingagain juscbefore dawn.

The answer i, about 30,000, We would
have to muliply the number of cases by a factor f 15.

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Munich, for example, right-wing newspapers accused che left of
having murdered and mucilted hostages who were members of
the occult “Thule Society” The hostages® sexual organs were said
©© have been severed before the hostages were shor. The story was
a fabrication, but it succeeded in convincing the farmers and the
middle class chat the executions had been the work of a “Jewish
conspiracy.” More than two hundred lefists were excecuted by May
5 in reprisal. Throughout the course of history, actual and faked
‘mutilations have been a tool of political terror for both the left
and the right. Such acts convey many symbols into the minds of
those who read about them, and evoke feclings of helplessness and
fear The countryside is especially vulnerable, isolsced as the ranch
houses are, under the night sky. If carle are found, inexplicably
cut by the knife of an unknown criminal, people are likely o feel
ancestral errors:

“Threatening and heavy his wings overshadow thee; Sacan,
imself,is hovering near!”

Such mudlation of cacdle has been systemacically carried out by
personsor forces unknown sinceabout 1974, aclase. The reaction of
local, state, and federal authoricies was usually swife but ncffectiv.
Many individuals and organizations have been suspected of having,
engincered che slaughter, but since no one has been arrested and
convicted for it, many farmers now assume that the perpetrators
wete cicher creatures from outer space or secret agents on the
payroll of the government agencies themselves. The problenn is well
worth a detailed examination here, not only because it involves the
same patterns as UFO landings, but because s social epercussions
follow the same general principles: incidents of high strangencss e
reported by credible witnesses; appaent “evidence” found at the
site twens out to be spurous, worthless, or misleading; authorites
become involved but fail © provide an adequate explanation; the
pressamplifiesthe mystery; hoaxers and curiosiy seckers complicare
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(1) the carclehave died nacurally and were mutilated by predators,
o were killed by a few isolated sensation-seckers;

@) there s an organization sccredly conducting large-scale
mutilcion of caele, cither as part of some witcheraft cul or a5 parc
of a scret government testing program; and.

(6) the murilations are caused by UFOs and their oceupans.

We must approach this new arca with caution. The accumulacion
ofdata seems to prove that many of the reported mutlations are real.
Many animals, small and large, ranging from rabbits to buffalocs,
have been killed mystcriously and have had some organs removed. In
studying chese reports, | have disregarded all cases where predators
could have been involved, and I have relicd on the original police
reports and on the statements given by state veterinarians and
‘county coroners about the nature of the wounds inflcted on the
animals. These documents disclose the fct that the mutilacions are
not of the sort that some youthful gang or witcheraf cult would be
likely t0 cause. They involve surgical techniques thar demand both
good anatomical knowledge and procedural skill. This restricts
considerably the range of possible suspects. In the words of a law
enforcement offcal in Montana: “Diligent and intensive research
by officers, asssted by pathologists, veterinarians, coxicologists, and
others, has failed to unravel the mystery.”

‘Weare entering new area where we must tread carcfully. Some
of the evidence may have been planted to mislead us into false
onclusions. The connection with UFOs appears especialy tricky
and, if proven, would sill not answer all our questions. Someone
could be simulating UFO events o curn the investigarore attencion
away from the real cause of the muilacion. Or it may be that the
mutilations are in fact the “next step” in the unfolding of a process
directly related to the UFOS;

In the arsenal of mass manipulation, few weapons are s cfec
asteor; and among the devices of the terroriss, few are as strking
as muciltion of people or animals. Here again, the conncction
with esotetic organizations is a familiar one. On May 2, 1913, in
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() November 14, 1954, Lola, Il A farmer named
Amerigo Lorenzini took cover when 2 bright,cigar-shaped
craftlanded near him. Out of i came three dwarfs dressed
in meallic diving suits. They spoke among themselves
in an unknown language while looking at the rabbits in
a cage. Lorenzini aimed his rifl at the intruders, but it
fiiled t0 fire, and he felt 0 weak he had to drop the gun.
Lorenzini saw the dwarfs take away the rabbits, and the
crafe departed.

(3) September 18, 1962, Barcelos, Brazil Three men working
i rubber plancation saw a large, disk-shaped object hover
ncar the river. It emitted sparks, and was silvery in color
and very bright. It eventually rose seraight up at high speed.
Cacle disappeared from the area

(4) Fall 1969, near Kansas City. Two women saw an
unidentified object come close to the ground and heard
the yells of an animal being slaughtered as the object took
off again.

As far as my fles extend, there are indications of peculiar effects on
animals wherever UFOs are scen: horses lfied from the ground;
dogs paralyzed along with their human masters. And we have the
claim that some of the animals have been taken away, o ket behind
as mutilated carcasses rotting in the sun.

Aman named Ancon Fitzgerald reported two srange xperiences
that ook place one year apact in the mid-sixtis. The firsc one
happened in the Natal midlands, in Aftica, as Fitzgerald and &
farm manager named Jock Marais were walking down  hill on his
property onc fine morning.

They saw “an eeric reddish glow” on the farm runway, about
200 yards from them. The ock of sheep in the runway paddock
were all standing in two one-third circles on opposite-sides of
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it fnally, academic researchers ssue “explanations” that witnesses
and knowledgeable investigators chrow into the garbage, but
which impress the scientific community enough o discourage it
from probing any decper into the real nature of the problem, The
ultimate tesult i 10 spread a feeling of anguish and unformulated
expectation throughout the area where the events have taken plce:
expectation of something dreadful tha will come from the sky,
something no one on Earth understands, something swift and
picless thac will eshape human lfe.

“The numbers chemselves are eloquent. In an 18-month period
before January 1977, there were 700 mucilations in 15 western
states. More than 180 cases occurred in Colorado alone in 1975,

Most cases have taken place under the same conditions as UFO
Landings: at night and in silence. Ocher characteristics have been:
70 cause of death could be determined; blood was drained from
the animals; specific organs were cur away; no traces or tracks of
the killer could be found; and no cfforts had been made to hide
the carcasses. In facr, as Mendocino Sheriffs Investigaror Baron
Hankes said, afier studying seven muilaced carele in Covelo,
California, becween November ‘76 and January ‘77, “It was like
someone wanted us to find chemn.”

‘The Slaughter Begins
First, a review of some older cases.

(1) January 25, 1953, Convay, South Carolina. A farmer
heard a commortion in his barn and observed an object ar
trectop level. It was about seven yards long and four yards
ide, light geay, lc up inside, and shaped like & half cgg
‘The witness fired his gun at the object. Numerous cattle
were found dead of unknown causes affer the sighting.
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“The records [ofthe Sheriffsoffce] are flled with numerous
reports of UFO sightings. In a number of case, the person
reporting the sighting was able o give officers  vivid
des ofthe strange crafi. These varied from a saucer-
shaped crafe or someching that looked like a giant pear, 1o
a large object that looked like a two-story building with
lights esembling windows.

‘There were two UFO landings on 4 ranch near Simms, Montana,
on December 8 and 9, 1975. The rancher’s wie and children saw
the obiject - a large white light with a red light on top — come to.
the ground in an area where the carcass of a calf, already dead
from natural causes, had been left on the gras, sbout a half mile
from the housc. When che object ascended, it seemed to roll on
its side and fy away toward August (west) at low level. The nex
evening it returned, remained about one minute, and lefe to the
east. The calf was found murilated.

Three officers went to the sice and examined the carcass.
They found chat the udder area had been removed: “The cut
marks around the wound were consistent with those found in
carlier cases chat pathologists had verified were made with a very
sharp instrument.”

Delusionary Spirals and Other Surgical Instruments

Many people still chink chat the cacele muilations can be
explained by natural cavses. In a state the size of Montana or
Texas, caudle die by the hundreds every month, and i is noc
surprising to discover carcasses that have been caten away by
predacors. James Stewart, an assistant professor of sociology
from the University of South Dakota at Vermillion, suggested
that belief in cattle mutilations was “the result of collective
delusion,” something we have already heard many times as the

‘The messages weze supposed to come from conscious beings who
traveld through time. There were certain places on Earth, they
claimed, which could serve as doors to other physical planes. They
used these places in cheir own travels. The purpose of the crystal
was 1o see through the time block: “We can mancuver through the
block to the various nodes.”

As the Toyora lef the paved road and headed up the canyon
past the old mines, | was reading the transcrips again:

‘You must srive o prepare a small group of people who can
work in the ream ofthe incomprehensible,

said the instructions, and our gaide had done just chat. At a curn
in the road we stopped, raising a cloud of dust from che scorched
ground. As it setrled we met six men who had driven carlir from
Los Angeles with sound equipment and cameras. The days of UFO
investigation on abicycle were gone, I noticed. The team assembled
here had three powerful trucks equipped with four-wheel drive.
‘Wit our lectronic equipment and communicaion gear, we looked
more like an Army scrke team than like a group of rescarchers
rying to verify some elusive psychic data. A last we neared the
place indicated by the transcript. We were within two miles of the
point it called “the node.”

We found nothing that day, although we climbed over hills
and racks, pecred into old mine shafts, and observed many tracks
in the desere. Everything was alive here. There was no peace.
Some of the mines we came upon were obviously still in use,
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the glow, looking toward it. “From our clevated posicion,” wrote
Anton Fitzgerald in the aviacion magazine Wings Over Africa, “che
sheep reminded me of iron flings on a piece of paper around a
magnet” The pinkish glow sarted rising vertically without sound.
Fitzgerald inspected the area, and noticed that one old sheep was
missing. He was reminded of the Zulu legend of “the Red Sun that
rises straight up into che sky after devouring some of the tribe’s
catdle” The Cherokee Indians have a similar legend of the Sun that
sises straight up.

The second incident withessed by Fitrgerald took place as
he was flying over western Texas. His companion, another pilot
named Jake Rugel, thought the object was a weather balloon
until he saw it climb straight up, with a pink glow which was
more intense in the center. In this case, too, animals had been
fascinated by the phenomenon. Whiteface Hereford steers on the
ranch of a man named Ted Lesle had stood in a semicircle in
the paddock. One of the older steers was missing, The case was
reported to Project Blue Book.*

The first case to be investigated offcially in che context of UFO
reports was that of “Snippy the Horse” in Colorado, in Scprember
1967. Nothing came of it, because the horse had been lefe there
100 long before sciencists arrived at the spor. There had been UFO
reports in the specific area where the carcass was found.

I 1974 and 1975 the cases began coming in a real wave,

In lace July 1975, on Ashlot Bench, north of Fore Shaw,
Montana, a murilated cow was found in the pasture, the teats cut
off with.a sharp instrument, che grass trampled down for nine fect
around the carcass. The farmer had scen a blinking red lightat the
spot on the previous night, and it had moved down the road. A
short dme lacr, 3 young boy saw a red light going chrough a field
which was inaccessible o vehicles (and no traces of a vehicle were

found). Two cows were missing and have never been found.
In the words of Captain Wolverton, the offcer in charge of
investigating such reports in Cascade County,

st the strengeh of their despair, and in the terrible heat they had
Iuil, dug, planted, and carved an environment for other humans.
Miraculously, some of their endeavors had even survived: down
in the valley we saw vast fields of alfalfa being irrigated by strong,
water sprayers.

Go and find erystal, but no machines, just pure crysal.

1 have before me a standard police repor form. It comes from
Texas. T s signed by Sherif Richards, of Cochran County, and is
dated March 10, 1975, at 12:30 p.m. The complainant is a resident
of the town of Whiteface. The “offense” lsted in the upper right-
hand corner of the report reads: Catde Muslation. The statemenc
indicates that, upon hearing the complaine, Sherff Richards went
o the scene and found the following.

About two miles over ina field wasa perfeccly round circle.

A team from Reese Air Force Base went (o the area and found no
abnormal adioactivity. The only unusual circumstances that were
elated o the case were frequent recen reports of UFOs i the area.

A when it i going down.
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Woundarics were marked with white pait. Twice we saw a car
driving in the distance.

I took pictures with and without the crystal at scveral
places that resembled the description of the “node” given in the
wanseripe. 1 got only pictures of the blurred landscape with its
twisted bushes and rock piles, but 1 came close to experiencing
the fecling of anticipation and excitement that gets hundreds
uf people to drive out into the hills and the desert in search of
dlien cruchs.

Oue expedition was not without its minor myscery. Driving
ligher into che hills overlooking Garlock, we found a mine
entrance shelrered from the great desert wind. There we discussed
the possible meaning of all this, and the remote chance that the
message might come from some real alien source. The most likely
explanation, of course, was that it simply came from our guide’s
unconscious; most automatie writing can be shown to have 3
purely psychological explanation. At tha moment there was the
sharp sound of a minor explosion behind me, like the popping
of a flash bulb being crushed. There were only two of us in the
entrance to the mine at thar moment, and nothing was found
that could explain the noise. As a mystery it did represent quite
an anticlimax after hours of climbing and driving and picking
up rocks and scrutinizing the sky and the bareen hillsides
But 1 could understand how the will o belicve cold turn the
smalles incident into a sign leading to other signs and feeding the
imagination uncil it conscructed vast space-operas.

Thad a more mundane eeason for going into the desert beyond
Mojave with my camera: someone had sent me a manuscript
claiming that he often caught UFOs on infrared film in the desert
skies. The photographs I took o try to dupliate chis effect did
show some dark spors, but they were quickly explained as being 3
result of the developing process. Perhaps there are flying saucers
that hover beyond the hlls where old mines are. Perhaps they are
only visible in the infrared range. Perhaps there are time-folds and.

“explanation” for UFOs. How can the ranchers be “deluded”
when they report muilated animals? ‘The sociologist in question
reports thats (1) they may be caugh in a delusionary spiral; (2)
they hope to collect money under the vandalism clause of their
insurance policy; (3) the animals may have been killed by people;
and (4) they may have been killed by wild dogs.

Al these explanaions are valid for a portion of the cases;
but chey are emphatically contradicted by much of the evidence
gathered by the police.

In Nebraska, Captain Vern Byler (Criminal Division of the
State Patrol) cited a case that his agency had investigated in
which he found evidence of deliberate muilation that could
not be actributed to predators. Similarly, in Texas, Captain W.
‘Wilson of the Texas Rangers stated that several cases he had
studied were classified as unexplainable. But they werc only the
tip of the iceberg.
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November 1968, France. A prominent doctor s two large dick-
shaped objects merge into onc, and the single object send a beam of
light in his direction. Ic vanished with a sorc of explosion, leaving a.
cloud chac dissipated slowly.

‘Consider what these sightings have in comman. In each case the.
so-called “spacecrafe” did not disappear by moving away, even ac
high specd. I¢ simply vanished on the spor, or it slowly faded away
like the Cheshire cat, sometimes leaving behind a whitish cloud,
sometimes also producing the sound of an explosion. In other cases,
UFOs have been reported to enter the ground.

T hardly need to point out chat chis behavior s contrary to what
physical objects do, and quite impossible to duplicate with our
current spacecraft technology. It is che behavior of an image, or
a holographie projection. Yet at other times the objects have lefc
material traces. There may be a machine involved, buc a machine
that remains out of view of the witnesscs, who see only what i is
projecting. When we go to the movies, we look at the objects and
the people on the screen; we do not stare at the projector. Sounds
and voices, 90, come to us from che screen, not from the
of the tape machine. Besides, a single physical machine (x camer)
can crigger millions of similar experiences in the people who watch
the resulting Slm projection. UFO events could be staged the same
Way, o suggest to us an impending incervention from outer space.

Most witnesses are not primarily reporing an object or a
crafi; they arc reporting a light, a massive, multicolored, intense,
pulsating light,  playful, fascinating, impressive, hypnotic ligh,
which is accompanied by strange sounds.

Howmuchdowe know from theavailablescientificlierature about
the effects ofsrong, pulsed, colored lights and other clectromagnet
radiations? Pitifully livcle. Unel chis arca is fully explored, we will
have to think about the “physics” of UFOs mainly in terms of the
withess' percepeions, not in terms of spacecrafe propulsion.
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Now, chis last figure does not begin to approximate the acrual
wmber of events, because we know from many independent studies
hat only one case in ten ever ges reported. Then we should have
ot 30,000, but 300,000 cases in our ilest But chis sil isn't the
whole story: most landings occur in unpopulated areas, away from
dwellings 1fche Earth's population were distributed evenly instead
of being concentrated in city areas, how many reporcs would we
lve? Again, taking a conservative muliplying factor of ten leads
us o the staggering conclusion that the UFOs, ifthey are spacccraft
engaged in ageneral survey of o planet, must have landed here no
fewer than three millon timesin two decades!

‘The Strange Physics of the UFOs

‘The following unexplained sightings have been extracted from
dozens of similar cases in my fles.

March 1954, Santa Maria, Brazil. A man observed two occupants
of a foorball-shaped craft who spoke in a strange langusge. The
crafe vanished silendy and inscanly.

June 1962, Verana, ltay. Following a UFO observation, a
woman was awakened by a fecling of ntense cold and saw a being
with a bald head near the house. She called other witnesscs, and all
saw the apparition shrink and vanish on the spot “like TV image
when the st is wrned off”

October 1963, Whidbey Iland, Washingion State. A middlc-
aged woman saw s strange craft wich three figures inside. It
ilted, partially sank into the ground, grew in size, and departed
with a flash.
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started trorcing towards the object, leaving the car lights
onand my engine running. 1 got about fifieen steps or so,
and [ happened to think I had a Kodak on the front seat,
and 1 would ke t0 get a picture. I hesitated just a second,
and while 1did, why, chis man that was dressed in miltary
faigues, which 1 thoughe was 2 master sergean...chi
nsignia was on his right arm, and he had a kind of cap.

‘The object looked like an aluminum airlner with no wings or ail,
and with no seams along the fusclage.

‘mph, judging by the barns it illaminated along its path across the
valley. It was the size of a cargo plane, but had no visible means
of propulsion. The witness was illed by a roomful of offcers ac
the Ai Force base. A truck driver down the road had obscrved the
same object.

‘Whoever hewas, the manin the bascball cap was o interplanceary
explorer. Whatever they are, the occupants are not genuine
extraterrestrial. This leaves us with few alernacives. Either they are
images created wichin the brains ofthe witnesses, possbly by remote
stimulation of the visual cortex (this would explain why contactees
Beuty and Barncy Hill disagreed on several decals of the occupants’
appearance), o chey are characters in a staged occurrence, actors in
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The UFO Creatures

Contactees tell us they have met the denizens of other planes.
In some cases the beings wrned out 1o be robots o dwarfs in
diving suits, but in most incidents they were humanoid, and they
<ould breathe our air. They walked normally on our planec. In
4 varicty of sightings they were accompanied by human beings.
Occasionslly, the occupants were complecely human and spoke
human languages.

However, visitors from outer space would not necessarily be
nan in shape. They would cercainly no breathe our air (for
of viruses). ‘They might have scrious problems wich the
Fareh's graviy.

You can push these objections aside, and assume hat the
visitors are advanced enough in genetic manipulation <o have
“grown” humanoid pilots for their spacecrafc. Perhaps they have
even kidnapped humans to breed space children destined to become
saucer-crew members. But even these outlandish assumprions fail
10 explain the facts.

AMORC says it comes from - you
guessed it ~ Adands. It was preserved all this time by Egyptian
priests and their descendants.

Whether or not there ever was a continent ot island of Alanis,
one ching i certin: some techniques used by occule groups have
indeed been preserved from the most ancient times. They include
excellent operating knowledge of hypnosis, suggestion, the laws of
forms, and their use fo riual and behavior control. The ancient art
of hypnotic control has been transferred to the halls of academe,
where it is used with caution and reluctance in the pychiatry
department; but for all practical purposes the awesome powers of
the shaman have gone the way of Gurdjieff and Alcister Crowley.

There are notable cxceptions. Hypnotic. techniques taught
to would-be Adepes occasionally play 2 role in publicy visible
events. In 1968 2 man named Sithan killed Robere Kennedy in
Los Angeles. Sithan was & member of AMORC. He had used the
Order's technique for selfhypnosis whilk preparing his role in this
tragedy. Raymond Bernard, 0, has used the technique often, but
for a different purpose: o obiain visions that would lead him t0
higher level of being, and would help him assume his role at the
head of a thriving, active, wealthy inteenational organization, with
members in all French-speaking countris, including large parts
of Aftica. Bernard, in turn, reports to the man who heads up the
Ocder worldwide, the “Imperator”

The Manipulators struck in 1967, Raymond Bernard was
contacted by a “superior being," who called himself Maha, and
who apparendly had extraordinary eyes, which, Bernard wrore,
reflected an entire universe. Bernard was convinced that Maha

could communicate through his eyes alone.!

Theiefirst meeting took placeatthe Carlton Horelin Amseerdam.
“The effects of  powerful suggestion were immediately noticeable,
for Bernard found himself standing before Maha, without being
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Adventures of a Grand Master

A few weeks after chis discussion with the Major, [ ran into
the fist indication thac there might be some merit o his idea
that occult groups are controlled by skilled manipulators, and
that it might cven shed some light on the UFO phenomenon. 1
found this indication in a book written by a Frenchman named
Raymond Bernard.

Bernard lives near Paris,in Villeneuve-St.-Georges. He heads
up the European branch of the “Ancient and Mystical Order of
the Rosy Cross,” one of the major organizations in the world
that claim o preserve and teach a genuine esoreric tradition.

“True adeprs of the Rosy Cross, i is said, are not of chis Earth.
They have transcended the bonds of time and space. They need
0 human structure, no Order, and no Raymond Bernard! They
reach this exalted state, however, by 2 sries of initiations that
organizations such as AMORC clim to preserve as a body of
“sacred knowledge.” AMORC teaches it throughout the world,
it cducational materal from it lavish headquarcersin San
Jose, California

I have my own conclusions about the nature of this process;
1 am nor blind to the fact that many such organizations serve as
cover for internacional cspionage. From John Dee and Casanova
o Aleiscer Crowley, occultists have often doubled as spics. But that
may not be the whole story. The fact isthar, as soon as we enter

domain, e find another hall of mireors where opporunities for
extors and deception are many.

“The confusion is blatant and deliberate. Tts avowed purpose
is to discourage superfcial minds, curiosity seckers, and most
scientists. It also gives rationalists a good reason for rejcting che
whole thing out of hand. The second purpose is to mislead most
of those who stil remain into blind alleys by various forms of
tempration. Making gold, for instance,is a avorice sidetrack of he
Adepts. Only chose who are not interested in the literal gold will
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(the “truch” of one continent and that of another), Maha went
on to deliver his main message, which Raymond Bernard would
disseminate through his organization and through his books. He
stated that mankind is now at the “right level.” and that the “new
cycle” will see competition on 2 global scale. However, this new
cycle is off o a bad stare, said Maha; mankind is approaching it
with 2 mistaken concept of the value of money: In the coming
cyele,the scale of values will be reversed, he added, leading 102 new
understanding of social good, che abolicion of borders, and the death
of nationalism. At this point in Maha's monologue, Bernard was
sill wondering why this meeting was taking place. In fact, he had
heard much of this in carlier bricfings about the rol of the “High
‘Council™ Maha seemed to have read his thoughts of puzzlement:
the meeting, he said, concerned the specific rol of propaganda and
public indoctrination that groups such as AMORC can play.
Raymond Bernard went to Vienna in June 1967. He met another
with a fine profil, dark eyes, and white eyebrows. The car,
. was bearing the special plates of the diplomatic corps.
‘They drove 10 an isolated house near 2 forest. It was surrounded
with high wals, bove which only the roof and the top floor could
be seen from che road. There was no outward sign of actviry, but
as they knocked on the door, it opened onto 2 circular room with

a floor of black and white marble triangles, where twelve men were.
standing, dressed in white robes.

There, Bernard witnessed & ricual with several striking
peculiacicies. Fiest, he suddenly faled (o hear the words of the
celebrants, although he saw their lips moving. Then he heard
2 mounting vibration — not quite the om sound used by Eastern
meditators. He lost consciousness and was later puzzled by
the whole experience. Reflecting upon ir, Bernard came to the
conclusion that he had been subjected to an examination. In fact,
e has no proof that he had not been given poschyprotic suggestions
o reinforcements of earler suggestions, whose cxistence may be
indicated by the frequent perceptual phenomena he experienced
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aware of having made any effort to get up. He could no longer
perceive anything around him except Maha' cyes, exttemely pale,
which demanded that he abandon all control.

What we have here i the statement of a man who has met in
person one of the “Manipulators,” an important statement, ever
thewitnessisa believerin the occult and a highly trained practtioner
of a radition that i obviously affeting his perceptions.

Maha wasquick o pointoutthat the hotellobby was notasuitable
place for cheir meeting. He walked co the street: an automobile
picked them up, and began driving along the Leidersplein, crossing
the bridge, tuning left, and moving away toward 3 suburb of
Amsterdam. They stopped in front of a splendid residence built of
light-colored bricks, situated in a park full of lowers.

Maha chen made his purpose clear. He said he was a member
of “the High Council” (also called the “A’). His statements
about his role were couched in the same bizarre style used by
Dr. Pectipher and che other “mystics” we have heard. The reader
alteady knows what I chink of this style of discourse: it is used,
purposely o nor, because of its suggestive value, It lulls the mind
of che hearer into a semihypnoric state until it is ready to reccive

the real message, the “planc” designed to grow and prosper in the
audience’s unconscious, Maha, just like Grace Pertipher and a few
others of the strange characters I met in chis quest,shows himself
0 be a master of the subliminal.

He then began to discuss his policical role, and to paint an
incredible picture of what I have called the “Control System.” He
pointed out that it is difficult 1o contain the errors of mankind.
Why should che truch of one particular continent have precedence
over the truth of another? he asked. The vigilance of the “High
Council” s necessary 1o prevent human tragedy in a way that docs
not interfere with the freedom of mankind.

Afier chis general scatement, in that the so-called
“High Council” works on a planetary scale, unconcerned by minor
philosophical differences between capitalism and communism
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1 find ic fascinaring chat there should be a secret group of men
spending cheir time and money kecping these ideas alve: within
the symbol of Melchizedek, all paths of belief become one, even
those apparently most opposed, like Satanism and Christianity; in
the last analysis, man s bearing every seeeam of knowledge within
himself, and the High Counilrides higher seill, beyond Good and
Evil. Raymond Bernard was told that he must transmit what he
had seen, and make ic public. He was instructed 1o write books about
hisencounters. This was a delibera action on che part of his guides
10 get cheir symbols and their message out into the world. Their
carefully staged rituals would be described in decail. Other books,
movies, conversations would then pick up this mass of ideas and
carry them farther,

Among che notions they want us to beleve is the assumpri
chat chey are the guardians of a most ancient tradition coming
from the Adlanteans. Where did the Atlanteans get i Maha stated
the answer unequivocally, by insisting that this knowledge came
from another galaxy, and was brought to Earth by the founders of
Adlantis. The claim is made that the “pure race” of chese Adanteans
hascontinued throughou the miliennia. Maha will not eveal where
chey now live, not even o his dear disciple Bernard. He hinted
chat chey are linked to reports o unidentificd beings, coming from
elsewhere, who pay for the goods they buy with pure gold.*

Spiritual Blackmail

‘The being of the Canigou, the man with long blond hair and
hypnotic eyes, who could not be photographed by Jacques Bordss
and paid wich pure gold; che sientist who showed Helen the motor;
the dwarfs who exhibited the trick map to Becty Hill and gave
Vorilhon a fake Gospel: were they of the same origin as Maha?
‘The US. Air Force has made many naive and misguided
auempts to understand UFOs. Te has tried, patiently ar firse,
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theoughout the cpisodes covered in his book. Yet he asks no
questions. The explanacion is simple: he trusts these people as
‘complecely as the contactees trust their “space brothers. Indeed, he
says, I would give myself completely and without sccond thought o
such beings: thir work s the supreme good, the summium bomsem.

In a later interview with the master of the house in Vienna,
Bernard was given the key to the symbolic colors used in the ritual.
He was told that red i the color of the commic masters,the regulators
of human evalusion. Once again, the words suggest a control system
that combines physical knowledge with uncanny mastery of that
emerging setof technigues the Sovietscallpiychotronics

After Bernard toured the entire house and was told fts role
in the funcion of the Order, the “master” spoke a single word
of two syllables: upon hearing this keyword, Bernard again lost
consciousnes, He assumed once more that he was reaching a level
of cosmic ecstasy induced by the high meditative scate of his
hosts. To me, everything he describes again indicates hypnotic
conerol. The “master” explained it himsclf, by saying that every
man can be linked to ochers by his *keyword,” forming infinice
series o chains.

Is there really such an organization a5 the “High Council”?
Probably nor. The name may have been picked for Bernard's
purpose. Could the owners of the houses he describes be found?
“That, indeed, would be most ineresting, but under what precense
could a serious investigation be mounted? There are laws againsc
politicalagication withina given country, but there s no law against
peaple who think chey can run the world by psychic means.

‘What are they waicing for? The answer i straigheforward: chey
wait for the “coming of the Kingdom of Graal.” When will his cake
place? When the UFOs land on Farch, o, as the men told Bernard,
“When the knights of the Earth mect the celestial knights of the
macrocosm.” In other words, when contact is openly cstablished
with the cosmic messengers every religion has been promising s
since Abraham — who got the idea from Melchizedek!
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desperately sometimes, to get rd of “Rying saucers” To that end it
has used power from the scissors ofis censors and from the barrels
of its guns. It was looking for evidence that the objects were a direct
military threat to the United States. It never occurred to the USAF
that the chreat migh be ata differentlevel,

The group of people who will first manage to harness the fiar of
cosmic forces and the emotions surrounding UFO contact 10 a political
purpose will be able to exert incredible spiritual blackmal,

Such weapons are less fexible, but also less detcctible, than
tanks and aircrafc; chey represent a more lasting form of control
over the lives of men. It takes  long time to bring thei effcts to
‘complece fruiion, because secrecy isessential for them to work, The
contactees and the occult believers have been uscd as puppets. The
publicin every country now recognizes the existence of UFOs, and
associates it with the idea of wise visicors from space. A majority of
the American public has become convinced of th existence of such
visiors. They have harnessed Hollywood. And they have made sure
the whole subjectremains  matte ofrdicule and disrepure among
scintises. There i in the White House a man who has seen a UFO

and is impressed by what he saw. There are small groups and sects
of contactees all over the work, using a vague and confusing jargon

‘on Earth 2000 years ago... If we get a lctle out of control,
and maybe Russia would start to throw some missiles at us,
from Cuba. . well they might st in, ifi got too bad, and
help us out. They cold us they would.

“This group of contactees s nationally organized as  politcal party.
Before we reject chese views as examples of harmlss lunacy, we
should observe that people once had the same view of the Church
of Scientology. Indeed, the inventor of Dianerics is said o have
practiced ritual magic with a rocket expert named Jack Parsons,
who met in the Mojave Desert in 1945 2 “Spiritual Being” whom
he regarded as a Venusian. People also used to reject completely
the belies of the Mormon Church, whose founder would today be
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sentence, adding final couches to the consistent picture they are
painding of exraterrestrial life. In cheir view there is no room for
doubr: chis isherman scated beside Dr. Sagan, now making small
calk with the astronaut (who, by the way, may have scen a UFO in
space), has obviously obscrved the landing of a spacecraft, and has
been abducted by s robo ocupants.

“The time has come to challenge this statement. 1 do not need a
lie-detector test 10 know the witnessis describing what he saw. But

‘The Spaceeraft Theory

The study of UFOs is very much like American politics in one
respect: chere are only two parties you can join. In politcs, you
can be only a Democrat or a Republican. In ufology, cither you
don'c believe in UFOs at all, or you believe they are spacecrafi from
another planet. But are these necessarily the only two possibilitcs?

For many years the best cases of unexplained sightings were of
disks thar appeared o be merallic, of large size, and capable of
fanasticacceleration.
